from hint in Hobbs, N. M., veri­
fying the fact that the flog  had 
been buried for 20 years.

The slab was poured by Mr. 
McGonagle on the place now own­
ed by Mr. TAId in Jan., 1920, us 
a support for a clothes line and 
the frog was covered up because 
it persisted in jumping into the 
hole.

Suveral weeks ago, Mrs. Todd 
decided to remove the slab in prep­
aration for making a flower bed 
and employed Clyde Beesinger to 
remove it. The concrete slab was 
so large that it was necessary to 
break it to remove it from the 
ground and when Mr. Beesinger 
broke it the frog rolled out. The 
frog seemed to be dead, but af­
ter a few minutes in the sunlight 
it began to show signs of life. Mr. 
Todd brought it to The News o f­
fice and it came to life in this o f­
fice.

When the frog was first uncov­
ered, it was nearly solid white ar.d 
both eyes were closed and when 
the picture was made several 
hours later much o f its color had 
returned and it was very alive. 
It required two persons to make 
the picture, one to chase the frog 
and the other to handle the cam­
era. The frog remained in The 
News office for several days be­
fore it became necessary to re­
lease it so that it could live. It is 
probably still taking life easy in 
a winter home at the rear of The 
News office.

Following is a part of the let­
ter received from W. H. Gon- 
agle o f Hobbs, N. M., who cover­
ed the frog with concrete:

“ The best I can remember it 
was in 1918, but if you could find 
the recorded deed where I bought 
the place or transfer from Chas. 
Loyd to me, I can then give a 
closer date.”

The records show that Mr. Mc­
Gonagle purchased the place on 
Jan. 3, 1920, which would set the 
date for the frog to be buried 
sometime in January, 1920. Mr. 
Gonagle continues:

“ It was like this, the frog 
(toad) was dug up in digging the 
hole for the clothes line and cov­
ered up in the dirt, but by the 
time I got my cement mixed, he 
dug out and jumped into the hole. 
I took my shovel and threw him 
out and he jumped right back in 
again as I threw in a shovel of 
cement, so I gave him the works. 
I kept on putting in cement but 
thought it was a dirty deal, and, 
believe-it-or-not, I worried over it 
after 1 got through. I never would 
have thought o f it again, but af­
ter 1 received your letter, it all 
came back to me.”

Do these poems express a won- 1 
der why he is thus afflicted anc , 
tortured and still permitted t o 1 
live? Do they rail at a fate that 
has cut him down in the prime of 
life and laid him, a strong man, 
on his back, a helpless victim and 
a burden to his family? They do 
not. There is not a single note 
of pessimism in them, not a 
syllable that expresses wavering 
faith, or anything other than 
optimism, faith, gratitude and 
good cheer.

A few- weeks ago at an anni­
versary service in the church in 
his little Western Kansas town a 
two-way radio set was installed, 
one in the chuich and in this man’s 
bedroom. At the proper time on 
this program he, from his bed, 
offered the dedicatory prayer 
heard distinctly by everyone in 
the church. Because it epitomizes 1 
the very essence of a sublime 
faith, a beautiful optimism and a 
dauntless courage, I give the te^t 
of it here.

1939 Plan of Work
j “ The 1939 plan o f work in 
' Foard County is based on a num­
ber o f various demonstrations that 
were carried on in the different 
parts of the county. These dem­
onstrations w e r e  advertised 
through the different local leaders, 

j local newspaper and by getting 
the demonstrators themselves to 
say somethnig about the work they 
were carrying on. Through this 
method we have been rather suc­
cessful in getting people to ask 
about the demonstrations and to 
go visit them.

“ Since the County Agent’s o f­
fice is in the same office with the 
Agricultural Conservation of Foard 
County, it makes it much easier 
to come in contact with the farm­
ers. When they come to the office 
to attend to Government papers 
in connection with their farms, 
they take a few minutes to go ov­
er their problems with the Coun­
ty Agent and many make special 
trips to the office to get informa­
tion on different problems that 
they may have. As the years pass, 
the farmers are learning to ask 
more of the County Agent.

“ Since the Government pro­
gram has been in effect, the fann­
ers are raising more feed and 
food for home consumption, and 
are producing more meat for home 
use. They are also building up 
the poorest portions o f their

erosion. Since the average rain- 
j fall for this county is only twen- 
' ty-five inches a year, all of the 
water should be kept on the farms. 
Lines were run on three thousand, 
two hundred and seventy acres 
which took care of nearly nil of 
the land on fifty-one farms. There 
were also approximately five hun­

dred acres on which lines were run 
by co-operators who own and op­
erate farm levels. The farmers 
that have terraced their farms 
claim that it has increased the pro­
duction on their farms and it has 

j also increased the value of their 
i farms from two to ten dollars per 
acre.

Trench Silo
“ Through the aid of the Dis­

trict Agent and Specialist, one of 
the greatest problems, which is 
feed conservation, that the farm­
ers and ranchmen have to contend 
with is gradually being solved. 
Up until 1936, all of the feed that 
was produced was stacked in feed 
lots and in the field. Due to weath­
er conditions, insects and rodents, 
the feed was damaged approxi-1 
mately fifty per cent. In 1936, 
two silos were dug, which were 
the first in Foard County. Every 
year we try to have a meeting at 
one o f the silos and after each 
meeting, we have been successful 
in getting a number of farmers 
and rnnehmen to dig silos. Today 
we have fifty-one silos with a total 
capacity o f 8,111 tons. If there 
would have been a normal feed 
crop in 1939, there would have 
been more silos dug.

Tank Building
“ There were approximately thir­

ty tanks dug in Foard County in 
1939, ohwever. most of this work 
was done under the range uro­
gram and under the supervision 
o f the range inspector. Several 
o f the ranchers and farmers were 
aided by the County Agent in 
making location for tanks and al­
so in measuring dams and spill­
ways.

Agronomy
“ A big problem in Foard Coun­

ty for many years has been the 
production of short staple cotton. 
Two ‘one variety cotton commu­
nities’ were organized in 1939, 
one with Acala and one with Wat­
son cotton. Most of one variety 
was ginned at the gins in Crow­
ell and the other variety was 
handled by another gin. The long 
staple was not as successful as we 
would like to have seen it, due 
to the drought. The production 
o f the long staple was practical­
ly the same Der acre as half and | 
half cotton and it brought i r o n ' 
five to six dollars more per bale 
than the half and half. There 
were twenty-five hundred acres of 
good staple cotton planted in 
Foard County in 1939, and I feel 
sure that there will be more plant­
ed in 1940 as in talking to one of 
the ginners, I learned that all of 
the seed from the Acala cotton 
was caught by the producers for 
plaining seed for 1940.

“ The ginners here in Crowell 
are doing everything in their pow­
er to get the farmers better staple 
cotton. They have slowed down 
their gins and loosened the roll­
ers so the farmers could get a 
fair staple and get all they could 
for their good staple cotton.

“ One demonstration was car­
ried out where every third row 
was skipped in planting the cotton, 
and it was found that the produc­
tion was increased on the two 
rows enough to take care of the 
idle row, or in other words, just 
as much cotton was produced on 
the two rows as was produced on 
three rows where every row was 
planted.

“ Every effort has been put forth 
to get the farmers to pick all o f 
their cotton; however, we were 
not very successful this year, as 
most of the bolls were small.

“ Tenmarque wheat has been 
growing in popularity in Foard 
County since 1937, as that is the 
year it was introduced. Only a 
few acres were planted in 1937, 
but aince then the acreage o f
