Patriotic Rally Held 
at Rialto Theatre

The natriotic rally Tleld at the 
Rialto Theatre last Monday right 
proved to be a success in every 
way . The weather was extremely 
cold, but a good crowd assembled 
at the appointed hour to re-dedi- 
cate themselves to the cause o f 
patriotism At the rally. Mayor 
C T Sehlagal presided. The 
stage was decorated in the patri­
otic colors and the program was 
opened with the singing of “ God 
Bli ss America." led by John Ras- 
or. Miss Mary Elizabeth Hugh­
ston played the piano accompani­
ment. The first verse of ■'Ameri­
ca-' was sung lustily and the 
fourth verse was sung softly and 
with bowed heads as an invoca­
tion.

Supt I. T Graves was the first 
speaker on the program, making 
an impressive address on the sub­
ject •'Washington. Lincoln and 
Roosevelt." He compared the vir­
tues and accomplishments of the 
three men and noted a striking 
similarity in theit qualifications. 
Judge Leslie Thomas was intro­
duced by Mayor Sehlagal as the 
next speaker. He discussed the 
subject. “ Patriotism for 1942 
Americans." He stated that the 
basis for 1942 patriotism had its 
beginning with the writing of the 
American Constitution. He em­
phasized the fact that patriotism 
was not only a demonstrative 
thing but was a stern reality for 
each vedblooded American and 
could be shown in many ways but, 
in the present crisis, the most im­
portant way was an all-out co-op­
eration in the many lines of de­
fense work now in process. G. D. 
Self made a heartening report o f 
the response o f Foard County to 
the many calls which had been 
made in the past but stated that 
the last quota for $1.000 which 
had been placed on the county by 
the National Red Cross War Fund 
campaign had fallen a few dol­
lar» short and made a plea for 
further co-operation in this re­
spect.

At this time, the President's 
speech was heard by radio. Fol­
lowing President Roosevelt's War 
Speech, a patriotic reel was 
shown.

The United States imports 
about 400.000,000 pounds of tapi­
oca a year most o f which comes 
from the Malayan peninsula.

Doctor Cox said. “ To self treat 
and fight on one’s feet a -ond - 
ti»»*: of this kind is *o endanger 
life unnecessarily. It i»x advis­
able to take all possible steps to 
avoid respiratory illnesses since 
they so frequently lend to that 
most dangerous complication —  
pneumonia.’’

Dr. Cox stressed the fact that 
it is important to build up nor­
mal. physical resistance by suf­
ficient indoor ventilation, ade­
quate, nourishing food, outdoor 
exercise, and sufficient sleep, but 
added that the family physician 
should be called immediately if. 
in spite of such care, a respira­
tory illlle-- develops.

“ Guard against p n e u in o n i a 
which is a communicable disease." 
Doctor Cox urged. “ It may be 
acquired by direct or indirect con­
tact with a pneumonia patient. 
Reduced bodily resistance result­
ing front habitual disregard for 
normal p h y s i c a 1 requirements 
makes pneumonia doubly hazard- 

j ous," he added, “ and I can not 
emphasize too strongly the im­
portance of consulting a physician 
immediately upon the appearance 

1 of a respiratory ailment.”

College Station, F\'b. 23. —
Poultry in Texas is a sixty mil­
lion dollar industry and still is 
growing, according to Geo. P. Mc­
Carthy and H. H. Weutherby, 
poultry husbandmen of the A.
& M. College Extension Service. 
Eggs alone accounted for $46,- 
250,000 in 1941, turkeys for $10,- 
000,000 and the remainder from 
hatchery stock and sale o f poul­
try meat, ducks, geese and breed­
ing stock.

The industry was ranked only 
by cotton, beef cattle and dairy­
ing in agricultural income. It put 
more money in farmers’ pockets 
than wheat, oats, rice, barley or 
peanuts. In Texas, poultry is a ! 
small Hock business. Farmers car­
ry an average of 41» laying hens. , 
while those in Iowa, for example, 
carry an average o f 137. The 
large producing counties lie in a 
wide north-south strip through 
central Texas, with the western 
plains area becoming more im­
portant yearly. There is a mark­
ed trend toward intensive areas 
with large flocks adjacent to met­
ropolitan centers, the specialist 
says, but the development o f 
trucking services has tended to 
spread out such areas.

