Austin.— Typhus fever is fast 
developing into a serious health 
menace in Texas according to l)r. 
( ¡eet. W. Cox. State Health Of­
ficer. who this week issued an ap­
peal for every Texan to co-op­
erate in the prevention of this

. dread disease.
i "I a>t year, the greatest num­

ber of cases in the history of the 
state were reported, when there 
was a total of 7.'” ! cases of typhus 
fever in Te xas. While there were 
only forty-six cases o f typhus fe- 
ver reported during the first 
twelve weeks of last year, during 
the’ same period of this present 
year, there' have be e n l.'M cases,”  
Dr. Cox stated. "With the peak 
of this disease oceuring in Au­
gust. if the present trend is con- 
tinuod. we may expect serious 
conditions resulting from typhus 
by the end of summer.”

In addition to these there are 
thousands of men, and women too. 
busy men and women, who are un­
selfishly giving of their time and 
strength in every way they can 
help their country. None of these 
are asking special privileges or 
special favors. They are going 
unselfishly all out for the nation.

The other day in Congress a 
bill was presented to create a 
women's unit in the armed forces 
of this ecountry. I am quite cer­
tain that if the hill finally becomes 
a law women will flock to the re­
cruiting stations in long lines to 
enlist. For a number of reasons 
I do not favor such a move. I do 
believe that women, bv replac­
ing men in many factories in 
many lines of service can render 
a full and splendid service to their 
country. 1 am not in favor of 
nlacing them in the armed forces 
in this war.

All these things reflect hut one 
thing that the nation for th. most 
part has caught the spirit of un­
selfish sacrifice and is ready to 
give up every personal de«ire for 
the country. It is a fine, a thrill­
ing, a challenging spirit. It i- to 
be regretted that it is not shared 
by many of the labor leaders.

After the crowd has fol­
lowed off the assistant the second 
truck leaves for the fire and the 
firemen are able to do their work 
unhampered.

the U. S. Army.
The House passed and sent to 

the Senate an $18 billion war ap­
propriation bill including $7 bil­
lion for 31,000 airplanes and their 
equipment. War Secretary Stim- 
son said the Army plans to induct 
175,000 Negro selectees this year. 
He said plastic fuzes will replace 
the standard aluminum fuzes for 
trench mortars, thus freeing tons 
of aluminum and many machine 
tools for other production. Army- 
Surgeon General Magee listed 
many physical defects no longer 
considered a barrier for limited 
service for officers o f the Army- 
Supply Anns and Services.

The W »r Front
The Army and Navy- announced 

the Navy has been given full com­
mand over all anti-submarine ac­
tivities on both coasts, and Army 
Air Units have been allocated to 
the naval commanders of sea 
frontiers. The President award­
ed the Congressional Medal of 
Honor to Gen. MacArthur for con­
spicuous leadership against the 
Japanese in the Philippines. Pres­
ident Quezon and members of the 
Philippine Government War Cab­
inet joined Gen. MacArthur in 
Australia, where they will con­
tinue to carry on Government 
functions.

Corregidor Island was raided 
several times by enemy planes, 
hut anti-aircraft fire Kept the | 
planes at such high altitude that 
the bombings were very inaccurate 
and little damage was done. U. 
S. suhmaiines sank four merchant | 
ships and two cruisers in Japan­
ese waters. U. S. Naval Forces 
also destroyed installations on 
Japanese-held Wake Island, and 
Japanese-owned Marcus Island. U. 
S. losses reported included two 
destroyers, a tanker and eight 
merchant ships sunk.

Price»
Maximum prices for gasoline 

and fuel oil in 17 Eastern states 
and the District of Columbia were 
set by the OPA. To stimulate 
production of Pennsylvania crude 
o ils , the Office authorized an in­
crease of 25 cents a barrel for all 
grades. OPA asked retail meat 
markets not to raise pork products 
prices above mid-March levels. 
For April 1 to May 30 “ standard" 
new spring prices will he frozen 
at the current price o f $60 a 
ton, and a permanent price order 
will be issued before May 30. The 
OPA set retail price ceilings for 
new typewriters at March 5 lev­
els, and for radio receiving sets, 
phonographs, domestic washing 
and ironing machines, domestic 
heating and cooking stoves at 
March 19 levels.

Priorities and Allocation*
The WPB ordered manufacture 

of electric toasters, flatirons and 
other electrical appliances to ceas? 
after May 31, preparatory to con­
verting the $00 million industry 
to war production. The Board 
ordered production o f straight and 
safety razors and blades to the 
1940 total of 2,400 million, about 
600 million less than last year's 
output. The Board also prohibit­
ed manufacture of metal house­
hold furniture after May 31. cur­
tailed manufacture o f floor lamps 
and portable electric lamps, froze 
manufacturers' stocks of unit 
heaters and ventilators, and re­
stricted tea deliveries and sales to 
50 per cent o f amounts delivered 
and sold in 1941. It also placed 
pig iron under a complete alloca­
tion system and curtailed use of 
iron and steel in metal office sup­
plies.

The President signed the Sec­
ond War Powers Bill which pro­
vides criminal penalties for pri­
ority violations and extends the 
President’s property seizure pow­
ers. The WPB said a modified 
pi eduction requirements plan has 
been developed for firms with an 
annual volume of less than $100,- 
000 to conserve critical materials. 
The WPB prohibited destruction 
of certain used rubber products 
and ordered simplification of 
plumbing fixtures.

Agriculture
Agriculture Secretary Wickard 

said farmers are making shifts in 
operations this year which ordi­
narily would require several 
years, hut with normal weather 
conditions wartime goals for sev­
eral commodities probably will 
he exceeded. To increase 1942 
production of pack-canned toma­
toes and peas for military use, the 
War Department told eanners it 
will pay higher prices for the pack 
of those agreeing to guarantee 
fixed minimum prices to the grow­
er. The Agriculture Departpient 
said it will continue- to support 
market prices for designated types
