Official U . S. T reasury War Bond Q uotas for August

Washington. D. (’., August —While maintaining 
a tentative annual level of twelve billion dollars as 
its goal, the Treasury Department today fixed llie 
August quota for the sale of War Bonds at J 15.000,-

In lowering the quota from a billion dollars in 
July to $815.000.000 in August, the Treasury has given 
recognition to certain factors which may be expected 
to result in variations in sales over the 12-month pe­
riod, such as the seasonal character of farm income.

The greatest threat before 
America today is the threat of
inflation.

The administration, until re­
cently. refused to take the threat 
seriously because it was felt in 
administrative circles at Wash­
ington thut a certain amount of 
inflation was desirable.

The mistake in my opinion has 
been made in thinking that any 
inflation was desirable during 
times like the present. The nat­
ural demands of an abnormal con­
dition would have, even with the 
tightest of control, provided all the 
inflation that was safe or wise.

1 do not desire to appear as an 
alarmist but 1 believe that the 
matter of control of inflation has 
gotten out of hand and like a 
prairie fire before a rising wind 
is going to continue to rise until 
it burns itself out. and. like a 
prairie fire, leaves in its path 
nothing hut blackened ruins.

With the lesson of the last war 
still fresh in the minds of every­
one. no warning should have been 
nci i ssarv. The formula was too 
plain, too clear to be misunder­
stood. It is known by everyone 
that the inflation that followed 
\\ orlii War Number One was more 
devastating than the war itself. 
Wi w ;ll he paying for it for years 
to come.

The weakness has been that, be­
lieving as it does that a certain 
amount of inflation was desirable. 
Congress and the administration 

anded the matter back and forth, 
and fiddled while the creeping fire 
mounted higher and higher.

W ithin the last week Washing- 
t< :i ha- suddenly awakened to the 
fact that disastrous inflation is a 
possibility. It has come to realize 
that unless wages are controlled, 
and farm prices are controlled, 
along with rents and retail prices 
that there is no control. Every­
one knows that no arch is com­
plete or secure as long as any 
stone is missing. It is not an 
arch until every stone is in place. 
There can he no control of in­
flation until every group is in­
cluded in the control system.

The recent demand by steel 
workers for an increase of a dol­
lar a day is evidence of the fact 
that wages are not going to re­
main stable though other prices 
ate forced to remain stable. This 
was the theory of the administra­
te'' It 1- now proved impractic­
able. Without control of all 
groups there is no control

This is the small fire in the 
fence corner. I predict that from 
this small beginning a rising tide 
will start. Demands for increases 
are going to sweep the country 
from one end to the other. The 
lal or board is going to grant them 
ni e after the other as it has this 
•ne. This is going to result in a 

larger buying power, greater 
scarcity, higher prices, inflation.

It is true that the individual 
ha> a certain degree of responsi­
bility in the matter of control of 
inflation, but the machinery for 
general control must of necessity 
he set up in Washington. The pro­
gram of control will be effective 
only in so far as the central con­
trol organization makes control 
possible.

Industry has solved the pioblem
of national defense production in 
a magnificent way. It's genius and 
organization are delivering the 
good- ahoad of schedule. Our pro­
gram of defense at home must not 
break down because we lack the 
genius <■ f administration to pro­
tect it. Inflation must be con- 
trolled

How does one receive Him, 
what must one believe about Him?

It i< interesting that the phrase
