The scrap iron and metal drive 
will be intensified during the re­
maining weeks of 1942. it was 
stated in a telegram to The News 
from Donald M. Nelson Wednes­
day morning. Mr. Nelson's tele­
gram follows:

“ The Government is asking the 
American fanner to dedicate the 
¡emaining weeks o f 1942 to an 
intensified scrap hunt. Steel mills 
need more heavy scrap and the 
farms are one of the best sources 
of this type of metal. We need 
your further help in this farm 
drive, and in aiding our salvage 
committees to continue this effort 
throughout the next few weeks. 
Mats and other material to help 
you are being prepared and will 
be mailed soon. All salvage com­
mittees are being instructed to 
continue to make available to the 
farmer all their transportation 
facilities and manpower, and to 
co-operate with you in every pos­
sible way. The nation is looking 
to the American farmers. I am 
sure, with your help, he will come 
through.”

Oldest Citizen of 
Foard County Dies 
Tuesday Evening

Last Rites Will Be 
Held in Thalia This 
Afternoon at 3

J. G. (Unde John) Thompson, 
of Thalia, pioneer resident of 
Foard i lur.ty. passed away at 
h:s home about o'clock Tuesday 
evening after an illness of several 
months. However, he had beer, 
doing Let*o* for a few weeks ..rii 
he had not seemed to be any 
worse, but passed quietly away.

Funeral services will be held 
1 1 the Church of Christ 
this afternoon at 3 o ’clock, with 
Rev. L. E. Garner as the minister 
in charge. Womack Funeral Home 
will be in cl.a:ge of arrangements.

John Garland Thompson was 
born in Green County, Ky., on 
Nov. 14, 184'.'. He came to Texas 
with his parents in 1852 and, in 
ls5:i, his father. H. N'. Thompson, 
settled on a farm in Collin Coun­
ty. Mr. Thompson married M i s s  
Florence Johnson on Sept. !. 
18x 1, in Collin County and five 
years later they came to this sec­
tion, where they have lesided 
since that time. Mrs. Thompson 
died Jan. 4. 1928.

Mr. Thompson had been in fail­
ing health for about two years. 
His 90th birthday was celebrated 
by his children and his friends at 
the family home in 1939. He was 
hale and hearty at that time. He 
has done both farming ar.d car­
pentering during his life. He 
worked on the old Foard County 
iail and he was known to say that 
he had paid taxes on four jails 
and four courthouses without mov­
ing. Mr. Thompson had lived at 
his farm home north of Thalia 
for 5*5 years. He had been a mem­
ber o f the Thalia Church of Christ 
for a long period of years and 
was a regular attendant at its 
services until his health began 
to fail. His grandson. John H. 
Banister, is a prominent Church 
of Christ minister.

Mr. Thompson took part in all 
phases o f advancement in the 
county and was an outstanding 
citizen in every respect.

He is survived by six of the 
eight children born to him and his 
wife. Two sons died in infancy. 
The surviving ones are. H. X. 
Thompson, Levelland; Mrs. H. W. 
Banister, Mrs. Tom Abston and 
Mrs. Hays Abston. all of Thalia; 
Mrs. Grover Nichols, Crowell and 
J. G. Thompson Jr., who resided 
at the home place and with whom 
Mr. Thompson made his home. 
There are also 21 grandchildren 
and a large number of great 
grandchildren surviving as well 
as a number of nieces and 
nephews.

HISTORY
Thanksgiving Day —  The Last 

Thursday in November: The ob­
servance of Thanksgiving Day as 
a National American festival 
dates back to 186:1. While then 
had beer. Thanksgiving days pre­
vious t this in some states the 
day was not known as a Nation­
al Thanksgiving Day. The credit 
for its being made a national 
day is due to the efforts of Mrs. 
Sai a J. Hale, editor of the Ladies' 
Magazine of Boston anti to God- 
c y ' s  Lady's Book o f Philadelphia 
after its consolidation with the 
Lady-' Magazine of Boston. Mrs. 
Halo began her campaign for a 
National T h a n k s  g i v i n g day 
through her editorials in 1827. 
Sin continued her effort for 2t> 
vm finally writing a letter to 
President Lincoln setting forth 
her plan. M r s .  Hale's editorials 
on the subject o f a national 
Thanksgiving are well worth read­
ing. They are stirring, classical 
appeals. In response to her let­
ter. President Lincoln issued a 
proclamation calling upon the 
several states to observe a day 
of National Thanksgiving. Pres­
ident Lincoln's proclamation, like 
all his utterances, is a classic. It 

