Warning to America's car and
truck owners from the Office of
Defense Transportation: Are you
sure that the anti-freeze now in
vour car oy truck contains no
harmful salt or distilled petroleum
product? You or your service
station attendant can make sure

! through these simple tests work-
"ed out by the U. 8. Bureau of

Standards:

1. Drain some radiator fluid in-
to a glass of water. If it floats
on the water, the base of the
mixture is a distilled oil product
harmful to hose connections and
radiators,

2. Drain a small amount of the
radiator solution into a clean tin
boil away all liquid. If a
substantial white or crystalline
coating remains in the tin, the
anti-freeze you are using con-
tains a salt base highly injurious
to motors.

Manufacture of such anti--
freeze solutions is now prohibited,
but some brands are still in cir-

culation. Many motors have been
damaged seriously by anti-freeze
mixtures containing salt or oil.
Safeguard the life of your car or
truck motor by using only anti-

freeze definitely labeled as con-
taining a safe alcohol or ethylene
elyeol base.
