| Three modifications of Shoe Ra-
tion Order 17 have been author-
ized by OPA. They are: (1) An
additional ration fop ‘“safety”
shoes, used for health protection
in special work, may be acquired
from the local board by any per-
son who has spent his Ration
Stamp 17, even though a mem-
ber of his family has an unspent
stamp, (2) sandals which can be
sold ration-free are re-defined to
include all sandals with an open
back and a heel height of 1%
inches oy less, regardless of the
