V-DAY PRECAUTIONS
News of the end o f the war in 

Europe will affect people in many 
different ways. To most it will 
be a day o f thanksgiving, but 
with the reservation that many 
long months of figrting are still 
before our armed forces in the Pa -, 
eific.

Whether fires and other damage 
to property will result front ob­
servance of victory in Europe will 
be largely in the hands of individ­
ual citizens. Municipal officials 
therefore are urged to stress m«ts- 
tres which will minimize the 
likelihood o f such damage. Fol- j 
lowing are suggestions to consid­
er in connection with such pre­
vention efforts:

1. Uige that conditions in o f­
fices. stores, factories and homes 
which might cause lire be prop­
erly ca i d for before leaving. Kii 
guards in office and mercantile 
tu'ililings should he charged with; 
the duty o f maintaining fire watch 
afier other employes have left.

2. Try to prevent false fire 
alarms. Some cities plan to as­
sign off-duty firemen or auxiliary 
firemen, or other civilian defen.e 
workers, as watchets at fire alarm 
boxes.

.'i. Try to prevent bonfires. This 
duty could be a signed to local 
civilian defense fire wardens and 
file watchers.

L Auxiliary police can be used 
to point out to drivers that cars 
parked to watch parades could ob­
struct fire department apparatus 
which might be responding to an' 
alarm.

ñ. 1'rge that children he kept, 
out of crowds. Panic may easily 
occur under the condition of ex­
citement which probably will ex­
ist.

HISTORY
The Invention of the Phono­

graph—  November 21. Thomas A.
Edison announced the invention 
o f his phonograph on November 
21. 1ST?. Although tho principle 
of recording sound and repro­
ducing it was known before the 
announcement o f the invention of 
the phonograph by Edison, no prac­
tical application had been made 
of it. No one had. un to that time, 
cmccived of it as a device where- 
I v the human voice well as mu­
sic could be recorded and later 
reproduced. The first attempt by 
Mi Edison consisted o f a thread­
ed cylinder about which was close­
ly wrapped a sheet o f tin foil. 
Above thi- a diaphram was placed 
in which was inserted a needle. 
As the diaphram vibrated from 
sound it caused the needle to cut 
grooves in the tin foil. By turn­
ing the crank attached to the cyl­
inder and placing the needle in 
contact with the recordings in the 
cylinder the sound was repro­
duced. The first attempts were 
not very clear or true to tone. 
Development and refinements con­
tinued until at the present time it 
is impossible to distinguish over 
the radio the difference between 
a speech or a song delivtred in , 

i person, or by a recording. By. 
means of recording speeches, songs 
and the tone o f the voice itself is 
oreserved in records that future 
generations may hoar them.

This war has been costly. How 
costly no one knows, and few can 
ever guess. Its costs will be levied 
on the nation for the next seven­
ty-five years at least, but the next 

, war— if we permit another war,
; will be twice as costly as this.
! Each war in the past has been 
more costly than the one that pre­
ceded it. These costs have mount­
ed to the point where the question 

' seriously presents itself as to 
! whether the world could survive 
' mother war more exhausting than 
this one. The armies may be vic­
torious in the field, but the home 
front may become so exhausted 
in the effort that its progress will 
be blighted for years to come be­
cause o f oppressive taxes and the 
burden o f debt.

Personally I have little fear 
that the debt occasioned by this 
war cannot be paid, but I do have 
a fear— a real fear— that the cost 
o f another such war twenty-five

or thirty years hence will be an 
uiisui mountable burden.

This may look like crossing 
one's bridges before he reaches 
them. It may look like borrowing 
trouble, but I do not feel that it 
is. I feel that it is merely being 
realistic.

I fear that after the fighting 
hr s ceased we are going to turn 
from the ways of war to the ways 
o f peace as we did following the 
last war, and permit another war 
to grow up in our back yard and 
burst upon us in all its fury. Like 
a man sobering up from a drunk- 
ed debauch we hold up our hands ' 
now and say “ never again” but 
eternal vigilance of the most vig- ! 
ilant type is the only thing that l 
can or will prevent another war. 1 
and eternal vigilance is not a \ 
product of wishful thinking, in­
difference and neglect.

1 gallon sliced apples.
1 cup boiling water.
1 cup sugar (more may be used 

to suit taste).
>4 cup lemon juice if desired.
Good cooking apples with 

slightly tart flavor make the best 
I sauce or butter. Wash apples 
thoroughly. Cut into small pieces 
without removing peelings and 
cores, provided a good sieve is 
available, otherwise, remove peel- 

! ings and cores. Cut into small 
I pieces and in this way it is not 
! necessary to press through sieve.
I All boiling water. Cover utensil, 
j Cook until tender, (about 20 min­
utes). Press apples with peelings 
and cores through the seive. Add 
sugar. Pack while hot in hot, clean 
jars and process in a water bath 
10 minutes.

