The Monroe Doctrine— Decem-
cr 2: What hits since become to 

be known throujrhout the world 
a< 'ho Monroe Doctrine was the 
principle announced in the :m- 
ntial messave to Congress by Pres­
ident Mctitoe tha t the United 
States v uhl oppose any effort at 
extension of control by the Euro­
pean powers over te rr i to ry  on the 
American continents. At the time 
the message was delivered there 
were certain boundary disputes 
between the United States on the 
o e hand, and Great Britain an 
Russia ini the other. Touching or 
t < ,a l te r  President Monroe said:
"T he  American continents . . . . 
a re  henceforth  not to be consider­
ed as subjects for fu tu re  coloniza­
tion by any European powers." 
In re fe r r in g  to the move tha t was 
at tha t time on foot to assist 
Spain in recovering control ovet 
the South American countries 
which had opposed Spanish rule. 
President Monroe said: "W ith the 
governments who have declared 
their  independence and maintain 
it . . . we could not view any in­
terposition for the purpose of op­
pressing them or of controlling 
in any m anner the ir  destiny by 
any European power in any other 
lie hr tha*, a manifestation of tin 
unfriendly disposition to the Unit­
ed S ta tes ."  This declaration was 
a course approved by South Amer­
ican countries. A« a rc-ult of this 
policy the French were asked to 
withdraw from Mexico, where they 
had taken steps to take over the 
control o f  the country. It was 
als. used as the basis of the set-

i .t. .-nt f  the boundary dispute 
between Great Britain and Vene­
zuela by President Cleveland. 
Though ¡i courageous and far 
’•caching step for a young nation 
to take, the dictrine has been re­
spected by other  nation* and coun­
tries and continues to he a n a ­
tional policy.

Children Should 
Be Protected from 
Diphtheria Early

Austin.— All children should he 
protected against diphtheria a t  a 
very early age. according to  a 
sta tem ent on the subject re leas­
ed this week by the Texas S ta te  
Depeitment of Health, explain­
ing that toxoid which can be a d ­
ministered easily and without 
danger can safeguard  youngsters  
:-T in  t this serious disease of 
childhood.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, S ta te  Health  j 
Officer, urges Texas paren ts  to  | 
have their  children who are  not i 
already protected immunized at 

' once.
"A dose of toxoid can save a 

child from serious illness or even 
dea th ,"  Dr. Cox asserted, "a n d  
those who have not been sa fe ­
guarded against this danger  
should he inoculated immediately.

“ Babies should be protected  by 
immunization by the age of eight 
or nine months," Dr. Cox said. 
"A first dose of toxoid is recom ­
mended by authori ties on the ca re  ' 
o f  in fan ts  by the age of  eight or i 
nine months, or even as early  as 
six months. A second dose is u su ­
ally given la ter .”

To keep immunity at a  high 
level. Dr. Cox said that a re in - ,  
fo rc ing  dc *e of toxoid is advised i 
before  a child is old enough to  1 
en te r  school. Those who went to 
school or kindergarten  this year  
w ithout this additional sa feguard  
>r without ever having been pro ­

tected certainly should he immun- , 
ized without any  fu r th e r  delay.

This situation may lead 
to the common and very danger­
ous practice of limiting the 
amount fed in order to make it 
last all winter. In shorting  the 
cows on the roughage they want 

nd need, stockmen will find tha t  
the cows will not have produced 
as well as when they are on full 
feed.

As a safe alternative, many 
stockmen can cull out enough poor 
producers to assure a supply of 
roughage sufficient for  the needs

Fire prevention on farms should 
be made a year-around practice, 
says M. R. Bentley, agricultural 
engineer for the A. & M. College 
hv '-ns i '-n  Service.

The week ending October 14' 
was National F ire P .evention | 
Week by Presidential proclama-1 
tion. No doubt thousands of Tex- j 
as farm  families took stock of j 
fire hazards in their  homes, barns I 
and sheds, and cleaned up the 
danger spots. But Bentley points j 
out tha t  the same hazards easily 
can re tu rn  unless the safety work 
done during Fire Prevention 
Week becomes a habit.

Farm families are at a disad­
vantage compared with city and 
town dwellers in the m a tte r  of 
fires. Very few farms can call 
trained fire fighters for  assistance. 
Most farms aren 't  equipped with 
pressure pumps to effectively 
tight a blaze; and farm buildings 
usually are not as fire resis tant 
as city construction. Then, too, 
a large num ber of farm homes 
have fire hazards which were not 

1 present some years ago. Electr i­
city has become pretty  common 
throughout rura l  Texas and a 
g rea t  many farm ers  store gasoline 
and oil around their place.

Both electricity and oils are 
serious fire hazards if  mishandled.

Bentley says tha t it is merely 
; common sense to store gasoline 
and oil a safe distance front build­
ings. Both are  highly inflammable 
and if  they become ignited the 
blaze is hard to control. Safe­
guarding against fires from elec­
tricity  begins with proper wiring 
and is maintained by periodic in­
spection anil the correct use of 
appliances.

Bentley says tha t if the wiring 
system is equinped with fuses in­
stead of circuit breakers, an ex- 

| t r a  supply should be kept on hand 
for replacement. Never a t tem pt 
to make a burned ou t fuse work 
by placing a penny behind it. He 
cautions also not to use extension 
cords for perm anent wiring nor 

| hang them over nails . . . and 
don’t  let chaff, cobwebs or  other 
materials which burn easily ac­
cumulate n ea r  bulbs, in barns or 
outbuildings.

Meanwhile, he adds, keep chim­
ney chinks repaired and don’t let 
trash  accumulate in the at t ic  or 
under  the house. ,

Organized underfeeding: Think 
of the monstrosity of  such a plan 
in the physical realm!

When wc whose souls are  light­
ed. the lamp of life deny to those 
benighted around us, at home and 
abroad, we too are  taking part in 
the same vicious sort of program 
of  organized underfeeding.
