The major activities in this field 
were terracing, contouring, and 
the organization of a soil con­
servation district.

Under the terracing program 
here in Foard County, work was 
carried out on 62 farms and con­
touring on 11 additional farms.

Of the 62 farms 32 have been 
completely terraced and these 
will only have to maintain the 
terraces in the future.

On these 62 farms we ran 871,-

Most farmers consider that the 
land on which a system of ter­
races is functioning properly has 
increased in value from 85.00 to 
$10.00 per acre.

On most very rolling soils this 
is the only method we know that 
will control erosion in the main.

Practically all terraced land is 
cultivated with the terraces on 
the contour and more and more 
attention is given to maintaining 
the terraces and to the broaden­
ing of the base of the terraces so 
that farm machinery can he used 
more effectively and satisfactor­
ily. Most o f these terraces have 
been constructed by contract and 
much credit goes to those doing 
the work, as they have done a 
good job. They have improved 
by experience. Some few farmers 
did their own construction.

This program will be in opera­
tion again this year, but in a 
somewhat limited way.

—  All children should 
he immunized against diphtheriia 
at a very early age. anrording to 

. tatement on the subject re­
leased this week by the Texas 
State Department of Health, ex­
plaining that toxoid which can be 
administered easily and without 
danger can safeguard youngsters 
against this serious and killing dis­
ease o f childhood.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox. State Health 
Officer, urges all Texas parents 
to have their children, who are 
not already protected, immunized 
at once.

"The administration of toxoid 
can save a child froiji serious ill­
ness or even death and those who 
have not been safeguarded against 
this b ..g-v should be inoculated 
immediately,”  Dr. Cox said.

"Babies should be immunized 
by the age o f eight or nine 
months,”  Dr. Cox advised. “ A 
first dose of toxoid is recommend­
ed by authorities on the care of 
infants by the age o f eight or 
nine months, and sometimes as 
early as six months. A second 
dose is usually given later.”

To maintain immunity at a high 
level. Dr. Cox emphasized that a 
reinforcing dose of toxoid is ad­
vised when a child is old enough 
to enter school or have a Schick 
test made. Children who enter

It was not until after 1918, 
however, that the date became a le­
gal holiday in Massachusetts.

With the exception of war time, 
the date is a legal reason for liberty 
for the sailor and soldier. Yes, army 
and navy regulations specifically 
state this fact.

To quote from the navy regula­
tions: "The first of January—and 
such other days as may be desig­
nated by the President, 
the day of national Thanksgiving 
shall be designated ai holidays on 
board ships of the navy and at all 
naval stations.

According to scientists the keep­
ing o f the atomic bomb secret is 
next to impossible. Professor 
Henry Thomas o f the group of 
Chicago scientists states that oth- 1  
er countries have been at work 
on the atomic bomb for years and ;

According to Professor Thom­
as the most important discoveries 
in the field of the atomic bomb 
were made by German scientists. 
Had Hitler not made war on the 
scientists causing them to flee the 
country the atomic bomb might 
have been produced first in Ger­
many and used by the Nazis to 
destroy this country. The Ger­
man scientists fled to England 
and later to this country. Pro­
fessor Einstein took the matter 
up with President Roosevelt and 
the wheels were set in motion that 
resulted in the production o f the 
first bomb in this country. Atom­
ic energy rightly used can prove 
of great benefit. The concern 
now is that it will be rightly used.
