(). I signed a statement bhefore
my discharge that my disability
existed prior to my enlistment.
Does this bar me from receiving
a pension?

A. No. Under Title 1. Section
105, Public Law 346, 78th Con-
' oress, any statement of this na-
ture which you may have made at
discharge is considered null and
void.

Are insurance benefite re-
| coived by the parent considered
as income?

A. In determining dependency,
amounts received by the mother
or father from any insurance un-
der the War Risk Insurance Act,
or the World War Veterans Act
of 1024 as amended, or the Na-
tional Service Life Insurance Act
as amended will be disregarded.

Q. Under what circumstances
are parents considered dependent?

A. Dependency will be held to
exist if the parents do not have

selves and members of their fam-

"ily under legal age or otherwise

dependent by reason of mental or
physical incapacity.

Q. I am m receint of peacetime
benefits ‘o ibility  incurred
prior to December 7, 1941. Why
am I not entitled to wartime ben-
efits for this iv-HtNl','

A. Since the World War II did
not start until December 7, 1941,
veterans with disabilities incur-

red in service prior to that time
are not entitled to wartime bene-
fits unless their service falls un-
der the provisions of Public 359,
77th Congress, which provides
that wartime rates would be au-
thorized if the disability was the
direct result of armed
or was received while the veteran
was engaged in extra hazardous
cervice including such service un-
der conditions simulating war.

Q. Is a veteran who has been
granted compensation entitled to
an increase in the severity of his
disability?

A. Yes. The rate of increase
in compensation depends upon the
increase in disability.
