“Other states,” Albright said,
“will also look to Texas for a
greater number of workers to
harvest crops. With this thought

| in mind, it would be well for farm-

ers in the Vernon area to review
their labor needs for one of Texas’
greatest agricultural years. Farm-
ers should make their needs for
workers known to the TEC far
enough in advance so that suffic
ient labor will be available when
the harvest season rolls around,”
Albright said.

According to Albright, most of
the farm areas in Texas has peak
seasonal periods when there are
more jobs than there are local
workers, He added that a com-
paratively small portion of the
state has enough labor on a year-

| round basis and that the situa-
| tion has existed for years. As a
result, large numbers of farm
workers annually migrate from

their home communities to other
areas to help harvest erops. The
number of such workers in Texas
during the peak of the cotton har-
vest may reach 90,000, Albright
said.

One of the most important jobs
of TEC's Farm Placement Ser-
vice, is the direction of these mi-
gratory workers. They must be dis-
tributed over the state to meet
the need of farmers without creat-
ing a surplus in one place with its
resultant shortage in others, the

EC's office manager said. He
repeated that now is the time
for local farmers to take stock
of their farm labor needs for
this spring and summer work and
inform his farm labor office lo-
cated at 1613 Pease St., Vernon,
Texas.

,Should Récognize
Eye Defects in
Infant Children

If all parents as well as all phy-
sicians who treat infants will look
for and recognize eye defects,
there will be fewer totally blind
children, Dr. Henry L. Hilgartner
of Austin, prominent eye, nose
and throat specialist writes in the
current issue of the Texas State
Journal of Medicine.

writes.

Hilgartner explains, many patients
show evidence of faulty vision
which would lead to an examina-
tion. Any manifestation of defec-
tive vision, with which many school
children are afflicted, should be
examined at once, he warns, add-
ing that parents should pay more
sttention to improper lighting, fre-
quent blinking of lids, cross eyes
and other complaints that the child
may make in regard to his eyes.

Early surgery is the solution
in the case of congential cataract,
the Austin specialist continues,

and is imperative in cases of ju-

venile glaucoma.

Juvenile glaucoma is more easily
detected, he explains in the arti-
cle, since the afflicted child has
beautiful eyes,

extremely large,

much larger and more prominent

than other children of the same
age. The eyes are not inflamed or
irritated, but the child is extreme-
ly sensitive to light preferring a
dark room or even hiding his head
in a pillow.

If surgery is not performed to
correct juvenile glaucoma the eyes
continue to enlarge and the vision
decreases progressively. If an op-
eration is postponed until the pa-
tient is three or four years old,
Dr. Hilgartner warns, the condi-
tion becomes helpless and blind-
nes results.

LONGEST LIGHT FIXTURE

The longest, continuous lighting
installation in the world, in which
four ribbons of fluorescent light
will extend almost two miles, ‘has
been designed by New York City’s
Triborough Bridge and Tunnel au-
thorities in collaboration with en-
gineers of the General Electric
company. First of its kind, the
installation will illuminate the new
Brooklyn Battery tunnel now be-
ing constructed under New York
harbor by the Triborough Bridge
and Tunnel authority. Euach of the
tunnel’s two tubes will carry two
lanes of traffic, and will be light-
led by twin rows of white fluores-
cent lamps,

CANARIES ARE DELICATE

Don’t expose the canary to eith-
er drafts or chilly breezes if you
want it to stay healthy this win-
ter, advises the American Veteri-
nary Medical association. Because
of their delicate constitution, ca-
naries are extremely subject to
colds and, therefore, should be
protected against sharp changes
in temperature. If windows are
to be ogened in a warm room, first
move the cage to a sheltered cor-
ner, away from direct exposure to
gusts of cold air.
