There will be two separate di-
vizions in the dairy department,
the Jersey breeders show and the
dairy classification show.

Both bills provide that
the States and the Federal gov-
ernment will share 50-50 in the
income from the Continental Shelf,
i. e., the area beyvond the so-called
marginal sea. Tidelands is some-
what a misnomer.

VETERINARIAN EXPLAINS
FACTS ABOUT MILK FEVER

Call a veterinarian immediately
if you think your cow has milk
fever after she calves. There's a
good chance that you can save

er,

Dr. M. E. Mansfield, University
of Illinois veterinarian, says
prompt veterinary attention is
important, because untreated cows
generally die. Most cows do re-
spond quickly to treatment how-
ever. And they're generally on
their feet a few | minutes later.

While waiting for a veterinar-
ian, prop the cow off her side
with bales of hay or somethingz
else to guard against bloating.
But don’'t give her any liquid
 medicine. It may cause pneumo-
'ma.

. at least a six-week dry period will
help to prevent milk fever. In-
complete milking for two or three
days after freshening also may
help.

Dr. Mansfield says a typical
sign of milk fever in cows is draw-
ing the head around to one side.
Also, if a cow has milk fever,
she'll have a hard time standing.
She may even bhecome paralyzed
in the hind quarters and go down.

If vou find these tell-tale signs
of milk fever, give your veter-
inarian a hurry-up call. It may
mean the difference between a
live and dead cow.

Milk fever usually causes trou-
ble in high-producing cows, and
most cases occur between the
twelfth hour and the third day
after calving,

| The Compassion of Christ

by Afred Martin, Moody Bible

] Nothing characterizes the Lord
Jesus Christ more beautifully than
His great comrpassion. We read
of Him, “When he saw the mul-
titudes, he was moved with com- |
{ passion on them, because they

as sheep having no shepherd”
(Matthew 9:36). 3

Often in the Gospels this at-|
tribute is emphasized: ‘“He was |
full of compassion.” The epistle
to the Hebrews tells us that this |
quality is necessary in a true priest |
and the Lord Jesus is our great |
High Priest—*“Who can have com- |
passion on the ignorant, and on
them that are out of the way' !
(Hebrews 5:2). ;

No scene in the Scriptures is |
more poignant than that of Christ's |
weeping over Jerusalem: “0O Jer-
usalem, Jerusalem, thou that kill-
est the prophets, and stonest them'
which are sent unto thee, how |
often would 1 have gathered thy |
children together, even as a hen |
gathereth her chickens under her |
wings, and ye would not!” (Mat-|
thew 23: 37).

The tragedy is that men spurn |
this unlimited compassion—*“Ye |
would not!” The Lord Jesus spoke
similarly sorrowful words in an-
other connection: “And ye will not |
come to me, that ye might have |
life” (John 5: 40).

Nevertheless the patient, long- |
suffering compassionate Son of |
God continues to invite men to
come to Himself. At the very end
of the Bible we hear His gracious |
invitation: ‘““And slet him that is
athirst come. And whosoever will, |
let him take the water of life|
freely” (Revelation 22:17). !

KNOW.-HOW OF SHOE BUYING
ESSENTIAL TO FOOT HEALTH
1

Up to about the age of seven |
a child outgrows shoes before he
or she outwears them. Recent stud- |
ies show that most upper grade |
school children have feet that re- |
quire attention, The cause is usu-|
ally in the fit or the kind of shoes |
they wear. What's the cause of !
that? Not enough know-how m:i
the shoe buying front!

Mothers may get a picture of |
the condition of their children’s |
feet by examining their shoes.
Look at the bottoms first. If the
wear covers the entire sole area,
with greater wear evident along
the margin of the sole, the shoes
fit correctly. The heel, also, should
be worn down along the out side.
These are the areas that receive
the greatest thrust of body weight
under normal conditions.

If the forward portion of the
sole shows excessive wear, the
shoes are too short. Toes are be-
ing cramped. This might affect
gait and posture, and could lead
to back pains in later life or
“crankiness” right now.

Is wear especially heavy on
the inner border of the heel, and
on the inner margin of the sole?
If so, chances are the upper is
mis-shapen, too, with the inner
side bulging unnaturally. This adds |
up to ‘‘pronation,” fore - runner|
of flat feet.
