mean as the devil, something boils 
up in me that I can’t exactly 
explain, then I begin loading my 
old double barrel Gospel gun with 
log irons, spikes, hammers, nails, 
buck shot and what-have you, cock 
both barrels, shut my eyes, pull 
the triggers and let her fly ." No 
man living has given the devil 
more sound threshings in the past 
27 years than Crimm, and his 
associate says he is now doing 
the greatest preaching o f his car­
eer.

In case the election carries in [ 
both districts the two Districts 
will become one which Mill be 
known as the CroM'ell Independent 
School District. Both School 
Boards have approved this con­
solidation. There has been a pe­
tition duly signed by over thirty 
patrons o f each o f the two Dis­
tricts and filed in the office o f 
the County Judge o f the respec 
tive counties, Foard and Knox 
Under the Gilmer-Aikin School pro-; 
gram it has become hard for a j 
small district to operate without I 
a loss financially. However, there 
is much inducement affered to a 
larger one where the enrollment 
in the class room units is greater.

Both o f the-e districts have the 
-ame tax rate. $1.25 on the $190 
valuation, which should not be 
a burden to either area. There 
has been over eighty per cent of 
the Truscott High School pupils 
attending Crowell High School for 
the last several years. Due to its 
bus shop, the Crowell District is 
in a better position to handle 
the transportation problem than 
the Truscott District is. In fact, 
this is one factor that has given 
the Truscott School Board much 
trouble in the past.

The Committee presenting the 
Crowell petition on this matter did 
not find a single patron that re­
fused to sign it. The voters o f 
the Crowell Independent School 
District should turn out in large 
numbers on the 17th o f September 
and show the Truscott patrons 
that Crowell welcomes them into 
our school program.

Meeting to Be Held 
in Vernon Sept. 9

A series o f 25 bi-district meet­
ings sponsored by the Texas Farm 
Bureau Federation will be held 
throughout the state o f Texas 
September 6-21. it has been an­
nounced by J. Walter Hammond, 
federation president. The meeting 
scheduled for this district will be 
held in the High School Auditor- 
um in Vernon on Friday, Septem­

ber 9. Director Loys I). Barbour 
or Iowa Park, Texas, will pre­
side. The meeting will start at 
10:00 a. m.

In conducting the meetings. 
President Hammond will be as­
sisted by Austin A. Crownover, 
state field representative. United 
States Congressman Ed Gossett 
from this district will appear on 
the program and speak to the 
group on agricultural trends in 
Washington.

Another highlight o f the meet­
ing will be a queen contest sched­
uled for 3:00 p. m. The queen 
selected at the meeting will par­
ticipate in the ceremonies at the 
state convention in November at 
which the district queen will be 
determined, and a state queen 
chosen from the district winners.

Farm Bureau spokesmen will

In re­
viewing some o f the accomplish­
ments o f Farm Bureau in 1949, 
made possible by a good member­
ship, President Hammond called 
attention to work o f the organiza­
tion in securing adequate storage 
facilities for grain producers which 
is estimated to have saved Texas 
farmers approximately $45,000,- 
(»00; also the Faim Bureau's e f­
forts in securing a support price 
on cottonseed, estimated to have 
saved farmers of Texas another 
$ 20, 000, 000.

Fighting 36th Reunion 
In Waco Sept. 9-10-11

Thousands of the 36th 
“ Texas”  Division veter- 
ans are expected at the

■  H  Annual Reunion at
■  W  Waco, Texas, September
y f  9, 10 and 11th, an-
^  nounced Charles M. 

Beacham of Corpus 
Christi, Texas, current President 
o f the 3Cth Division Association. 
Over 70,000 men served in this 
Texas unit during World War II 
and thousands of others were 
veterans of World War I and a 
few of the Spanish-American War.

This famous fighting unit, 
known as the "T-Patchers” by its 
distinctive shoulder insignia, saw 
about 363 days of front line ser­
vice in Italy, France, Germany and 
Austria. It fought in seven major 
campaigns, made two amphibious 
assaults, — the famed “ Bloody 
Salerno” landing o f September 
9th, 1943, and the landing on the 
southern coast of France on 
August 15th, 1944. The reunion 
was selected in commemoration 
o f the Italian landing, the first 
such operation against the main­
land of Europe.

I heard with interest the talk 
made hv Herbert Hoover on the 
occasion o f his 75th birthday.

I think that, notwithstanding 
the fact that the country’s great­
est depression occurred during Mr. 
Hoover’s administration as Presi­
dent, and during which time Mr. 
Hoover's philosophies o f govern­
ment were being practiced, that 
the warning sounded by Mr. Hoov­
er is not exaggerated or over­
drawn. I think that while govern­
ment under Mr. Hoover permitted 
a depression to strike, that the 
present philosophy o f government 
is just as far in error even though 
it is diametrically opposed to Mr. 
Hoover's philosophy. In other 
words 1 believe as Mr. Hoover 
says that he does, that under the 
present philosophy of government 
spending and taxes threaten the 
nation with collectiveism. I think 
whereas in the thirties we were 
faced with an extreme condition 
which only government aid could 
have alleviated, we are now faced 
with a condition just as dire in 
its implications ami possible out­
come. against which government 
does not have the power or the 
inclination to cope.

