Farm Housing

Program Launched
in Foard County

The farm housing program, auth-
orized by recent act of Congress,
| has been launched in Foard Coun-
ty. Applications for loans to build
or repair farm houses and other
farm buildings are being received
at the Farmers Home Administra-
tion county office in the court-
house in Crowell each Monday,
zecording to Julian J, Wright, FHA
County Supervisor.

Loans may run for a maximum
of 33 years, at 4 per cent inter-
est, and can be made to farm
owners who cannot obtain farm
housing loans from their banks
or other sources, Mr. Wright said.
Owners who qualify can also get
loans for improving housing for
their tenants, All loans are subject
to approval by the local three-
member FHA County Committee.

The Housing Act provides for
a four-year period of loan making.
The appropriation for the current
vear is $27,000,000 for the entire
country, which will mean about
five loans per agricultural county
at an estimated average of $2,200
per loan. The authorized Congress-
ional appropriation for the four
vears is $275,000,000. Veterans
will receive preference.

Mr. Wright predicted that most

loans will go to farmers with
farm earnings and other income

enough to repay the loan plus in-
terest without further help from
the Government. He expects most
loans will be for repairs and re-
modeling rather than for new
construction.

A loan may also be made to a
farm owner whose income is not
now considered adequate to repay
the loan on schedule, if his income
can be made sufficient by enlarg-
ing or developing his farm and

Loans may also be made to elim-

inate hazards to a family’s health '

and safety. With borrowers need-
ing this type of assistance, it will
be possible to include up to $500
of the 81,000 total in the form of
a grant. In this connection, Mr.
Wright said the appropriation in-
cluded $2,000,000 for grants and
farm enlargement and develop-

ment loans.

Symbolic Trains (Juarantine Laws Must Be Adhered to
in Inter-County Ginnings to Prevent the

Dramatize CROP

A miniature railroad train is being
used by approximately 2000 agri-
cultural counties in the nation to
dramatize their participation in the
Christian Rural Overseas program
(CROP), the overseas relief project
of American churches.

After a county fills an actual rail-
road car with bulk commodities for
the needy abroad, the county CROP
chairman sends a miniature boxcar
to state headquarters to be joined to
the state train. Ultimately, the state
trains will be joined into one long
national train, symbolizing the ex-
pression of Christian brotherhood
by Rural America. Rita Berger, of
the Chicago CROP office, holds one
of the symbolic Friendship Food
Trains which are being distributed
to counties.

The harvest season drive, to col-
lect 3500 railroad carloads of com-
modities such as wheat, corn, milk
and beans, now is in progress in this
and 34 other top agricultural states.
The program is sponsored by Catho-
lic Rural Life, Church World Serv-
ice (22 Protestant denominations)
and Lutheran World Relief,

| TIRE RECAPPING BUSINESS

| The tire recapping business
| shows a 20 per cent increase this
| year over last year. One reason
| given for the increased use of re-
| capping is that motorists are pay-
'ing‘ more attention to their bud-

gets than they did in the first
'flush post-war years. Another rea-
son is that new processes, new

materials and methods have made

rebuilt tires superior to the re-
caps of ten years ago. The new
retread, it is c¢laimed, holds the

road better and wears better. The
General Tire and Rubber Com-
pany states that it is retreading
more tires today than at any time
in its 34 years of history. During
the war when it was necessary to
make a little rubber go a long
way, recappers mixed sawdust
with their recapping rubber, It
was discovered that when the saw-
dust fell out of the rubber it left
it porus. This porus condition, it
was found, added greatly to the
traction of the tires and prevented
skidding. Rubber companies now
add various ingredients to produce
the small holes and one company
has produced a machine to make
the rubber porus by punching it
full of small holes.

RICH SOIL HEALTHY

Populations in areas where the
soil produces food of high nutri-
tive value are healthier, more ef-
ficient, and more energetic than
the average, aceording to Dr. H.
