They used 
another o f the District-own,‘d 
grass drills and seeded their grass 
in 38-inch rows.

Buford Randolph seeded 6 
acres o f Blue Panic for a tem­
porary pasture on his farm 5 miles 
southwest o f Crowell. He used a 
District-owned drill and put his 
glass in 38-inch rows.

T. J. Fergcson seeded 3 acres 
o f temporary pasture to Blue 
Panic on hi> farm 4 niile> east 
of Foard City. He also used the 
district-owned gta>s drill with 38- 
inch row spacing.

All o f these cooperators have 
'either had experience with Blue 
Panic before, or they have ob­
served the glazing that it affolds 
on another farm nearby, and have 
realized the amount of grazing 
it can produce. Blue Panic is well 
adapted to this part of the state 
and furnishe- abundant grazing 
under favorable conditions. It is 
a perennial grass and once a stand

ONLY !N 1913

Today most people think of 
Mother’s Day a- om of the most 
important holidays of the year. 
Yet. .'lift a few years ago, there 
was no such holiday.

Credit for the idea of a day 
honoring mothers is given to Miss 
Anna Jarvis f Philadelphia. A f­
ter seven yeais o f campaigning 
for the idea, Mis- Jarvis finally 
succeeded in persuading Congress 
to pass a resolution setting aside 
the s< ct ■ d Sunday .n May as a 
national holiday.

M iss  Jarvis first get the idea 
when her mother died in 1906.

As soon as May 10. 1908. and 
as a result of her woik, Phila­
delphia observed its first Mother s
Day.

Persuading Philadelphia to ob- 
- e i v e  the holiday was only the 
first step in hei campaign. She 
wrote thousands of letters to in­
fluential people, interviewed pub­
lic men and pleaded for the ob­
servance of the day.

Another goal was accomplished 
in 1912 when the governor of 
Texas observed the day by par­
doning a number of prisoners. 
This practice has been followed 
ever since and other states have 
followed suit.

Her dreams were finally realiz­
ed when in May. 1913. Pennsyl­
vania made Mother’s Day a state 

I holiday, and the same month Con­
gress made it a national holiday.

Next Sunday, exactly 42 years 
after the first observance, the day 
will be observed all over the 
world in all churches, schools, and 
other organizations. It is dedi­
cated "to the memory of the best 

1 mother in the world, your mother."
