Q. What is a waterway?
A. A waterway may be defined 

! as a channel for water which hus 
a protective cover o f grass to pre­
vent erosion. Such waterways may 

[he natural or designed.
(J. Why are they needed?
A. Wateiways where needed arc- 

planned a- part o f a complete co­
ordinated farm plan to carry o ff 
extra amounts o f water, usually 
from n cultivated field which needs 

I to be terraced.
Q. Is there just one kind of 

waterway?
I A. No. There are two types of 
| waterways commonly used. One i- 
a flat bottom and the other is 
parabolic (bowl shaped).

Q. What kind o f grasses are 
used to provide adequate cover 
in waterways?

A. Any number o f adapted 
grasses such as sideoats grama. 
King Ranch hluestem, buffalo, In­
dian gra-s, vine inesquite, western 

(wheat grass, switch grass or Ber­
muda grass. Millet, forage sor­
ghum or sudan grass are planted 
in waterway the first year (and 
not allowed to -eod) to provide 
dead litter in to which the per­
manent grasses will then lie seed 
ed.

ij. What assistance is available?
A. Assi-tance in -electing a suit­

able location, layout, supervision 
o f installation and check for com­
pletion i< available through the 
local Soil Conservation Service. 
Federal co.-t shaie assistance may 
he provided through the local A g ­
ricultural Stabilization Conserva­
tion office.

(j. I f  a wateiway is needed, 
what is the next step?

A. If you do not have a com­
plete plan on your farm, it would 
be well to request one through 
the Soil Conservation Service. 
A fter waterway is planned, appli­
cation for federal cost -hare may 
he made at the local ASC office. 
A copy o f your application will 
he forwarded to the SCS. Then 
you are ready to begin.
