of 926,195 bushels of the grain 
delivered to the elevators through 
Monday afternoon.

Saturday, June 13, is the day 
qualified voters of the Crowell 
and Thalia School Districts will 
vote on whether or not the Crow­
ell junior and senior high schools 
will be integrated this fall. The 
board said last week that although 
no election is required to deter­
mine the status of the school, it 
will abide by the results of the 
election.

The vote will determine wheth­
er the estimated 17 Negro chil­
dren in the seventh through 
twelfth grades in the district will 
attend the Crowell schools or be 
transported to Douglas School in 
Quanah. Prior to a decision to 
integrate the Vernon schools, the 
local Negro high school students 
had been transferred to Vernon's 
Negro school.

The election will be held at 
the City Hall on the south side 
o f the square in Crowell from 8 
a. m. to 7 p. m. Since Thalia stu­
dents will be coming to Crowell 
this fall, residents o f the Thalia 
district are being invited to cast 
ballots in the election.

Eligible voters will be thus* 
qualified to vote in a state elec­
tion and residing in the Crowell 
or Thalia school districts.

The Crowell board estimates 
that 17 pupils will be involved 
in the transfer to Quanah should 
the voters favor continued segre­
gation. In figures released to the 
News by Mike Bird, president of 
the board, estimated transporta­
tion costs would be $1,080. Tuition 
charged by the Quanah system 
will be $101.00 per student for a 
total o f $1,717.00. Although it 
cannot be determined until a state 
auditor checks the average daily 
attendance records o f the Crow­
ell system some time this summer, 
the board pointed out that there 
is the possibility of the loss o f 
the salary of one teacher if the 
17 students are transferred to 
Quanah. The salary o f this teach­
er would be $4,014.00. according 
to the board. Should one teacher 
be lost, another $600.00 teaching 
aid allowance for the teacher re­
ceived from the state would also 
be lost. According to these fig­
ures, the board estimates that 
the cost o f transferring the stu­
dents would be $7,411.00 if an 
audit of the average daily attend­
ance records should prove that 
the Crowell system will lose one 
teacher.

The ballot for the election will 
give the voters a choice of “ for”  
or “ against" the “ integration o f 
the races (white and colored) 
grades 7 to 12 in Crow ell Public 
Schools."

Austin, Tex.— State Democratic 
party leaders here have completed 
advance preparations for a June 
1C Texas party convention which 
could turn into a donnybrook or 
go o ff smooth as silk.

Action will take place at Hous­
ton's big coliseum and the swank 
Shamrock Hilton Hotel, conven­
tion headquarters.

Delegates and alternate dele­
gates who will cast the 2,834 auth­
orized votes (some counties are 
-ending up to 15 times their auth­
orized strength) will he quartered 
in 27 hotels scattered all over 
Houston.

Big job is selecting delegates 
to the August national presiden­
tial nominating convention in At­
lantic City and picking Texas na­
tional Democratic committee rep­
resentatives.

Big argument is whether the 
convention will go on record as 
favoring the us-yet-unwritten na­
tional Democratic platform.

Gov. John Connully, who claims 
a two-thirds to three-fourths mar­
gin of control, prefers that dele­
gates remain silent on the liberal 
national program. He wants to 
write his own state party platform 
at the September state convention 
along modcrate-to-conservative 
lines.

Sen. Ralph Yarborough and 
State AFL-CIO President Hank 
Brown argue the convention not 
■ nly should pledge its support to 
President Johnson (there is no 
argument about that) but to his 
liberal program a» well.

Some 20 per cent of the con­
vention’s seats are in contest.

Austin Attorney Will I). Davis, 
chairman of a State Democratic 
Executive Committee sub-panel 
on credentials, has instructed 
head- of 14 rival delegates from 
seven counties to send him ad­
vance written briefings on their 
positions.

Hearings will begin Monday 
(June 15 i at 9 a. in. in the Sham­
rock. Recommendations o f Davis’

group will be passed along to the 
full SDEC, which will decide in 
an 8:30 a. m. Tuesday (June 10) 
session which delegates will be 
seated. The convention opens at 
10 a. m.

Rival fund-raising events are 
scheduled Monday (June 15). The 
pro-Connally SDEC will stage a 
$10-a-plate dinner to finance the 
convention. Yarborough’s Gulf 
Coast friends have scheduled an 
appreciation dinner for the senior 
senator at the same time.

If President Johnson has any 
preference about how things 
should go, he apparently kept si­
lent on them during his recent 
trip to Texas. Aides maintained 
to the end of the visit he did not 
discuss polities with his old friend 
Governor Connally, Senator Yar­
borough or anybody else.
