It was appropriate 
that the presentation o f Mr. Cobb’s 
flag be marie on Veterans’ Day 
because he was one o f those who 
served in World War I. Mr. Cobb 
was imprisoned by the Germans, 
and though the Armistice Treaty 
was signed on November 11, 
19IS, he was not able to return 
home until the following Febru­
ary. His mother was surprised to 
see him because the Germans had 
notified her that he had been kill­
ed in action; they had destroyed 
ill the letters he had written 
from the prison.

This story of Mr. Cobb’s ex­
periences illustrates Mr. McCord’s 
statement concerning those who 
risked their lives that the “ Stars 
and Stripes”  might wave over "the 
land o f the free and the home 
of the brave.”

his native land— India.
Joe Burkett introduced Mr. Rao 

who is in the United States study­
ing methods of fanning in order 
that he may get new ideas to car­
ry to his native country which is 
so desperately in need of improv­
ed methods in agriculture. Mr. 
Burkett showed numerous interest­
ing slides o f the countryside, the 
cities, and the natives at work 
as Mr. Rao explained them.

At that time, 
Nehru was elected prime minis­
ter, the office he still holds today.

The exchange o f ideas between 
foreigners and Americans can do 
much to create a better under­
standing throughout the world. 
To hear Mr. Rao was indeed a 
unique experience as most o f the 
students had not previously seen 
a native o f India.

Mrs. A. C. Cobb then presented 
an American flag to the school, 
and K. n Fcgeson and Barry 
Bni her, dressed in their Boy Beaut 
uniforms, led the group in saying 
the pledge of allegiance to the 
flag. The program was brought 
t > an end with an inspiring mes- 
,-age by Bro. 11. C. McCord, min­
ister o f the local First Christian 
Church. Bro. McCord stressed the 
fact that today ingratitude is prev­
alent the world over and that 
Americans should be especially 
grateful for the men who have 
risked their lives that the Ameri­
can flag might still be seen wav­
ing over their country.

The flag which Mrs. Cobb pre­
sented to the school was given 
in memory of her husband, the late 
Arthur Cobh. It was appropriate 
that the presentation o f Mr. Cobb’s 
flag be made on Veterans’ Day 
because he was one o f those who 
served in World War 1. Mr. Cobb 
was imprisoned by the Germans, 
and though the Armistice Treaty 
was signed on November 11, 
1!»1K. he was not able to return 
home until the following Febru­
ary. His mother was surprised to 
see him because the Germans had 
notified her that he had been kill­
ed in action; they had destroyed 
all the letters he had written 
from the prison.

This story o f Mr. Cobb’s ex­
periences illustrates Mr. McCord’s 
statement concerning those who 
risked their lives that the "Stars 
and Stripes" might wave over “ the 
land of the free and the home 
of the brave.”

his native land— India.
Joe Burkett introduced Mr. Rao 

who is in the United States study­
ing methods of farming in order 
that he may get new ideas to car­
ry to his native country which is 
so desperately in need of improv­
ed methods in agriculture. Mr. 
Burkett showed numerous interest­
ing slides of the countryside, the 
cities, and the natives at work 
as Mr. Rao explained them.

Then the students were per­
mitted to ask questions of inter­
est such as the size o f India, its 
government, schools, etc. An in­
teresting fact brought out was 
that India is only one-third the 
size o f the United States; yet, 
it has 800 people per square mile 
compared to our 1.0 persons per 
square mile in Foard County. In­
dian independence was gained 
from England in 11*47; however, 
the first general election was not 
held until 1951. At that time, 
Nehru was elected prime minis­
ter, the office he still holds today.

The exchange o f ideas between 
foreigners and Americans can <lo 
much to create a better under­
standing throughout the world. 
To hear Mr. Rao was indeed a 
unique experience as most o f the 
students had not previously seen 
a native o f India.

Lots of Goose Are 
Reported Opening 
Day Across State

The goose season opened No­
vember 1 all across the state with 
some excellent huntnig, according 
to reports coming into the Parks 
and Wildlife Department. Shoot­
ing hours are from sunrise to sun­
set through January 14 when the 
season ends.

Bag and possession limits this 
year are five, provided that such 
limit shall not include more than 
one Ross' goose; two Canada geese 
(or subspecies); one white-fronted 
goose (specklebell.v) : or one white- 
fronted goose. The remainder o f 
the bag limit o f five must be com­
posed o f snow geese or blue geese, 
or the entire bag may be made 
up of snows or blues.

Newspaper clippings coming in­
to the publications section office 
of the Department indicate that 
hunters are getting plenty o f 
shooting in most areas o f the 
goose country. The Eagle Lake 
area has numerous flocks o f 
geese and hunters by the hundreds 
tried their luck the first few days.

Goose hunters on the High 
Plains should have better shoot­
ing this season compared to that 
of last year. This will he true 
especially around Buffalo Lake 
near Canyon.

Hunting areas on private prop­
erty around the National Water- 
fowl Refuge on Buffalo Lake will 
o ffer better shooting opportunities 
since frequent rainfall has forced 
lake water outward toward the 
Refuge boundaries in closer prox­
imity to bordering hunting areas.
