Charlie Thompson, public weigher 
j.t Crowell, had weighed 2,140 bales 
o f cotton up to 9 o’clock yesterday 
morning, and is weighing on an av­
erage about 4*4 bales a day. Hr 
should have at this rate by Saturday 
night close to 2.300 bales.

This does not represent all the cot­
ton within the Crowell territory. Tin 
Farm Bureau hns shipped between 
i 00ft and 1,200 bales to the compress 
at Hamlin, which is not weighed hen*. 
This amount shipped away here and 
that which has gone to Vernon from 
the east side o f the county through 
the bureau will approximate 1,800 oi 
2,000 bales.

Mi. Thompson thinks he will weigh 
around 3,000 bales this season. If 
he does and that amount represents I 
about the same proportion o f the 
county’s crop whieh it now represents, 
th* county should produce around, 
ft 000 bales.

The percentage o f negroes is de­
creasing in Texas, according to fig ­
ures sent out by the Census Bureau a,i 
Washington. The white population 
now is 84 per cent white and the ne­
gro population is 15.9, while in 1910 
these stood 82.3 and 17.7, respective­
ly. During that ten year period the 
negro population increased a little 
more than 7 per cent, while the white 
population increased more than 22 
per cent.

Over three-fourths (79.4 per cent) 
o f the white people in the state ure 
native Americans bom of native 
American parents, the total native 
white o f native parentage being 3.- 
112,262. while the foreign element is 
represented by 360,519 foreign-borr 
whites, 276,670 native whites who hail 
foreign bom parents, and 168,714 whe 
had one parent foreign born, the other 
being native. The total population 
includes h Iso 2,109 Indians. 773 Chi- j 
nese, 449 Japanese. 30 Filipinos, 4 
Hindus, and 4 Koreans.

In most o f the counties of the state 
the percentage of negroes has de­
creased and in 91 o f the 253 countie; 
there was also a decrease in the num­
ber o f negroes.
