It is believed that a very considerable 
readjustment of the source of reve­
nues must be made so that a larger 
percentage will be paid by the road 
wer and less out of State or local 
taxes

“We are starting out to construct 
a system of highways such as no na-
tion e'er ' ‘instructed before," says the 
bureau'- statement. "The nearest
approach to it is found in France and 
Germany, and the area of neither is 
as large as Texas. This great under­
taking Iteing entered into because 
highways are not a luxury', but fur­
nish a real service, and have become 
a natlnnai necessity. For such an

All Over Texas

Deputy Sheriff O’Neal of Vernon 
has resigned his office as deputy fol­
lowing a raid made by hederal ofti- 
cers w h o  dug up some liquor stored 
in O'Neal’s barn, according to the 
Vernon Times. Sherift Ish says he 
and O'Neal made a raid the day be­
fore and found a still and some liquor 
and s to re d  the liquor in O'Neal's barn 
and put the bootlegger in jail.

According to figures submitte i by 
R. K. Yantis. Statistician of the De­
partment of Agriculture, the cotton 
acreage this year is 112 per cent.

They saturate tow sacks 
with crude oil, attach them to their 
cultivators and allow them to drag 
over the cotton planted as the cotton 
is cultivated.

According t„ a report given by the 
Quanah Tribune-Chief of June 30, u 
tragedy occurred six miles south of 
that city Tuesday morning, the result 
ot a suicide pact between a man whose 1 
name was Joe Graham and a woman 
named Lillie Bidwell. The first para­
graph quotes Sheriff Gober, and the 
story follows:

"Sunday Graham came to Quanah 
to try and find a man who he said 
had beaten hint out of eight hundred 
dollars. This morning he went to the 
Central Garage and hired a new Es­
sex touring car, and engaged Russ 
Ayers as chauffeur to drive himself 
and the Bidwell woman into the- coun­
try. At about the Forrestburg school 
house Graham told Ayers to get out, 
and Ayers got out. Then Graham 
drove the car to the place where the 
shooting occurred. Young Gravely 
was working in the field near the 
road, and Graham called to him, hand­
ed him two watches and some money 
which he told him to send to Quanah. ; 
Gravely instead put them in the mail 
box near the car. Graham then drew 
a 2.'> automatic pistol and fired one 
shot into the left breast of the Bid- 
well woman. She told him to fire 
again as the first shot would not kill 
hir, and he did so; then he turned the 
gun on himself and fired one shot into 
his left lung."

Sheriff Gober said that when he 
arrived at the scene, Graham told 
him of the suicide pact as above set 
out. The sheriff took the woman 
from the car. He says she was ■ 
splendidly dressed, as if for an im­
portant occasion. Graham, too, was 
well dressed. The sheriff says Gra­
ham did his breathing through the 
hole made by the bullet in his lung; 
thut the hole wu us large us any he 
ever had seen made by a 44 calibre 
shot.

The two wounds in the woman's 
breast were about two inches apart. , 
one over the heart, the other nearer 
to the center of the body.

Sheriff Gober carried Graham into 
the Gravely house where Dr. Frizzell 
did what he could to staunch the blood 
flow, and he was then brought to 
Quanah in the same ear he had hired 
for the suicide trip.

When the car with Graham reached 
Quanah and stopped at Dr. Frizzell's 
office, a stretcher was brought out 
and Graham placed on it and taken 
up stairs to the surgeon’s office. 
Graham directed how the men lifting 
him out should handle him. and urged 
them not to raise his feet too high as 
it hurt him.

Graham was one of the Quanah 
boys who went over in the 90th Di­
vision. He was gassed while in 
France, and has been rated sis not any 
too sound in his head since he came 
back. He was taken to the sanitarium 
and it was stated that his condition 
is exceedingly precarious.

The Bidwell woman is a daughter 
Sam Bidwell, former chief of po­

lice of Altus, Ok la. She and Graham 
were about the same age, twenty-five 
veers, it is stated.

Wichita, Kan.. June 17.—Declaring 
that the Kansas City, Mexico & Ori­
ent Railway must be offered for sale 
as junk by July 1 unless financial as­
sistance is obtained, William T. 
Kemper of Kansas City, Mo., receiv­
er, today appealed to employes of the 
road to accept voluntarily a reduction 
in wages. His appeal was made at a 
conference attended by representa­
tives and State officials of Kansas, 
Oklahoma and Texas.

