tom obile accident a t 1 1 :.">() on the 
'm orning o f C hristm as Eve on the 
Highway near Je tf Todd’s G rocery. 
Mr. Bluek hail been to  the grocery  
sto re  on an errand  and was r e ­
tu rn in g  to  liis near-by home. He 
stepped from  behind a parked 
car, and, in g e tting  out o f the 
way of an approaching  cast-bound 
car, stepped in fron t of a w est­
bound autom obile. I ll1 was taken 
to the hospital hut died in a very 
few m inutes.

The fa ta lity  was the first one 
caused by an autom obile accident 
in Foard  County during  the y ea r 
1941 and was said by eye w it­
nesses to  have been unavoidable.

H enry .1 Black was horn at 
Blooming (.«rove. N avarro C ounty, 
on Jan  11. 1K7I). He was m arried  
on Ju n e  29, 1893, to  Miss T ida 
Johnson, at Pearl. Coryell ( 'a u n ­
ty. They came to  Foard County 
p 1915 and rem ained th ree years. 

They moved to  Paducah, then to 
\m h e rs t where they resided for 

I fou rteen  years, when they  came 
hack to  Crowell and have lived 
here since that tim e. Mr. Black 
was converted  at the age of fo u r­
teen and joined the M ethodist 
Church. His em bership, at the 
tim e of his death , was a t  A m herst.

• He was active in church work and 
was a song leader and a Sunday 
School superin tenden t fo r  a long 
period of years. He was of a 
kind, benevolent disposition and 
iiad many friends in all the  places 
he had lived.

Choice*
The Bible ca rrie s  history  in 

term s of human personality . It 
is tru e  it p resen ts eras and 
epochs, but a t the cen te r of each 
is a personality . And in the light 
o f the B ible's a ttitu d e  tow ard p e r­
sonality , we may be very  sure 
th a t God s in te res t in every age 
is in the men of the age, not in 
the m ateria ls or inventions o f the 
age.

Now, the Bible not only tells 
us the sto ry  of good men, hut it 
a t tim es candidly p ic tu res bad 
men. It f req u en tly  sets contem ­
poraries toge ther th a t we m ay 
see the  power of choice in both 
lives. There is one such instance 
in G enesis 25, the sto ry  of Esau 
and Jacob. Two bro thers in one 
home— the same home, the same 
influences, the sam e p a re n ts  but 
d ifferent choices, diverging paths, 
one to  a life of stum bling but 
eventual success, the o ther to  ev ­
erlastin g  defeat.

Because Esau pieceded Jacob 
in b irth , he had b irth righ t p riv ­
ileges. B ut he su rrendered  the 
b irth rig h t and every th ing  it in ­
volved th a t he m ight g ra tify  a  
physical appetite . In selling out 
th a t day he su rrendered  probably 
f a r  m ore than he knew. F o r one 
th ing, he su rrendered  the head ­
ship of the Jew ish people— a race 
se t a p a r t by God to  be the cu s­
tod ians o f the S crip tures and to 
give to  the w orld its Redeem er. 
He sold tha t day the high priv­
ileges of p riestly  office— he sold 
fellowship w ith God. W hat a 
poor tra d e r  Esau was! He tra d ­
ed the  long fu tu re  fo r the presen t. 
He traded  the sp iritua l fo r  the 
physical. He trad ed  the e te rn a l 
fo r the tem porary .

How cheaply men sell ou t: An 
ac t o f dishonesty, a few drinks, 
an hour of passion, an evening of 
illicit thrills, and then a life o f 
rem orse. “ A fte rw ard ,” says the 
biblical w riter, Esau would like 
to  have had th ings d ifferent, but 
it was too late. T here is always 
an "a fte rw a rd ."  A fterw ard  is an ­
o th e r  w ay of spelling harvest. 
Esau, and  all his tribe , th ink  of 
life as an e te rn a l now. bu t be­
yond the “ now ” is a “ th e n .”

Y esterday, according to  the  1 
Bible, has its influence on tom or- , 
row. However, th rough  the won- j 
d e rfu l provision in God’s g race, 
today  m ay en tire ly  a l te r  the evil 
effects of yesterday . W hatever 
the past has been, God will m ake 
it d iffe ren t if  you will b u t today  
receive Christ as Saviour. “ Now 
is the  accepted tim e: behold, now 
is the day of sa lvation" (II Cor. 1 
6 :2 ) . You can m ake a new choice ' 
today  and thereby  find a new life, 
and one day an  "a fte rw a rd "  w ith 
no regrets .
