Athlete’s Foot 
3rd Most Common 
Skin Disease

Austin. —  Few, if any. people 
have escaped the inconvenice 
and the annoyance o f athlete - 
foot. It is said to be the third 
most common skin disease of the 
summer, and contrary to popular 
opinion, the fifth nio-t prevalent 
disorder in winter."

So savs Dr. George t\. Cox. 
State Health Officer, in a recent 
press release. Dr. Cox explain» 
that athlete’s foot is due to a 
small, mold-like growth or fungus 
which thrives on moist, warm 
parts o f the body such as the feet.

‘ ‘The infection of athlete s foot 
is usuallv gotten directly or *n- 
d iredly from someone else. Dr. 
Cox says, cautioning that the most 
likely places to contract the in­
fection are around bath houses, 
locker rooms, and other public 
places where people go barefoot.

‘ ‘ It is probable that at least 
one-half o f all adults suffer from 
the infection at some time.

In suggesting some effective- 
measures to he taken to prevent 
initial cases and avoid recurrent 
attacks of the disease. Dr. fo x  
emphasized drying carefully be­
tween the toes; use of a mild al­
coholic solution on these areas 
after drying; liberal applications 
o f talcum powder in the socks 
and the shoes; and wearing socks

“ 111 fitting shoes are often tne 
that are absorbent but not coarse, 
source o f athlete's foot, Dr. °x 
warns. "Shoes that rub and chafe 
should be corrected or discarded, i

Veterans News
Eligible veterans who want to 

take courses under the GI Bill 
that cost more than $500 for the 
normal* school year may do so by 
trailing training time for the extra 
cost, the Veterans Administration 
reports.

The additional charge in train­
time will he at the rate o f one 
,1av for each $2.10 of the excess 
charge above the 2*500 maximum 
allowed by law.

Veterans desiring to enroll m 
excess cost courses must author­
ize VA to pay the full charges 
by filling ill forms provided for 
that purpose.

To prevent overpayments _ ot 
subsistence allowances, the \ et- 
t.rans Administration urges ex-Gl 
students and their schools to no­
tify VA as soon as a veteran 
breaks o ff or completes his pro­
gram. . . . .

\ veteran student m training 
under the Gl Bill is not entitled 
to subsistence allowances after 
the date he interrupts or com­
pletes his training. In some cases, 
veterans stop their training and 
receive additional payments be­
fore VA is notified of their change 
i„ -talus. All such overpayments 
must he refunded to the govern­
ment. . - .,

Advance notice is preferable 
whenever a decision is made to 
discontinue training. However, 
prompt notice immediately after 
-uch a break in training will pre­
vent most overpayments.

HI STO R Y
Frontier Day in Cheyenne —  

July 25: Each year since 18(*7. 
a celebration known as Frontier 
Day has been observed in Chey­
enne. Wvoming. From a modest 
beginning o f one day the celebra­
tion ha- grown until it now re­
quires four days to complete the 
program. The events o f the pro­
gram are all typical of the west 
and the early days in the west. 
They consist of parades by mount­
ed cowboys and cow girls. In­
dians in native costume, covered 
wagons, and vehicles typical of 
Overland Trail days. This is fo l­
lowed by bronco riding, steer rop­
ing, calf roping, bulldogging, bare- 
back riding, relay races, potato 
races and similar out of door con­
tests. Each year a queen is chosen 
to preside over the celebration.

The program had its beginning 
in 181*7. Its purpose was to keep 
alive the sports and customs of 
the early days o f the west. The 
lea for such a day resulted from 

a visit by a number o f Cheyenne
lines- men to the Potato cele­

bration in Greeley, Colo. A fter 
returning home they decided that 
Cheyenne should have an annual 
celebration. It was decided to 
build tthe program around sports j 
and events and the life o f the 
pioneer days o f the west. The cel- j 
ebration is held in Pioneer Park, j 
out.-ide o f the city limits. The; 
program begins each day with a 
parade around the half mile tiack 
ir. Frontier Park. This is a color­
ful affair participated in by cow­
boys and cow girls in colorful j 
regalia. Indians in costume, cov­
ered wagons and other vehicles 
reminiscent of the Overland Trail. 
From a small beginning of com­
munity interest the event has 
proven to be one of the big events 
o f the west. Thousands of people 
come many miles each year to 
spend from one to four days at 
tne celebration.

Weekly Sermon
Looking Forward and Backward 
in View o f Entering "The  Land"

by Walt Hanchett, Moody Bible 
Institute, Chicago.

The Old Testament is God's 
picture book illustrating His deal­
ings with us who live in the pres­
ent dispensation o f Grace. In Deu­
teronomy are some particularly 
vital portrayals o f truth from 
which we can learn much to guide 
us today. In the eighth chapter, 
the children o f Israel, in their 
journey from Egypt to Canaan, 
had come to the point o f entrance 
into the the land of promise, and 
Moses, their leader through the 
years o f wilderness wandering, is 
reviewing for them the pertinent 
facts of God's dealings with them. 
In Deuteronomy 8:1, 2, we read:

"A ll the commandments which 
1 command thee this day shall ye 
observe to do, that ye may live, 
and multiply, and go in and pos­
sess the land which the Lord sware 
unto your fathers. And thou shalt 
remember all the way which the 
Lord thy God led thee these forty 
years in the wilderness, to hum­
ble thee, and prove thee, to know 
what was in thine heart, whether 
thou wouldest keep his command­
ments, or no."

