Within the past several months 
the Cniteii States has been the 
scene of innumerable strikes. The 
purpose of the strikes is to in­
crease wages to meet increased 
living costs. As soon as wages 
are advanced the increase is nat­
urally reflected in the cost of mer­
chandise and a new wave o f 
strikes is set in motion.

As a lesult of the »trikes re­
conversion has been impeded and 
the scarcity of many items has 
been accentuated tending to com­
petitive buying with the natural 
result of further increased prices 
ami further increased living costs.

The pay received by a worker 
is largely relative. That is, if a 
worker receives four dollars a day, 
and a pail of shoes costs two dol­
lars, he is better off working for 
four dollars a day than he would 
be if he received six dollars a day 
and a comparable pair o f shoes 
cost four dollars.

In view of this situation it 
seems strange to me that in all the 
frenzied muddle caused by labor- 
efforts to get more pay to meet 
higher living costs produced by 
higher labor costs, it has not oc­
curred to some one that the same 
result could have been secured 
with less turmoil and less friction 
and less economic loss to all par­
ties concerned, if, with one ac­
cord. labor and management had 
joined in and produced goods. If 
this had been done, in a short 
time the market would have been 
supplied, panic buying woukrhave 
come to an end and prices would 
have returned to their normal 
levels. In relation as this took 
place value of the wage dollar 
would increase in purchasing pow­
er. This would be equivalent to 
a wage increase.

For example, because of scarci­
ties, the dollar is worth about 6:1 
cents in purchasing power. If 
production were stepped up and 
the market supplied, prices would 
go down and the purchasing pow­
er of the dollar would go up. If 

; the purchasing power o f the dol­
lar went up to 84 cents it would 
be equivalent to a 33 and one- 

i third per cent increase to every 
worker. This increase would mean 
more than an increase through a 

| long strike and a costly walkout 
because it would be accomplish­
ed without any lo3s to either em­
ployer or employee.

Some day we are going to learn 
that the dollar is only worth what 
it will buy in the way of goods or 
service. I f  prices are pushed up, 
the value of the dollar goes down. 
I f  prices are lowered the value of 
the dollar goes up.

We can arbitrarily bring about 
wage scale increases by strikes 
and walkouts or by federal law, 
but there is no means by which 
the purchasing power of the dol­
lar can be controlled. There is 
no system by which a worker can, 
by doing ten dollars worth of 
work, receive for it one hundred 
dollars in goods or services. It 
isn’t logical and it isn't reason­
able and it isn’t practicable.

The argument in favor of such 
a plan is that it does away with 
much of the economic loss suffer­
ed by both sides in the event of a 
strike. The plan does not imply 
that workers should be driven to 
make an unfair effort. This would 
not be necessary as there is enough 
slack and lost time in every large 
group of workers, which if elim­
inated and utilized in production, 
would produce the results men­
tioned above without undue effort.

One worker cannot accomplish 
the results noted above, and one 
group of workers cannot accom- 
plish it, but the workers all work­
ing together can do it. We won

With either approach, the meth­

By using markers attached to 
the wing struts o f the plane as 
visual guides, the observers’ gaze 
is confined mechanically to a strip 
on the ground o f known width. 
In this way it becomes possible to 
determine total area censuses, 
knowing the width and length of 
all strips flown. As a result, ac­
curate determinations o f num­
ber o f animals per square mile 
can he made in every type o f habi­
tat except more dense conifer 
stands.

THE WORD MADE FLESH

LESSON TE X T—John 1:118.
M EM O R Y SELECTIO N—No man hath 

seen God at any time; the only begotten 
Son. which is in the bosom oi the Father, 
he hath declared him —John 1:1«.

A new year always carries with 
it a deep sense of responsibility 
and at the same time a thrill of 
expectancy.

, That is why we need to begin 
j this new year— and continue it--- 
j in the study o f God’s Word, so 
j  that we may know his will. You 
will find it to be a joy and bless- 

| ing to you, not only as you study 
i it by yourself, but also in the 
; fellowship o f those in the Sunday 
| School and church.

