The Social Security man asked 
Mr. Texann, “ Do you know Me­
linda Jo n e s?” “ Certainly," re­
plied Mr. Texann, "Melinda work­
ed for  us fo r  years as o\ir maid 
and re t i red  last January  1."

The story developed like this.
| Melinda Jones objected to Mr. 
! Texann withholding social secur- 
I ity on her  $20 a week wages as a 
maid when the Social Security 

[ laws on maids w en t into e f fec t  
J a n u a ry  1, 1951. Melinda ex­
plained th a t  she d idn’t  w an t no 
tax reports  going to the Govern­
m ent to get her into trouble with 
the income tax folks. Mr. Texann 
tried to explain to Melinda tha t 
she would not owe any income 
tax because of her  dependent sit­
uation and th a t  she should still 
file a tax re turned  as required  by 
law.

Melinda had th rea tened  to quit. 
Mr. Texann had given in. Mr. 
Smith explained to Mr. Texann 
th a t  Melinda Jones had filed a 
claim with the Social Security 
claiming credit under the Social

Security Act from Ja n u a ry  1, 
1951, based on her  employment 
with Mr. Texann.

A fter  the Social Security  inves­
tigator  got all the papers neces­
sary fo r  the Social Security Ad­
ministration to  pay M» inda Jones |  
her  social security, be explained 
to M i .  Texann tha t  In ternal  Rev­
enue would figure up the tax, the 
penalty, and the in terest th a t  he j 
would owe fo r  not filing quarte rly  
re tu rns  and paying tax on Me­
linda Jones as a household em­
ployee.

To make a long story short,  
Stetson B. Texann, being a good, 
taxpaying citizen, sent his check 
this week to the In ternal Revnue 
Service for  his household taxes 
on Melinda Jones.

December 31, 1959, the time Me­
linda Jones retired, Mr. Texann 
also had to  pay Melinda Jo n e s ’ 
share of the taxes since he was 
responsible fo r  withholding these 
taxes. This made $285 in taxes. 
The penalty am ounted to $96.24. 
The in terest am ounted to $104,- 
34. This cost Stetson B. Texann, 
a law-abiding, taxpaying citizen, 
$585.58, more than  th ree  times 
as mueh as he should have paid.

Internal Revenue explained to 
Mr. Texann th a t  it would have 
had to collect the taxes with pen­
alty and interest on his maid even 
if she had worked 40 years before 
she retired. Failure to  file keeps 
the tax year  open forever.

In ternal  Revenue Service has

The question we 
iave been asked 
nost frequently  
since early  this year 
is: “ W hat will Or­

ville Freeman do about the farm 
si tua tion?”

The man best qualified to ans­
wer tha t  question is, of course, Mr. 
Freeman, a fo rm er Governor of 
Minnesota and the new Secretary  
of Agriculture. So we asked him.

“ The first thing I w an t to  do is 
get all the facts  I can on the s itu ­
ation in all par ts  of the country ,”

| he said. “ I w an t to talk  with as 
many people with as many view­
points as I can.

“ When I have done th a t  I want 
to develop a program  which I 
think would help farm ers  get a 
fair  income. I will then ask Con­
gress to  give me the  legislative 
au thori ty  to pu t  tha t  program into 
effect.’’

Income Priority
Secretary  F reem an has some 

la th e r  definite ideas on how he 
would like to go abou t raising 
fa rm ers ’ income, but he is cautious 
on expressing them in term s of 
specific programs until, as he says, 
“ I get my fee t on the ground firm­
ly.”

The first th ing  to  be done, he 
has told fa rm  leaders with whom 
he has conferred, is to reduce b u r ­
densome surpluses. Next he will 
try  to  get production adjusted  to 
demand so th a t  surpluses will not 
again be accumulated.

The first step, he hopes, toward 
reducing surpluses will be d is tri­
bution of foods to  the needy and 
unemployed in this country, p a r ­
ticularly  in the economically dis­
tressed areas where unemployment 
is now high.

The next move will be expan­
sion of shipment of surplus foods 
to nations where the  food supply 
is low. “ I can ’t defend our hoard ­
ing huge quantities of foods in 
this country while there  are h u n ­
gry people in o ther  p a r ts  of the 
world,” he said.

Supply Management
Secre tary  F reem an has said he 

does not regard  the entire  $10 
billion worth  of farm  commodities 
held by the governm ent as being 
surplus. At least half  of tha t,  he 
thinks, should be set aside as an 
emergency reserve.

An even tougher problem fac- 
ng Mr. F reem an will be th a t  of 
‘ad ju s ting” production to halt the 

build-up in excess supplies. F a rm ­
ers fo r  several years have been 
producing from 5 to 7 per  cent 
more than the m arkets  will absorb. 
That excess has gone tow ard  
building up surpluses from under 
$2 billion to more than  $10 bil­
lion.

