Briefly, the proposal is to build 
a 900,000-acre foot reservoir  near  
Hedley at a cost to the member 
cities of some $7.2 million. The 
program will be financed entirely  
by water revenues and money 
from o ther  sources such as recre­
ational facilities. No taxes will 
be levied by the Authority or by 
the city to pay fo r  the water.

I t  is estimated to take from two 
to three years fo r  completion.

In addition to the ballot s ta t ing  
“F o r  the W ater C on trac t” and 
"Against the W ater C ontract,” 
voters will also mark a ballot in 
the annexation election. This bal­
lot will s tate “ For annexation to 
Green Belt Municipal and Indus­
tr ial W ate r  A uthority” and 
“ Against annexation to Green 
Belt Municipal and Industrial 
W ater  Authority ."

Although the Authority has ac­
cepted Crowell as a member and

Autumn Leaves 
Just the Thing for 
a Compost Pile

Don’t burn those autumn leaves! 
They’re just the thing fo r  a com­
post pile.

Soil specialists in the U. S. De­
partm ent of Agriculture say that 
many home owners throw away 
valuable materials tha t could be 
saved for  use in improving their  
soil. Leaves, grass clippings, old 
tom ato  plants, bean vines, even 
weeds can be turned into fertilizer 
for next summ er’s gardens.

Such materials, a f te r  they have 
wintered in compost, make excel­
lent organic matter.  Compost, 
spread around trees and shrubs 
and worked into the soil in flower 
and vegetable gardens, makes the 
earth  rich and porous. I t  loosens 
the ground so tha t roots can de­
velop naturally, and air. moisture 
and plant food can penetrate  eas­
ily.

H ere’s how you go about mak­
ing a compost pile.

Select a spot a t  the back of 
your lot, yet within reach of your 
garden hose ( tha t’s because the 
pile should be kept moist). Use 
ordinary wire fencing or boards 
to enclose an area 3 to 8 feet 
high and 3 to 5 feet square.

Dump leaves, lawn clippings and 
garden trash into the bin in layers 
6 to 12 inches thick. To each layer 
add some commercial fertilizer 
(whatever you use on your lawn)

and lr2 layer of soil.
Moisten the leaves as they are

added.
Keep building up the pile as

you accumulate material. Top 
with 1 to 2 inches of garden soil.

Remember to keep the compost 
pile damp. If the pile is kept rea­
sonable moist and has a cap of 
garden" soil, it should have no 
odor. And, by May or June, last 
year 's  leftovers will be ready to 
perform springtime magic in your 
yard and garden.

Release of Stored 
Excess Wheat

If Texas fa rm ers  pay the  m ar­
keting quota penalty  on stored  
excess wheat before Ju ly  1, 1964 , 
they may lose par t  o f  th e i r  w heat
acreage base history, says Tom 
Aaron, extension g rain  m arke ting
specialist. Since no m ark e t in g  
quotas will be in e f fec t  fo r  the  
1*161 crop, excess wheat released 
a f te r  the Ju ly  1 da te  will not a f ­
fect the base history  an d  will ca r ­
ry no marketing  penalty .

Excess wheat from  the  1963 
crop or previous crops released 
by payment of the penalty  before  
July 1, 1964, will reduce the  
fa rm ’s wheat base history. A farm  
loses acreage history when a m a r ­
keting quota  penalty  is paid or  
becomes due.

However, i f  a f a r m e r  has a small 
11)6 .'! wheat crop because of  un ­
derplanting or underproduction ,  he 
may apply to the county  ASC com ­
mittee to release all or p a r t  of 
the fa rm ’s stored excess f rom  p re ­
vious years w ithout penalty  or  
loss o f  wheat acreage history.

“ If  th e re ’s any question  abou t 
the release of your  sto red  excess 
wheat, check with your  county  
ASC committee,” advises Aaron.

Interested in hunting quail on 
one of the three wildlife manage­
ment areas of the Parks and Wild­
life Department? I f  so, here are 
the dates set by the Commission 
at a special September 16 meeting 
and instructions explaining how 
to get on one of the hunts.

On the Matador Management 
Area in Cottle County, 10 one- 
day hunts are  scheduled: Nov. 2 
and 3; Nov. 16 and 17; Nov. 30 
and Dec. 1; Dec. 28 and 29; and 
January  27 and 28.
