| J. W. Curtis, 71, prominent Foard |
County farmer living 4 miles north
of Crowell, was found dead under a
plow on his farm at about 10:30
o'clock last Saturday morning.

He had been preparing wheat land
with a one-row lister drawn by six
mules and it is thought that he fell
from the implement as the result of
|a heart attack, as< he had suffered
| from this trouble last January.
| When his body was found by his
| grandson, Edgar Klepper, who lives|
{on an adjoining farm, it was under
I the lister where the mules pulling
{ it had stopped at the end of the row,
tabout one-half mile from the Cur-

tis farm home. |

Workers in a nearby cotton field
| noticed that the mules and lister had
| stood at the end of the field for over
[two hours and at first believed that
| Mr. Curtis had gone to his house, In|
|leaving the cotton field, Mr. Klep-|
| per decided to investigate, with the
result that he found Mr. Curtis’ body
under the lister.

Since the last row plowed by the
lister was deeper than the others,
those investigating the accident are
of the opinion that Mr. Curtis was
stricken when he shoved the lever
letting the plow point into the
ground and fell from the machine
and that his bodv and clothes be-
came so entangled under it that he!
was dragged the full distance of the!
|row. There was no indication of a|

{runaway and the last row was plow-|
| ed about as straight as the others. |

The deceased had lived in Foard
| County since coming here in Nov.,
1905, Joseph Wesley Curtis was
born on Nov. 11, 1862, in Arkansas.
His father was killed while fighting
for the South in the Civil War. At

pany’'s No, 3 L. K. Johnson oil well
n the west part of Foard County
lowed 2,776 barrels of high gravity,
13 to 45, oil in 24 hours Monday.
This well was completed on July
28 of this year at a depth of 3,671
feet. Last week drilling proceeded

six feet deeper into the lime forma-
tion from this depth with the result
that the flow of the wel] was great-
ly increased. It had been previously
rated at between %00 and 900 bar-

reis.

| Due to lack of pipeline facilities
’u[ the time of its completion over
two months ago, the oil was run to
storage and has been shut down to
the allowable. Last week the Texas
Company completed a four-inch line
which connected with the Gulf Pro-
duction Company’s main line at a
point about three-fourths of a mile
northeast of the well. Crude takings
lwill now be transported to the al-
lowable, which has not yet been an-
nounced, through the Gulf facilities.

This well which was completed as
a rank wildeat and which uncovered
a new deep producing field in North
Texas, is located 1,050 feet from
the north, and 1,950 feet from the
east lines of Section 36, Block “L,”
S. P. Ry. Survey. By airline it is
about 18 miles west of Crowell and
22 miles bv the highway and road
reaching it,

It is the Texas Company’s third
deep test on the L. K. Johnson ranch.
It topped the lime formation at 3,-
556 feet and when drilled to 3,563
feet, a heavy gas sand was picked
up. After drilling 2 more feet, the
well blew in. Several days later the
drilling was completed to 3,571 feet,
!where the depth remained until last
week's drilling.

The two
men were entirely unlike in character and method.
John was austere, harsh, denunciatory—a lonely

spirit, dwelhng apart. Jesus was cheerful, friendly, never happier
than when in a crowd. John laid down for his disciples a rigid pro-
gram of ceremonies and fasts; Jesus disregarded forms and encour-
aged his disciples to disregard them. He recognized that he and
John must do their work in different ways, but it had not occurred
to him that their differences would ever loosen the bond of friend-
