What Is An Employer?

Question 16: “What is an em-
ployer?”

Answer: Briefly, an employer is
any person or firm, who, during
1935 or after, has employed as
many as eight persons for at least
one day a week for any 20 weeks
during the calendar year.

The “twenty weeks” provision
is very strictly defined. Say that
your normal payroll is seven per-
sons, but occasionally you have to
hire another worker for a half day
at a time. If that worker iz em-
ployed for any part of a day in
20 different weeks throughout the
year, you become an employer and
you must pay the tax on your en-
tire payroll.

If vou, with seven workers, ac-
quire another business which had
eight workers, and thereafter dis-
band the newly-acquired business,
