Why Christmas Day Comes 
on the 25th of December

CHRISTMAS, which seems to 
have been first officially Insti­

tuted a church feast day by a de­
cree of Pope Telesphortis, between 
142 A. D. and 154 A. L»., was a mov­
able feast. Indeed, It was the most 
movable of all the Christian festi­
vals. It was usually celebrated hy 
the eastern branches of the I'hrls- 
tian church in April or May. while 
in the western part of Europe days 
in January or other months were 
observed as Christmas.

In A. D. .137 St. Cyril, bishop of 
Jerusalem, obtained from Pope Ju­
lius I authority to appoint a com­
mission to determine, if possible, 
the precise day of Christ's nativity. 
From the chronological archives of 
the Roman censors, establishing the 
times of occurrence of certain 
events of the same period of the 
Roman government of Palestine, 
the theologians of the eastern and 
western divisions of the Christian 
church agreed upon December 25 
as tlie date of the birth of Jesus, 
and thereupon this became the of­
ficially decreed and generally ac­
cepted Christmas day.

English Christmas Name

Austin.— An announcement by 
the State Old Age Assistance Com- 
mi-sion last Friday indicated that 
first payments of old age pensions 
might start Tulv 1, 1936.

“We are confident the organiza­
tion of the pension system in Tex­
as will be i ■ mpleted in ample time 
to -tart first nayments to recip­
ients. however, we hope to. and 
will make every effort to start pay­
ing pensions earlier.” the an­
nounce™ nt stated.

Orville S. Carpenter, now -tate 
auditor, who will be executive di­
rector of the ' ommi--ion, reported 
Texa- fund- would be matched dol- 

i lar for doll*' by federal money.
Carpenter ha- been studying the 

pension system of New York State 
and will later study that of Cali­
fornia.

"The commission decided def­
initely that it would be impossi­
ble to maintain an office in each 
county." Carpenter said. “Al- 

| though plan- for definite organiza- 
,tion have not been completed, it 
was the opinion of the commission 
that the limited amount of money 
available for administrative ex­
pense would definitely preclude 
the establishment of an office in 
each i-ounty.

“The commission expects to 
work out -ome sort of a plan for 
district offices, with possibly a 
representative in each county who 
will receive application- and trans­
mit them to the district office. 
Definite plans will be announced 
in January.”

Letters have been received from 
county judges in about half of 
Texa« counties offering office*. 
The_ commission announced it 
would receive no more applica­
tions for jobs -it this time. Em­
ploye- will be selected from the 
4.000 application- already sent in.

The commission consists of 
Judge A. W. Cunningham of Har­
