Available Here
Will Wright. Duck Creek Soil

Conservation District supervisor.
has announced that the Board
of Supervisors has bought a
combination fertilizer and grain
drill. The drill will be rented to
district cooperatorsserved from
the Post Work Unit office for 50c
per acre. It will sow rye or a
mixture of rye and vetch from
one seed box and distribute fer-
tilizer from another.

Wright said that the board
used money to buy the drill thai
had accumulated from terracing
and thesaleof a Caterpillar trac
tor and grader. He added that
the board believesthat a fertili-
zer drill to help plant cove?
crops would aid cooperators in
establishing a complete soil con
servation program.
