Money taken In during the
1950 edition of the Texas Prison
rodeo which begins Oct. 1 and

continuzs each Sunday next
month will go toward the ex
panded educational plan adopt-
ed by the Prison board.

For the first time In history,
the system will employ a formal
teaching staff composed of qual-
ified civilian teachers holding
certificates and a vocational di-
rector, who will correlate class-
room training with on-the-job
instruction. All inmates will
have the opportunity to learn
practical trades,

The newly-adopted full-school
program will include a new
course of study for inmates class-
ified as illiterate and required
by law to attend, as well as a
new curriculum through high
school subjects. Parttime civillan
teachers will handle these sub.
jects at each unit of the Prison
system. An annual budget has
been set up and the project will
be paid for with other than tax
funds. The financing fund, the
E&R fund, receives its money
from the rodeo,

Rice Institute for advanc*ment
of literature, sclence and art,
The murder trial and forgeri~s of
the Will kept the estate tied uy
in court for seven years after
Rice's death,

Albert T. Patrick, an attorney
and confidential adviser to Rice.
was accused of having indigat.
ed Rice’s valet, Charles F. Jones
to chloroform the wealthy octo-
genarian.

Jones turned state's evidence
and was not prosecuted,

Patrick was sentenced to
death and stayed In Sing Sing
Prison's death row four years
before his sentence was comniut-
ed to life by Governor Frank
Higgins in 1906, Six years later,
Govarnor John A, Dix gave Pat-
rick a full pardon.

50 In First Class

Just about the time Patri‘k
left Sing Sing, the first class
of 50 students was enrolling in
Houston's new Rice instituts,

Rice had received a charter
for the school in 1891, but the
death of his second wife, his
own murder and litigation over
his will delayed its opening un-
til 1912,

The original endowment then
was valued about $5 mu!lion.

Today the school possibly is
the nation's wealthlest, on a
student per capita basl-

Its assets approxitnate $40
million, Including endov-ments
exc2eding $28 milllorn. The stu-
dent body is limited to 1500
Hundreds of applicants are re-
jected each year.

The original endowm » i still
ig Intact. Rice trustees have tak-
en its proceeds, along with other
gifts, and made sound invest-
ments in oll properties and real
estate,

Rice was born in Springfield
Mass,, In 1816, of a large family.
At the age of 14 he left home
to work in a New England coun:
try store which he purchased
seven years later

I wish to leave to
the boys and girls struggling for
a place in the sun the fortune 1
have been able to accumulate.”

Rice originally planned to
build the school at his 160.acre
estate near Dunellen, N, J. At
the age of 60, however, he de
clded it should be established in
Texas.

Before his second wife died in
1896. Rice already had given the
Institute a “start” with a gift of
$200,000, but his wife's death de-
layed matters.
