The fiist stars added to the

original 13 on May 1, 1793. were
for the States of Vermont and
Kentucky.

A new star was added to the
flag after that on the first Four-
th of July following each state's
admittance to statehood.

The place where our flag was
first flown has never been of-

ficially decided, hut the best
evidence favors an Army en-

campment on the banks of v

Creek In Bucks County,
Pa.

The flag was first exposed to
the fire of an enemy In the bat-
tle of Oriskany on Aug. 0. 1777.

The first foreign salute to our
flag was by the French Navy in
Quiberon Bay. near France. Feb.
13, 1778.

Capt. William Driver, com-

mander of a commercialvessel,
first called our flag "Old Glory"
at Salem, Mass.. In 1831.

The stars were placed In the
blue field of the flag to repre-
sent a new constellation In the
world's political heavens; one
that was to symtwllze the birth
of the first nation on earth which
madepersonaland religious lib-

erty the foundation of its gov-

ernment.
