The body was found by the
crew of n northbound freight
train. Mr. Glenny's right foot
had been severed and his left
leg broken and there were sev
ere cuts and bruises alwut the
head and body, according to
Sheriff Carl Rains. A physician
said the man apparently had
been dead for several hours he
fore his hotly was found by the
freight train crew.

It Is also believed, officers
said, that an early morning
southbound passengertrain
struck the body as It lay prone
on the tracks.

Mr. Glcnny was last reported
seen about 10 oclock Sunday
night, officers said. At that time
he appeared to have been lost
within a few blocks of his home
nnd Is reported to have asked
directions from neighbors. The
spot where his body was found
Is nt least a mile from his home
nt CIO North Broadway.

snot In a traffic safety drive In-

augurated this month by the
Texas Safety Association, the
Department of Public Safety and
the National Safety Council.

"The answer to this question
will no doubt cause much dis-
quietude among many of our
citizenry," the sheriff said.

"There is no doubt that the
average citizen's Ignorance of
his own traffic laws Is appal-
ling, despite the fact that his
very life may depend upon his
complete knowledge of and his
use of these traffic laws In our
highly complex traffic picture.
Such knowledge may mean the
difference between life and
death to oneself or to another
person."

"Ignorance Is no excuse," the
officer continued. "Many traffic
offenders plead Ignorance of lo-

cal traffic laws ns an excuse for
his own traffic violation. Hut
such n plea of Ignorance only
adds to the burden of guilt, for
I believe that any man who
climbs behind the wheel of a
car should first acquaint him-

self thoroughly with the various
traffic laws of tlie area through
which he Is driving."
