Fish can be an important farm
crop. A single acre of pond can
be made to yield three hundred-
fifty to four h
pan-size fish anually. A success-
ful fish pond will provide good
fishing within one year after stock-
ing, md with proper care will
continue to do so year after year.

It takes considerable food to
grow a pound of fish-—or a pound
of beef or pork for that matier.
