SPITE FENCES
"Good fences," wrote Poet Rob-

ert Frost, "make good neighbors."
Out bad fences make lawsuits.

This Is particularly true of the
spite fence, a fence built by a pro-
perty owner for the sole purpose
of annoying the people next door.
For more than a century, the spite
fence has been a bone of conten-
tion in our courtrooms.

In an earlier day, the spite fence
found support In the doctrines of
rugged Individualism. What n man
built on his private property was

.considered nobody's business but
this own.

Thus, one court sow nothing un-- I
lawful when a home owner put up
nn ugly wooden fence. 40 feet high,

l artfully located so ns to shut off
light and air from the house next
door.

'it would be intolerable." went
the explanation, "to allow n man's
neighbors to question his motives
every time he should undertake to
erect a structure upon his o w n
premises."

Yet. the sheer nastiness of the
spite fence was so plain that n re--,
action finally set In. Gradually.
through both legislation find court
rulings, the law swung the other
way Today It is the rule almost
everywhere that n fence built Just
to be mean Is Indeed unlawful,

As one Indignant Judge put It:
"What right hos the defendont

to shut out God's free air and sun-
light from the windows of his
neighbor, not for any benefit to
himself but simply to gratify his
own wicked malice7 None what-- ,

ever The wanton Infliction of dam
age can never be n right.

What if the fence builder's
motives arc mixed partly spite,
partlv practicality? For example,
besides having a grudge against
his neighbor, he may also have a
legitimate use for a fence per-'ha-

as a windbreak or as n
turc of some ornamental

In that case, the law usually
gives him the benefitof the doubt.
The man may build his fence, even
If the additional motive of tormen-
ting the folks next door adds zest
to his labors.

But If the law gives its approval,
it may also tack on a word of

"A good neighbor is a great trca

THE POLICY also provides that
School Supt. William F. Shiver
will servo ns the representative
of the board for professional con-

sultation purposes.
There nro 13 regulations In the

new board policy on the extra-curricul-

use of school buses. Two
of the more Important regulations
nre:

No. 7: "No student (on n school-sponsore- d

extra-curricul- bus trip)
will be excused to anyone except
n parent or guardian away from
the starting point without having
filed a letter with the principal of

the school Involved and with n

telephone conversation, if nt nil
possible, and the approval of the
principal Involved."

No. 8: "If n parent requests that
his or her child return with anoth-
er person other thnn themselves,
they must Include In the lottor that
the school is relieved of any re-

sponsibility for anything happen-
ing to their child when returning."

Regulation No. 2 of the policy
provides thnt written consent of
the parents Involved must be given
before the child is permitted to ride
the vehicle.

THE POLICY adopted by the
board on grievances of parents or
guardians of students provides that
the parent or guardian:

1. Contact the principal of the
building and explain the problem.

2. Arrange for nn Interview with
the teacher in the office of the
principal.

3. If not satisfied, have the prin-
cipal arrange for a meeting with
the superintendent, puttingnil of
the facts of the case in writing.

Further steps provided the ag-

grieved party is still not satisfied
is n meeting with the school board
and, finully. communication with
the State Commissioner of Educa-
tion, providing the grievance comes
under his jurisdiction.

Federal Reserve officials, with
the cooperation of commercial
banks, arc mounting a special cam-
paign to educate thegeneral pub-
lic on the need to carry their per-
sonalized or preprinted checks.
