New statemarkers
for Texas women
AUSTIN The Texas State

Historical Survey Committee and
its private affiliate, the Texas His-

torical Foundation, working In co-

operation with the Texas Feder-
ated Women's Clubs have Initiated
a new olflcal state marker series
to commemorate the "Outstanding
Women of Tcxns." The announce-
ment was made by Charles R.
Woodburn, president of the Texas
State Historical Survey Commit-
tee.

Woodburn pointed out, "There
Isn't an organization In the stntc
of Texas better qunllflcd than the
Texas Federated Women's Clubs
to spearhead the program needed
to bring recognition, long past due,
to the women who made Texas
great."

The goal of the program by the
thrco agencies Is to mark, pre
serve and restore the birthplaces,
homes and scenes of accomplish-
ments of Texas women who have

vey committee on this Important
project and are pleased that the
committee sees fit to so honor
Texas women."

COLLEGE STATION Carpet-

ing In the kitchen Isn't Just a sta-
tus symbol. It can be n nerve sav-
er, too, says Mrs. Jnne Berry, Ex-

tension housing nnd home furn-
ishing specialist with Texas A&M
University.

The specialist explains that car-
peting soaks up kitchen noises
that come with everyday work and
automation. Noises arc softened
and nervous tension Is eased.

Curtains arc another noise soft-
ener, she says. The more cloth,
folds and pleats, the better the
sound absorption.

Wood cupboards will absorb
more sound than metal Acousti-
cal tile both on the ceiling and
under the upper cupboards also
helps. Asbestos liners under t h e
stainless steel counter tope and
undercontcd stainless steel sinks
will muffle soundsfrom the metal.

Kitchen equipment should b e
sound tested before purchase
Some dishwashers, food disposal-- ,

and exhaust fans make twice us
much noise as others. Insulation
also helps to reduce noise. Some
manufacturers are using insula-
tion in equipment where it has
never been u.ed before

It's the
Law . . .

TAXING THE WAGES OF SIN

Have you swindled anyone late-

ly? Collected nny ransom? Taken
any Illegal kickbacks? Embezzled
any cash? Then, In addition to

whatever other promcms you may
have with the low, you also owe
Income tax to the federal govern
mcnt.

It may seemstrange for the gov
crnmcnt to levy an Income tax on
such ill - gotten gnlns. I n a c e a,
wrongdoers have cnrrlcd their ob-

jections Into the courtroom, argu-
ing ns did the proprietress of n
bowdyhouse that the wages of
sin arc not taxable.

But the government retorts that(
If honest people have to pay n tax
on their income, so should dishon-
est people. In the words of Justice
Oliver Wendell Holmes:

"Congress may tax what It also
forbids."

Of course, a lawbreaker may not
report or even keep records of

his Income. Nevertheless, t h c
government hns various ways of
establishing Its case. For example:

one gambler's Income was prov-
en by his bank deposits;

nnothcr gambler's Income was
proven by evidenceof the average
"take" In similar gambling opera-
tions.

If a wrongdoer must pay n tax
on his Income, mav he nt least
deduct his expenses? If they arc
"ordinary nnd necessary" costs of
doing business, they mav usually
be deducted even If the busin-
ess Is Illegal. Thus, a court held
thnt n bookmaker was entitled to
deduct costsof rent nnd wages in
figuring his net Income.

But supposethe expenseitself is
Illegal, like paving n bribe to a
public official. That kind of nn ex-

pense is not deductible.
The government takes the posi-

tion thnt it would be bad public
policy to let n person cut down
his tnx bill on the basis of his own
unlawful net.

By the same token, a fine paid
for violating n state or n federal
law l nlso not n dedurtlble expen-
se (although the attorney's fee Is).
Tru. paving the fine mav be one
of the costsof doing business.But.
i the United States Supreme
Court put it, nllowlng the fine to be
deducted would tako some of the

the years, many fad diets have
been used for weight reduction.
They appeal to obese Individuals
because they arc claimed to offer
a quick and easy solution to a
difficult problem, according
to foods nnd nutrition specialists
ut Texas A&M University.

Many fad diets have unusualpro-
portions of fat, carbohydrate and
protein and may be deficient In
one or more nutrients. Adherence
to fad diets may endanger health.
Total fasting Is particularly haz-
ardous. Obesity Is n complex med-
ical problem and whould be treat-
ed as such.

Obesity was recognlied as an
"affliction" over a hundred years
ugo ns was the fact that weight
could be lost by fairly simple
means. The question of by what
method an obeseperson should re-

dinunce which this city passed in
the your of 1961, but which wus
never enforced until just recently

Now I am just as much a dog
lover as unyone and I know what
a pet can mean to children. But
I um sure you will ugree thatdogs can be very dangerous,
therefore we have to maintain
somesort of control. If we did not,
our town would be over - run by
stray dogs that no one wants.
There is also the danger of some
of thorn becoming rabid and biting
our children. Many times, when
this happens, it Is difficult or Im-

possible to locate thedog because
of so many of them being on the
loose. This has happened here in
Post.

Now I'm sure there arc some
who are disturbed over our present
policy on dogs, which we have put
In force. There has never been a
law adopted that suited all of us.

I wish to be fair about thiswhole
matter. We are not out to destroy
people's pets. As I understand our
policy, we would like to have your
coopcrutkm In seeing to It that
your dog Is vaccinated and tagged,
so that it will be easier to distin-
guish them from the stray dogs
that. In so many cases, are dump-
ed In our city.

If anyone has any complaint of
either the dog law or the manner
in which we are handling the

thy are invited to meet
with the City Council at our re-

gular meeting Monday. Aug. 7. at
7:30 p. m.. at which we will dis-

cuss our views and come up with
some solution that a majority of
the people will cooperate with.

As I said. I want to be fair ubout
the dog situation, and everything
in general, and still maintain the
safety of our children.
