J. E. Robinson, AssistantSecre

tary-Treasu-rer of the Post Na-
tional Karm Loan Association,
received information that the
board of directors of the Federal
Land Hnnk of Houston author-
ized the lowering of the interest
rate to 4 per cent on all Federal
Land Dank Loans, made through
national farm loan associations
that now bear interest rate at
above 4 per cent per annum, ef-
fective July 1, 1044.

This reduction In the contract
rate of interest will effect about
70 per cent of the land bank bor-
rowers In this area, according to
Mr. Robinson.

All land bank loans have bcon
made at a contract rate of 4 per
cent since March 1935.

"The action of the board of di
rectorsof the bank in effect guar
antees that the rate will not go
higher than 4 per cent for the life
of the loan," Robinson said.
"This voluntary reduction of the
contract rate of interest is made
possible by the successful opera-
tion of the Land Bank System of
cooperativecredit which is design-- d

to make available necessary
farm credit at low rates and on
long terms"

(all will obviate raking In spring.

Don't forget to keen adding to
the compost pile every leaf that
falls. Whether It bo a trta, shrub
or evergrcon,It slwtitd be added to
the pile. All the refuse plants
from your vegetablegarden, pro-
vided they are not seriously dis
eased,should be added to the pile.
If you lo rtflt like the looks, cover
it with a very thin laver of soil.
There is no need for adding lime.
u you do not mix garbageIn tho
pile, there will be nothing to at
tract files; and unless you have
some seedsIn it, it will not ovon
tempt rats and mice. By next fall
you will have a fine lot of humus
to spado Into the soil to loosen It
or put on top of the ground as a
mulch.

The difficulty of obtaining ship
ments from nurseries, owing to
labor shortagesand trucking re
strietions,may make it temporarily
necessaryfor us to grow our own
shrubs from seed. Besides, it is
lots of fun. Since tho seeds of
many trees and shrubs require
rest periods at low temperature.
it is well to sow all of them this
fall, preferably before Christmas.
Germination can be hastenedby
removing the fleshy part of the
fruit and sowing just the seeds
alone Why not get together in
your neighborhoodand gather the
seeds of all your various shrubs,
and swap?Try this with the var
ious flowering crabs, bush honey
suckles, viburnums, privets, and
Darticularly the rose of Sharon.
Since you are apt to forget where
you have sown these seeds, you
had better make a cold frame, sow
the seedsin rows, making a little
planting plan, and put It where
you can find it when they come
up next year.

Fruits and vegetablesleft to rot
on the ground all winter spread
disease next season. Remember
that a well bred pig will be thank-
ful for even the rottenestof rotten
apples.
