LUBBOCK — The recently relea-
sed schedule of premiums and dis-
counts that will be used to deter-
mine the loan value of American
Upland cotton from the 1968 crop,
excluding micronaire differences,
leaves physical loan prices virtuak
ly unchanged from those In effect
for 1968,

Premiums and discounts for gra-
de and staple length are within 10
points of the 1988 schedule for each
of the 532 different combinations
The schedule for both years applies
to the base loan price of 20.25 cents
per pound for Middling-inch cotton
at average location,

Generally speaking, loan prices
in 1089 for cotton stapling an inch
or longer and grading below Midd-
ling will be down 5 or 10 points
(25 to 50 cemis per bale), and sta-
