Public meetings now

The recent Blst Texas Legisiature enacted
legislation closing the loopholes whereby many
state and local governmental bodies held meetings
behind closea doors, barrving the press and the
public.

The 6lst Legislature proved that it really
menal busiress about public meetings being open
to the public when the legislators passed and
Gov. Preston Smith signed into law an act that
governing and taxing bodies must .ive._mm days
motice of meetings where actions alfy taken in-
volving the public interest. Most governing bodies
will comply. Those which do not are asking for
trouble

In 1987 the Texas Legislature passed a law
making it mandatory for all state and local gov
emmental badies 1o make their meetings open o
the public. The principal exception to this was
meetings in which personnel hiring or firing was
to be discussed. Such matters could be handled
bohind closed doors in announced execulive sess
In Post, the legislation presented no problem
Traditionally, meetings of school boards, commis-
sloners courts and city councils have always been
open to the public, which really means open to
the press since most citizens have not avalled
themselves of the opportunity to attend such meet.
ings. In other communities, however, the same
openness has not always been practiced. Govern-
ing bodies have sither had something 1o hide or
have fallen victim to the urge to manage the
mews. They could do this by having “‘closed door'
meetings and reporting only what they wanted

open to public

people to know about

Several governing bodies have flaunted the 1967
law by closing their doors to both citizens and
reporters. In a few Instances complaints have
been filed and public officials, some of whom
serve without pay, have been fined by the courts
Other school boards, city councils and the lke
found a way around the law, II they did not want
their work to be scrutinized by the public, they
simply held “called meetings”’ at unannounced
times to take care of business they wanted to keep
secret, leaving only routine matters on the agen-
da of regular meetings

It is grossly unfair to the public they serve
for any governing body to try to keep news ot
their proceedings from the public. We are glaa
the Legislature has clamped down on such prac
tices. We'd also be misrepresenting facts if we
were to say that it has always been “a bed o
roses'' here in Post as far as reporting the pro-
ceedings of some of our governing bodies are
concerned. There are some things these governs
ing bodies had rather keep out of the paper, bul
as long as they affect the public we fes] the public
has a right to know about them, and our inten
tions are to continue reporting them

At the same time, we realize that since the
newspapers and other media now have what they
have sought for many years, the area of respon.
sibility is shifted back to us, It is now incumbent
on the press to report all meetings fairly and
objectively, attempting always to convey the pro-
per spirit of these meetings, without sensational
ism and without bias. —CD

Nevertheless, hte court held him
| Hable ~ not for Margaret's bad
| driving but for his own bad teach-
ing. The judge said Fred should
have made some effort, either by
word of gesture, to avert the
crash

According to law, if you take
on the responsibility of teaching
someone to drive, you also take
on the responsibility of doing so
with reasonable care,

However, the law does recognize
that o leacher's control has prac-
tical limits, In another case, after

the driving lesson was supposed
to be over, the pupil—acting on
impulse — started the car again

and jerked forward. The teacher
shouted a warning and pulled the
emergency braks, but not quickly
enough to avold hitting a pedes-
trian