With the request for an in­
crease in poultry products in 1941 
to meet the goals set for the F'ood 
F'or Victory program, Texas poul- 
trymen expanded flocks approxi­
mately 10 per cent and stepped 
up egg production. Using for 
geographical identification the Ex­
tension Service’s division o f the 
state into 12 administrative dis-1 
tricts, District 11 comprising 18 
counties adjacent to Houston and 
including Galveston, led in egg 
production with a gross income 
o f $«5,659,750. Fayette County, 
in the same district, led the coun­
ties with a return o f $1.170,000.

District 8, including Bell, Mc­
Lennan, Travis and 16 other 
counties in Central Texas, was 
second with an income o f $*>,- i 
164,750. and District 4. compris- , 
ing 16 counties surrounding Dal-1 
las and Tarrant, was third with 
$5,889,000. Lavaca, bordering on

and Williamson in District 8 was

Poultry demonstrators’ records 

| from over the state showed an 
average production of 158.3 eggs 

, per hen, compared with 154.1 in 
! 941) and 176.7 in 1938. The av- 

| erage price for eggs was 22.7 in 
1941, compared with 24.5 in 1930, 

123.4 in 1935 and 19.7 in 1940.
In 1941 the feed cost pel hen 
was $1.23 compared with $1.20 
tliv preceding year. $1.72 in 1930 
and $1.52 in 1938. The payoff, 
however, is revealed in the in­
come above feed cost per hen. 
In 1941 it was $1.74, the high­
est -ince 1930 when it was ex­
ceeded by six cents. The com­
parable figure for 1944) was $1.33.

Texas hatcheries operated long­
er than usual during 1941 and 
set an all-time high for chick 
sales in the late spring months.

Have Reached Mild 
Epidemic Stage

Austin.— Measles iri Texas is 
reaching a mild epidemic stage at 
present, with outbreaks following 
closely the main lines o f travel 
across the state, according to in­
formation made public today by 
Doctor Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer.

"The peculiar pattern o f this 
spread of measles re-emphasizes 
the fact that it is a contagious

“ In Judea . . .  in Christ"
Text: "In  Judea . . .  in Christ 

Jesus."— I Thessalonians 2:14.
These words, culled from the 

first letter Paul wrote to the 
Thessalonian converts, are very 
remarkable. These erstwhile wor­
shipers o f false gods ha«l become 
followers o f the early churches 

1 founde«! in the land o f Judea.
Judea was a highly privileged 

place once, hut now so different! 
Jesus had been there. There He 

i was born. There He died. From 
there He went to heaven. A won­
derful temple was there, but its 
glory had departed.

In Judea, the birth of the Chris­
tian Church took place on th e ' 
day o f Pentecost. And that 
Church, composed o f redeemed 
men and women, became the true 
temple o f the Holy Ghost on 
earth.

Though on earth, the Church 
; is as much in Christ as it was in 

Tudea. It i- in touch with Christ, 
as the branches are in touch with 
the vine, as the members o f the 
body are with the head. It has 
thus not only an earthly life, but ' 
a heavenly life also.

Judea looks different to those 
who are in Christ Jesus. The 
early disciples were not told to 
leave that evil country which had 
rejected their beloved Lord, but 
to stay and live their lives there 
“ in Him.”  Christ had His repre­
sentatives in Judea, the l a n d  
which had crucified Him, whose 
religion had become a hollow- 
sham, where His Spirit was re­
sisted and refused entrance.

We are “ a new creation in 
Christ Jesus.”  if we are believers 
in Him as Saviour and Lord. But 
we must never forget that we 
are still in the place o f His re­
jection. We are in the scene o f 
temptation, trial and danger. But 
if like the early Church we are 
in touch spiritually with our glor­
ious Lord, we shall be enabled 
to live victoriously. For “ great­
er is he that is in you, than he 
that is in the world.”