said that though proclamations

.•f Thanksgiving had been issue-1 1 
for three hundred years by gov­
ernors of the American Colonies. 
President Lincoln's proclamation 
was the first that did not call up­
on tlte people to celebrate on | 
a bloody victory. It was the first 
Thanksgiving- proclamation call- j 
ing for the observance of the day 1 
along the lines it had been ob­
served by the Indians of North 
America prior to the coming of 
the Pilgrims. Singularly enough . 
the Indians observed each year 
a day of Thanksgiving when they 
i ave thanks to the Creator for 
the bountiful fruits of the tiel 1 | 
and the harvest, anil never to 
celebrate a victory. For three 
hundred years after thi connng 
of the pilgrims every Thanksgiv­
ing proclamation that was issued 
called upon the people to give 
thanks for a bloody victory. Thus, 
it might be said that President 
Lincoln’s proclamation was the 
first true Thanksgiving proclama­
tion issued by the white settlers 
of America.

In this group might be put those 
it: the oil producing sections of 
the country whe"r oil is plentiltil 
w i o feel that they art being un­
necessarily deprived of fuel oil 
because it has become necessary 
to deprive xollii other section ot 
the countrv of oil. Another group, 
deprived of tins for business and 
other use-, felt that the rubber 
situation has been bungled and 
was not efficiently or wisely 
ha lulled.

Another group felt that labor 
is being favored by the adminis­
tration above other groups, that 
lalior. like the king, can do no 
wrong, and that favors and con­
cessions have been given it by the 
administration to the detriment 
of other classes.

must be left in their books and 
will be surrendered when War 
Ration Book No. 2 is issued.

For the benefit o f those who 
live in remote localities or where 
transportation facilities make the 
buying o f supplies in small quan­
tities a hardship, Mr. Seale point­
ed out that a consumer may ap­
ply to his Ration Board for a cer­
tificate to buy as much as five 
pounds o f coffee at a time, but 
in such instances, o f course, a 
sufficient number of stamps will 
be removed by the Board to cov­
er such advanced rations.

In spite o f the shortage of co f­
fee Mr. Seale emphasized that the 
price of coffee is controlled by 
the OPA regulations and no one 
should pay more than a particular 
merchant's ceiling price.

Mr. Seale added a word of 
warning to coffee buyers, advis­
ing them not to rush to a .«tore on 
November 29 with all o f a fam­
ily's ration books and try to buy 
all o f the coffee the stamps in 
those books might «How.

“ There will tie enough coffee 
for everyone,”  he said. “ That is 
the very reason why rationing is 
being started. Coffee loses its 
freshness and flavor if it is kept 
too long and it will be far wiser 
to buy a pound at a time as it is 
needed. Stamp No. 27 will be 
valid for five weeks and most 
grocer« will have coffee all dur­
ing that period any time it is

His office, working with 
the Office of Defense Transpor­
tation, is aggressively pushing for 
results. It is to be hoped that 
politics is kept out of the way—  
and that the defeatists who say 
that this country must reconcile 
itself to doing without motor 
transportation will keep their 
mouths shut.

The industries which are in­
vo lved  in the rubber program are 
doing an excelent job. The oil 
industry has vastly expanded its 
facilities for the production of 
synthetic rubber, and has simpli­
fied. improved and accelerated the 
manufacturing process.

41. The first actual mining of 
coal was in the Richmond Basin. 
Yu., about 7> years after Father 
Hennepin s discovery in Illinois, 
but the tii *t records of production 
from the Virginia mines were for 
the year of 1822 when 54.000 
pounds were mined.