Apple Butter
1 gallon apples, 1 pint,water or 

1 apple cider, 1 pound sugar (brown 
I sugar is best), 1 teaspoon salt, 14 
| cup lemon juice if desired. The 
' following spices may or may not 
be used according to taste: 1 tea- 

\ spoon ground cinnamon, A4 tea­
spoon ground cloves. A4 teaspoon 

: ground allspice.
Follow directions for apple 

sauce above. When the sugar and 
spices ni« added, return to the 
fire and cook slowly for about 1 
F îur, stirring continuously. The 
butter should be very thick and 
give sputtering or thick bubbling 
sound as it cooks. Add lemon 
! ;1ce and salt. Cook 5 minutes 
longer. Pour while hot into clean, 
hot jars. Seal and process in 
water hath 5 minutes.

Apple-Grape Butter
A variation of apple butter can 

he made by substituting 1 L4 pints 
pure gnape iuiee for the 1 pint 
water. Follow other directions the 
same as plain apple butter.

Apple Juice or Jelly Stock
Use tart or sour apples. Wash 

and remove blossom end and de­
cayed spots, hut do not peel or 
core. Cut into small pieces. Bare­
ly cover with hot water. Cook 
slowly in covered vessel from 20 
to 30 minutes, or until fruit is 
auite tender, but not mushy. 
Squeeze through a cheese cloth 
or flour sack or use a sieve for 
this purpose. Then let the juice 
drip through flannel jelly bag that 
has been wrung out of hot water. 
If juice is to be kept for later 
use or to be used as a drink, pour 
into sterilized jars. Seal, process 
15 minutes in a water bath.

Pectin Extract
When tait fall and winter ap­

ples are peeled for canning, pre­
serving, drying or for apple sauce 
or butter, the peelings may be 
used for home made pectin which 
can be added to fruit juices low 
in acid in order to make jelly.

First scrub apples and remove 
blemishes. For each 4 pounds of 
peelings and cores add 4 pints 
hot wat« 
juice.

is returned to the pun, the *ame 
«'mount of water added again, 
heated 20 minutes and strained 
again. The juices from the two 
extractions are mixed and boiled 
rapidly uncovered until the vol­
ume is reduced *4 its original 
amount. This takes about .'¡0 to 
40minutcs. There should be about 
1 Va pints of this concentrated ap­
ple juice or pectin extinct. If 
the extract is not to he used at 
once it may he poured into clean, 
hot jars, sealed and processed in 
a water hath 10 minutes.

Apple-Carrot Conserve
2 cups chopped peeled and cor­

ed apples, 2 cups grated or ground 
carrots, 1 lemon sliced thin or 
ground, ',4 cup water. 2 2-3 cups 
sugar, >4 teaspoon snlt, (1 orange 
may he substituted for lemon for 
variety).

Cook all together until the fruit 
is transparent and has a transpar­
ent sirup. It takes about 45 min­
utes to an hour. Pour into hot, 
clean jars. Seal and process in 
water hath 10 minutes.

Tomato-AppU Conserve
2 cups tart apples, peeled and 

diced, 2 cups ripe tomatoes, peel­
ed and chopped, 1 lemon, grated 
rind and juice, 2 2-3 cups sugar, 
14 teaspoon salt. »4 cup chopped 
English walnuts (if desired).

Cook the apples and the toma­
toes, without udding any water, 
until they are tender. Add the 
sugar and the lemon, and cook 
the mixture until it is clear. Add 
nuts at the last. Turn the con­
serve into clean jelly glasses, and 
cover it with paraffin when it is 
cold. Conserve may be packed 
while boiling hot into clean hot 
jars, sealed, and processed in a 
water bath 10 minutes.

Dried Apple Conserve
>4 pound dried apples, 1 cup 

raisins, 1 orange (jujee and rind), 
1 lemon (juice and rind), 1 quart 
cold water, 2 cups sugar (prefer­
ably brown), 1 teaspoon cinna­
mon, *4 cup nuts (pecans, hickory 
nuts or walnuts).

Wash dried apples, cover with 
cold water, and soak over night. 
Next morning cook until tender. 
Add ground or chopped orange 
and lemon rind and juice, raisins, 
cinnamon and sugar. Cook rap­
idly until thick. Add nuts 5 min­
utes before taking from stove. 
Pack in hot. sterilized pint jars. 
Seal nnd process in water bath 10 
minutes.

Pickled Applet
1 pound apples, cut in fourths, 

2-3 pound sugar, 2-3 pound vine­
gar, 1 cup water, cinnamon stock, 
cloves, 3 slices lemon.

Boil the sugar, the vinegar, the 
water, and the spices 5 minutes. 
Add the apples and cook the mix­
ture slowly until the apples are 
clear and tender. Pour it in hot, 
clean jars, seal and process in 
water hath 5 minutes.

Apple Chutney
1 quart tart apples. 1 cup rais­

ins, 2 medium-sized white onions, 
minced, 2 red peppers, minced, *4 
cup vinegar, 1 cup water, 1 cup 
sugar, 1 tablespoon white must­
ard seed, 1 teaspoon celery seed, 
•4 teaspoon paprika, V* teaspoon 
salt.

Combine the ingredients, and 
cook rapidly until the apples are 
tender and the mixture is thick 
and clear (about 30 minutes). It 
may not be necessary to add more 
water if the apples are juicy. Pour 
into hot, clean jars, seal and proc­
ess in water bath 5 minutes.