We have drifted into many had 
habits in the matter o f govern­
ment. Some of these were created 
by the depression and a number 
have been promulgated by this and 
that pressure group since the de­
pression. During the war govern­
ment became used to dealing with 
billions instead o f millions and 
hasn't been able since to come 
down to earth.

We have, as a result o f political 
wire pulling and pressure groups, 
accumulated a lot o f expensive 
habits that are eating away at the 
financial stability of the country. 
The most disturbing thing about 
it is that there seems to be no j 
concern in the minds of anyone in 
power, for the future. The gim- 
mies are in the saddle and there 
is no curb on demands for free 
service o f every kind and charac- ! 
ter at the hands of government.

In spite of the fact that we 
are faced with an oppressive debt, 
the principal and interest o f which 
is a tremendous burden, no one 
seems to have a moment’s hesita­
tion about asking for more and 
more. There is too little patriotic 
thought for the country, and too 
much selfish thought for the in- 1 
dividual.

“ At the present time the aver­
age citizen," Mr. Hoover said, 
“ must work 61 days on the aver­
age to pay the taxes. Beyond this, 
gimmie legislation that has been 
seriously proposed. will take 
twenty more days work from Mr. 
and Mrs. Average Citizen. Taking 
out Sundays, holidays and average 
vacations, this total o f 81 days 
work a year for taxes is about one 
week out o f every month.”

I f  America is to be run by the 
people, Mr. Hoover said, “ the peo­
ple must think.”  The real test of 
Air thinking is not so much the 
next election as the next genera­
tion.”  "Today,”  Mr. Hoover said, 
“ about one person out o f every 
seven in population is a regular 
recipient o f government monies. 
If those o f age are all married they 
compose about one-half of the 
voters o f the last presidential elec­
tion."

Plants need plenty o f the light * ___
kind o f food in order to thrive —  
and produce profitable yields. It 
is not possible, says E. A. Miller, j 
extension agronomist o f Texas 
A. & M. College, to produce good 
crops unless sufficient plant food 
is available, regardless o f how- 
good the seed or cultural methods 
may be.

In addition to the plant food, 
plants also need a good home in 
which to live and lots of water to 
drink, adds Miller, and one o f the 
best ways to provide these impor­
tant items is to feed the land 
with inoculated and fertilized le­
gumes. They not only supply plant 
food -especially the high priced 
and badly needed nitrogen they 
get fiom  the air— hut they also 
make a better home for Lie plants.
The action o f the organic matter 
supplied by the legumes when 
plowed under improves the home 
for the plants and -provides more 
water by increasing the water- 
holding capacity o f the soil.

Results o f experiments and hun­
dreds of extension service demon­
strations furnish the proof that 
it pays to feed the land with in­
oculated and fertilized legumes,
>ays Miller. Hairy vetch increased 
cotton yields on the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Stations at Nac­
ogdoches and Tyler by more than 
100 pounds o f lint per acre and 
doubled the corn yields.

At the Temple Station in the 
blackiand area, cotton, following 

j Hubam sweetclover, which was 
I harvested for seed, produced a 
i live year average o f 315 pounds 
) o f lint per acre as compared with 

165 pounds from cotton grown 
I continuously without clover. The 
j yields of corn, oats, barley and 
'wheat following clover were also 
I increased. Similar results have 
been obtained from demonstrations 

| conducted by county agents.
I Cotton root rot is again tak­
ing a heavy toll o f cotton on many 
farms in the blackiand section 
this summer where clover was not 
used in the rotation. The best 
method so far developed to in­
crease cotton yields and reduce the 
losses from cotton root rot in the 
blackiand section is by using sweet- 
clover in the rotation plans for 
the farm, says Miller. The recom­
mended varieties arc Hubam, Mad­
rid and annual yellow blossom—

One o f the greatest needs for 
any Christian is to know and to 
do God’s will. As the old hymn 
goes, ‘ ‘There’s no other way to 

jbe happy in Jesus, but to trust 
| and obey.”  In some respects, it 
'is  a simple matter to know God’s 
will, but in others, it often seems 
a complex problem.

First of all, there are eortain 
things which we know to he God’s 
will. These things are revealed to 
us in the Bible, the inspired Word 
o f God. God’s moral luw is given 
to us in the ten commandments. 
Idolatry, covetousness, adultery, 
lying, and other acts are definite­
ly forbidden. However, the Chris­
tian wants to go farther to see 
God’s will beyond mere laws.

The Lord .resus said, “ And 
thou shalt love the Lord thy God 
with all thy heart, and with all 
thy soul, and with all thy mind, 
and with all thy strength: this 
is the first commandment. And 
the second is like, namely this,

thyself”  (Mark 12:30 and 31.)

We 
must look beyond ourselves, fo l­
lowing Christ step by step in lov­
ing obedience as He reveals His 
will to us when we pray and read 
His Word.

Audit of Foard 
County Vocational 
School Completed

W. C. Love o f Austin, field aud­
itor w’ith the Texas State Board 
for Vocational Education, com­
pleted an audit o f the financial 
accounts of the Foard County Vo- 
cational School last week. This