Mr. Kemper said the Orient had 
sustained a deficit of $450,000 for the 
first five months of this year and 
has a remaining bank credit of only 
$46,000. He declared he would be 
more than glad to sell the road to 
another company if employes could 
be guaranteed their seniority rights, 
but no company would buy on such 
condition.

T r j to Save Road
Mr. Kemper told the conferees he 

and other officials of the Orient had 
done everything they could to save the 
road from financial ruin, but are now 
at the end of their endeavors. Hi* 
told how efforts to interest English 
capital at first promised success, but 
later failed. The receiver said he and 
Clifford Histed, genera! counsel for 
the Orient, had given their services 
for five years without compensation.

Mr Kemper gave a brief history of 
the Orient, in which he said the road, 
if completed, would he 1.687 miles in 
length, extending from Kansas to To- 
polohampo, Mexico, on the Gulg of 
California, but which is now in three 
sections with a total of 737 miles com­
pleted Wichita is the northern term­
inus.

Thv receiver declared the territory 
traversed by the Orient in Kansas. 
Oklahoma and part of Texas is the 
best portions of those States, and 
that if the road could be completed 
it would he one of the greatest rail­
road systems in th>- country. Com­
pletion of the road is remote if not 
improbable, Kemper said.

Governors Speak
Governor II. J . Allen of Kansas 

spoke briefly. He said he could think 
of no more dreary tragedy than the 
abandoning of the Orient Railroad. 
Ho promised that Kansas officially 
would do all it could to help the road.

Governor J. B. A. Robertson of 
Oklahoma, the next speaker, said:

"This N an unusual occasion when 
the men from the offices of a great 
railroad and the men from the trains 
an i yards and shops meet around a 
table ai you have done here today to 
tali m an intimate way abiut the 
problems in which not only you, but 
many others, are interested. I am 
convinced that if there were more 
such conferences there would be less 
industrial trouble and fewer strikes."

Govern r Robertson said the State 
of Oklahoma recently reduced taxes 
on the Orient $2,000 a mile and would 
do ill possible to keep it going.

Allison Mayfield, president of the 
Texas Railroad Commission and rep­
resentative of Governor Neff, who 
wa- not able to attend the conference, 
declared abandoning the Orient meant 
much to Texas and said his State was 
ready to help keep the road in ope­
ration. He urged the employes to 
lock at the matter from all angles and 
said he believed if all concerned would 
do this it would lie possible to pull the 
road through.

“And the King's servants said unto 
the king. Behold they servants are 
ready to do whatsoever my lord, the 
king, shall choose." This scripture 
is found in the 15th chapter and 15th 
verse of II Samuel, and was used as 
a text by the pastor of the Methodist 
church last Sunday morning.

A review of the entire 15th chapter

Like all men. he sinned, hut 
many he repented and sous 
giveness and guidance for the 
Mi n trust too much to themselves ex­
clusively. Too few men are willing 
to admit their mistakes and try to 
correct them. This is true with the 
church members and the result is that

which injures the progress o’' 
great institution. One could se 
the pastor’s sermon the truth 
loyalty to church depended to a largo 
extent upon mutual love among mem­
bers and an interest in each • tiler's 
spiritual welfare. It also justifies the 
conclusion that leaders can not hope 
to enlist the loyal support of follow­
ers if the leaders themselves pre­
sume to be above the power of sin.

In answer to a letter from George 
L. Beatty of Lubbock making inquiry 
of Senator Chas. A. Culberson as to 
why he did not oppose the 19th 
amendment, since he had opposed the 
18th, Senator Culberson replies as 
follows:
Dear Mr. Beatty:

In due course 1 received your letter 
inquiring why, as I opposed the 18th 
Amendment to the Constitution of the 
United States as an invasion of the 
observed rights of the States. 1 did 
not, for the same reason, oppose the 
19th Amendment.

Replying at the first opportunity,
I beg to advise you tdat I regard the 
natural and inherent rights of women 
as citizens as paramount to any other 
consideration in determining this 
question

Accordingly. I favored the submis­
sion of the 19th Amendment, extend­
ing the right of suffrage to women, 
upon the broad ground, among other 
things, that women, being subject 
to taxation in every state, are of right 
entitled to full and complete citizen­
ship and should therefore enjoy equal 
political rights with men.