Three striking thought are 
brought before us. The land 
which they were to have had come 
to them by covenant through the 
inheritance o f the promise from 
the fathers. There was nothing 
that they were to do but accept 
God's provision for them. Once 
in the land, life, fruitfulness and 
possession were dependent upon 
obedience to all the command­
ments of God. Lastly they were 
reminded to keep in remembrance 
God's faithfulness to them in prov­
idence and discipline. This was 
that they might be continually 
conscious o f their dependence >n 
Him. Their confidence was to be 
in God, not themselves. They were 
not to be discouraged by their 
failures for He had led them 
all the way through the wilder­
ness to the very borders of the 
land, but on the other hand, they 
were not to be over confident 
and say that. "W e have gotten 
this thing bv our own hamt."

There is a point at which we 
should stop and review what has 
gone before. We should remind 
ourselves that our inheritance ’ s 
by covenant through Jesus Christ 
but that fruitfulness, living in 
enjoyment and possessing our pos- 
sessions, are because of our obed­
ience to the commandments o f 
God, These things will be strength­
ened as we contemplate God's 
faithfulness in every detail o f 
our lives and will serve to show 
us that there is no place for self 
onfidence. The only -aie position 

is one of dependence entirely on 
the work of the Holy Spirit in us 
to keep us from day to day.

A number o f people in d iffer­
ent sections o f the country have 
proposed a plan that would per­
mit a President o f the United 
States to serve but one term and 
members o f Congress to serve but 
one term. Some o f the antics of 
the present session o f Congress 
should strengthen that belief.

For the past year and more 
everything that has been done 
approached from the polticial an­
gle. The question as to what was 
best for the people has apparently 
not been given any consideration. 
The only question seems to have 
been, how will this affect the 
coming campaign, will this make 
votes for our candidate, will this 
put the other party in a hole? 
These and other similar questions 
have been applied to every bit of 
legislation to which they could 
be applied.

Although it is a criminally 
wasteful practice and is indefen­
sible from any point of view its 
wc 1 st featuie is that the real needs 
o f the nation are being neglected 
while a group o f politically am­
bitious men ignore the country’s 
real needs ir, order to promote 
their reelection, a matter that has 
no bearing and no connection with 
the welfare o f the nation, or it.- 
people.

1 have found myself wo::Jen - 
many times what would be the 
effect upon an administration if 
the only question it had before 
it was the honest welfare o f the 
people o f the nation— if every 
matter that came up could be 
considered from the angle o f its 
relation to public welfare rather 
than its vote getting potentialities. 
1 am not disposed to criticize 
the members of Congress for ap­
pearing at times to forget public 
welfare in favor o f the promotion 
of their personal interests at the 
expense of the people. They aie 
but a part o f a system that has 
come into being ami which they are 
helpless to change. There are, of 
course, a few exceptions in Con­
gress to the general pattern and 
they stand head and shoulder- 
above their fellows. They are the 
leaders whom people know and 
to w hom they look.

One o f the arguments in favoi 
of the single term is that too 
many men who set out to make 
politics a career and who spend 
year after year in Washington, 
lose toueh with their district and 
forget the day of little thing-. 
They become innoculated with tne 
unnatural life in Washington and 
lose their perspective. They base 
their conclusions on the demands 
o f party strategy and vote as the 
high command tells them to vote 
regardless o f their own beliefs 
and convictions. We have often 
seen this happen in our Congress 
as it is now operated. A  full yeai 
before the campaign everything 
that comes before the body is con­
sidered from the political angle 
only. I f  one party proposes a bill 
that in itself is desirable legisla­
tion, though perhaps it is unpop­
ular with a portion of the people, 
the other party at once pounc •- 
upon the opportunity to further 
alienate the small minority by op­
posing the legislation. Too often 
this is not done in the interest of 
better government so much as it 
is in the interest o f creating dis- 
sention among the ranks fo the 
opposition party members, and by 
it, alienating their support.

The present system in my opin­
ion, develops politicians. The oth­
er system, in my opinion, would 
develop statemen— and one states­
man is worth a hundred poli 
ticians.

1 do not desire to leave the im­
pression that all members o f Con­
gress are merely politicians. Far 
from it. We have in Congress in 
both parties high minded men who 
are dedicated to the service of 
the people and the nation. They 
have the making o f real states­
men, hut their lofty desire- aid 
ambitions are often thwarted by 
the efforts of others who do not 
measure up to them in stature 
of judgment and statesmanlike 
qualities.

Dimly only do we envision that 
period o f four centuries, but we 
have sufficient light to trace the 
steps by which the faithful among 
the Jews were cleansing them­
selves o f idolatry as the fires o f 
God purged away the dross o f pag­
anism and secularism. One will 
find rich reward in the reading 
o f the Apocrypha and Josephus. 
Also, one will find in the opening 
chapters of the New Testament 
light which falls back upon those 
dark ages.

There were synagogue schools, 
taught, in many instances by very 
able men, such as Hillel. There 
was a groping toward the light. 
Men were hungry for the fu lfill­
ment o f prophecy. It was the dark­
ness just before the dawn.