Our lessons for the next three 
months are o f unusual interest. 
for they take up the Gospel of 
John which was “ written, that ye 
might believe that Jesus is the 
Christ, the Son of God; and 
that believing ye might have life 
through his name" (John 20:31).

Jesus Christ is here presented 
as the Word (Logos), and he is 
indeed the living Word come to 
reveal God to u«

I. The Living Word Is the Light 
of Men (vv. 1-5).

Men ask questions about Christ. 
They want to know whether he 
is to he regarded as a good man 

j  and a great leader, or must we 
recognize him as being God?

The answer is here. He “ was" 
in the beginning (Gen. 1:1), 
which means that he pre-existed 
from all eternity, and he “ was 
God”  even as he was “ with God." 
This eternal, living, divine Word 
was the “ express image" o f God 
(Heb. 1:3), and so perfectly re­
vealed the Father (v. 18).

He is the Creator (v. 3) and 
giver o f life both natural and 
spiritual.

This eternal Word became (as 
he was) the light o f men. He came 
to shine into the darkness o f a 
sinful world with the only light 
of redemption. We say again, 
“ This is the Lord!"

II. The Living Word Is a Divid­
er of Men (vv. 6-13).

The darkness o f sin was so 
deep, and still is so deep that the 
glorious fight of God is not re­
ceived with gladness, nor accept- 

! ed at all. We see that in the close 
• of verse 5. »

Now the question comes. Does 
it make any difference how a man 

! regards Jesus Christ?
The answer is clear. You must 

decide what you will do with him. 
You cannot avoid that decision 
or evade that iight which shines. 
You must either accept or reject, 
and a failure to accept is a re- 

' jection.
| God has witnesses to the Light. 
John was such a witness and he. 

j  like all true witnesses for Christ, 
I directed attention to him. John's 
¡great testimony was just a lesser 
| light to point men to the true 
i Light. That true Light is shed 
abroad for all men (v. 9 ). 

i .As they face Christ, men divide 
; into two groups. His own people, 
i and his own creation rejected him 
when he came (v. 11 ). How utter­

l y  tragic! And yet the same thing 
I goes on today. Men hear the gos- 
! pel, are made acquainted with 
| Christ and his claims, yet fail -o 
accept his proffered salvation, and 

j are eternally lost (John 3:19; 
,Eph. 2 :1).

But, thank God, there are those 
who receive hint (v. 12). and to 

; them he gives the power, the right 
or authority, to he the sons of 
God.

This change is expressly declar­
ed to be ( 1) not by reason o f 
family or heredity— "not of 

I blood” ; ( 2 ) not by natural in- 
I stinct or development— not “ of 
j the willl of the flesh"; and (3 )
I not by human volition or by man’s 
I will power— not “ o f the will of 
man."

III. The Living Word Is a Re- 
1 vealer of God (vv. 14-18).

The eternal Word, the Lord 
Jesus Christ, laid aside his place 
o f honor in heaven, came to earth 
and took upon himself our flesh 
that he might redeem us from sin. 
What infinite condescension, what 
unfathomable love!

I He dwelt among men and show­
ed forth the grace and truth of 

. God, for he was full of these 
j heavenly attributes. But it was 
' in his giving o f himself as I.e- 
deemer and Saviour o f mankind 
that he fully revealed God in all 
his gracious love for us.

Notice the antithesis here. 
“ Law" is set over against “ grace"; 
“ given” stands in contrast with 
“ came,’ ’ and “ Moses”  with “ Jesus 
Christ.”

The law was a schoolmaster to 
bring us to Christ (Gal. 3:24), 
but it could not save anyone; but 
grace— oh, it is by grace that we 
are saved (Eph. 2 :8).

Moses was God's honored ser­
vant, but Jesus was the Son in 
the household (Heb. 3:5, 6 ). It 
was this Son of God who came to 
reveal the Father and to declare 
his grace in salvation.