One way to reduce production, 
he has suggested, might be fo r  the 
government to  “ ren t"  approx i­
mately 60 million acres o f  crop 
land and put it into a  soil conser­
vation program. That,  it is figured, 
might cost about $1 billion a year.

But, as he has emphasized in 
talks with Congressmen and farm 
leaders, if  such a program  were 
effective the cost would be only 
a fraction  of the nearly  $7 billion 
spent on farm  programs last year.

Many regard  Secretary F re e ­
m an’s job as one of the toughest 
n Washington. "B u t ,” he com­

mented recently , “ I can be tough, 
too.” W ith the  fa rm  organizations 
divided, as they  have been for  
vears, it will take  more than  ju s t  
being tough to  get the  job done.

“ If  you had gross income from 
| your fa rm  of $600 or more, you 
can get social security credits even 
if you had a loss in 1960,” Erton 
F. Tate, district m anager  of the 
Wichita Falls social security  of­
fice, said this week. This means 
fa rm ers  can build up social secur­
ity protection for themselves and 
the ir  families.

F a u n  self-employed tax re turns 
are due by F eb ruary  15 fo r  those 

1 farm ers  whose tax y ea r  s ta r ts  on 
Ja n u a ry  1. However, farm  opera- 

! tors who file an estimate of their 
tax  and pay tha t  am ount by Jan. 
15 have until April 15 to file the ir  
re tu rns  and pay any balance due.

Keeping accurate  and complete 
records of all income and expenses 
is ju s t  good business all the  time, 
hut it i= particularly  im portant 
when it is time to file income tax 
returns. Maintaining good records 
now and filing tax re tu rn s  on time 
means quicker processing of your 
claim when you become eligible 
for  benefits or, in the event of 
your death, when your survivors 
apply fo r  benefits. The amount 
of your  benefit depends on your 
earnings you report. The tax  on 
1960 earnings is 4 >2 per  cent of 
your ne t  earnings up to $4,800.00.

If  you are  going to apply for  
social security benefits this year, 
Mr. Tate suggests you have an

A new numbering system will 
be used fo r  some classifications 
such as trailers,  truck trac to rs  and 
buses. These classifications will 
have a one-letter  prefix with from 
two-to-five digit numerals. For ex­
ample: A tra i le r  num ber could be 
A-10 or A-12345. The numbering 
system fo r  o ther  classifications will 
remain the same as 1000. The 
change in the  system was brought 
about by the ever increasing num­
ber o f  registered  vehicles in Tex­
as.

The Texas Highway D epartm ent 
estimated th a t  vehicle registration 
in Texas fo r  1000 will to ta l 4,- 
800,000. This places Texas third 
in the nation in registered vehicles 
following California and New 
Y ork.

“ Texas should reach the seven- 
million mark by the end of this 
decade,” Greer  said. “ There are 
more vehicles in Texas today than 
there were Texans in 1020 and 
the percen t of increase in motor 
vehicles in Texas in the last four 
decades is twenty times the per 
cent of increase in population. 
There a re  two Texans for every 
Texas-registered motor vehicle.”

G reer  stressed the  importance 
of registering all automobiles and 
trucks in the county of the ve­
hicle ow ner’s residence.

"Do not ask the county tax col­
lector to violate the law. lie  is r e ­
quired to demand to see your cer­
tificate of tit le and l'.l60 license 
receipt before he can issue your 
1 901 plates."

The penalty  for  opera ting  a ve­
hicle without home-county license 
plates is the same as opera ting  a 
vehicle with no plates a t  all. Court 
fine can be as much as $200, plus 
being required to register in the 
home county with a 20 per cent 
penalty  of the annual fee. Refunds 
cannot lie g ran ted  for  the illegal 
plates.

Owners registering illegally in 
1901 can expect to  face court 
chatges.

“ Don’t risk an illegal reg is tra ­
tion.” Greer urged. “ Remember, 
too, tha t a portion of  all regis­
trat ion  fees stays in your home 
county to  benefit your local com­
munity ."

This plan would give the \\ in­
ning speaker time to  name com­
mittees and be ready to  begin 
work on an organized basis a; the 
s ta r t  o f  tiie >ession.

Proposed amendment would also 
limit a  presiding officer to  one 
term , liar campaigning in the 
House and require monthly re ­
ports on campaign contributions.

Also proposed is tha t the post 
be an elective one the same as 
the Lt. Governor’s office. That 
would let the peope decide and 
settle  the m atte r  early in Novem­
ber.

Pay Big Fines;

Night hunters  fared  roughly in 
the courts  du r ing  December, ac­
cording to the regular  monthly 
arrest report o f  the law enfo rce­
ment division of the Game and 
Fish Commission.

D uring the  month 124 hunters 
were arrested  fo r  hunting  deer 
with headlights. Most of them 
paid fines rang ing  from $50 to 
$200 and  quite a few of them had 
their hunting  licenses suspended 
fo r  a year.

During the month, the re  were 
576 arrests .  Fines were paid to ­