Twenty-two states had already con­
ferred complete ot partial suffrage 
upon women. Texas among the num­
ber, and there was every justification 
for voting to make the law uniform in 
all the states by submitting a Federal 
Amendment on the subject.

When the important part played by 
the women of America in the World 
War is considered, no one can justly 
question the wisdom of giving them 
a full share in the political life of the 
Nation.

Au.~tiiit June 17. Texas freight 
>hippers will save approximately 
$12,000,000 a year on intruMnte :r;if 
fii by the action of the Texas Kail- 
roail ( ommisMon in ordering a gen- 
eral horizontal reduction in freight 
rates of in per cent, effective July 1, 
according to the official order of the 
commission issued Saturday. The or­
der provides that all existing freight

effective Aug. 2. 1020, or March 1*. 
I‘i21. “h ■ and are hereby orders! re­
duced to the extent that they may re­
spectively include not more than 21.5 
per cent increase over the rates in 
effect immediately prior to Aug. 20.

At this time of the year, among the 
J breeds like Rhode Island Reds, Or­

pingtons, Rocks, Wyandotes and the 
large and medium weight breeds, 
many of the old hens and some of the 
>oung hens show signs of broodiness. 
Hie older the hens the more broody 
they become. The large breeds also 
have this charactristic more developed 
than the small breeds like the Leg­
horns. The Leghorns and other small 
breeds are considered non-setters, but 
even among these when they get old 
many show signs of broodincss.

In happy days past— the saying 
originated that it is time to “break 
up" the broody hens. The methods 
proceeded or used would clearly indi­
cate that the procedure has been prop­
erly named. Many people even today 
actually "break up" broody hens.

Many old and impractical ways have 
been suggested, but I shall endeavor 
to name only a few. Some people 
have put alarm clocks under the hens; 
others have tied red neckties around 
the hen’s neck; still others have put 

i them in a sack and tied the sack to 
the clothes line and reel; some put 
rocks under the hen; some duck them 
into a barrel full of rain water; some 
others put the broody hen into a 
merry go round—sonic few try to 
starve the hen; all, as you see, real 
methods of breaking up setting hens.

The best way of breaking up broody 
bens is by giving them care and feed 
that will start them to laying again. 
It is not so important to break them 
as broody hens as it is to start them 
to laying again.

The easiest way to break up a 
broody hen is to put her in a box that 
has a slat bottom and hang the box 

(•■up that will swing. This gives 
a good circulation of air under the 
hen which has a tendency to keep 
them cool. While a hen is broody, her 
temperature is several degrees higher 
than at other times. Be sure and give 
her plenty of feed and water, also 
milk and green food while in the 
prison. If she is taken from the nest 
Ihe first night she attempts to set, 
and put into the slat bottom swinging 
prison, she will be completely broken 
up in two days, and they should be 
laying again in very few days. Cruel |

Broody hens, if allowed to remain 

in the nest will ruin dollars worth «if 
eggs, not to say anything about the 
fart that they are not producing.

In breaking up broody bens, it is 
important to confine them in the 
broody coop the very first night she 
wants to remain on the nest. If  they 

i are showed to remain for several days 
it takes so much more time to bre::k 

; them up and start them to laying 
again.

In the spring and summer months 
I it is advisable to place the broody 
coop outside in the open, because there 
is more to attract the hen’s attention, 
anti it is cooler. These conditions 
tend to break up broodincss.

Indications of Broodincss 
1 When a hen becomes broody she re- 
I mains on the nest longer when laying, 
she leaves a few soft, downy feathers 
in the nest. When approached while 
she is on the nest, she begins to cluck, 
ruffle her feathers, anti peck at the 
intruder. If left on the nest, soon 
most of the feathers on her breast 
drop off.

Female water fowls when broody, 
give a warning hiss as the male is 
likely to do at any time when molest­
ed.

Among the ducks, the Pekin and In­
dian Runner are mostly non-setters. 
In geese, turkeys, and the common 
kintl of poultry, broodincss is general.

As a rule, increased egg production 
is accompanied by decreased broodi­
ness.
