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34 cents doesn't tell the story
This Is National Library Week In Texas and

the main concern being voiced across the Lone
Star Stateby library patrons is the "shamefully
low state average" of $1.24 per capita by which
Texans support their public libraries.

This obviously Is bad. In California the flfjure
is $3.89 and back In Massachusettswhoro culture
has flourished for almwt two centuries now It's
$4.61.

When you consider the fact that tax support
of the Post Public Library Is mi even a third"
of the low Texas nvemae only 31 cents to be
exact you'd probably txpact The Dispatch, which

has always fought for library developmenthere,
to be outraged.

But we're not.
That 3--t cents doesn't tell the story.
You simply can't measurethe love and devo-

tion of local book lovers who huve created and
nurtured the Post Public Library into belnf? and
then pushed It forward to rather amazins ac-

complishmentsin tax dollars and cents and per
capita average.

As far as The Dispatch knows, the Post
Public Library is the only public library In Texas
now being operated solely on volunteer help.

Just look at what we have.
We have a volunteer librarian who devotesa

portion of each working day to the library. We
have volunteers who work behind the checkout
desk and keep the library operating, devoting a
portion of eachweek to this assignment.We have
others who can scan book catalogs and keep
abreast of the new book market to purchase
books. We have others who catalog books so the
proper record can be made before placing a
book upon the shelf. We have others who with

'Travel should be void as any other com-

modity." Dick Robert of ih Texas Highway
Department told the more than 100 people who
attendedthe regional meeting of the Texas State
Historical Survey Committee here April 15.

Our library has its own "booster club," com-

posed of from 300 to 500 dues paying members,
who supportour library developmentand actual-
ly give of their own time and effortsto "work at
the Job." Friends of a Public Library has raised
hundredsof dollars for the purchaseof new books
through its 1968 Book Fair, Us big gifts drive, and
Its contributionsmadeout of its own membership
funds.

But this Isn't all.

The general public has been most coopera-
tive. Hundreds of books have been given to the
library by Individuals. Clubs and organizations
have made cash gifts, participated In the book
fair, and madeother contributions towards the
library's success.

But this isn't all.
The 34 centsper capita In public funds ($1,500

from the city and $500 from the county) does
not represent all of the governmental contribu-
tion. The city provided the space In City Hall
and paid the bill for the complete remodeling of
the main library room. It is heated In winter and
cooled in summer Just like the other rooms In
the city hall. Even a telephone extension puts a
telephone right on the librarian's desk.

You can do a lot with figures. Some people
say you can do anything with figures.

But here is something you can't do with fig-

ures. You can't transcribeall the volunteerwork,
the organizational support, and the community
help Into a "per capita" contribution for library
support.

No, that 34 cents per capita "contribution"
figure the state library organization has placed
alongside the Post Public Library's name doesn't
bother us a bit.

We only wish we could accurately measure
the "lov and dvotkm" of local book lovers and
put that alongside the 34 cents.-- IC

Gasoline tax is

large 'provider'
NEW YORK The gasoline tax,

50 years old this year, brings In $1

million an hour, Oil Facts re-

ports.
The first gasoline tax, called by

some the "painless penny," was
levied In Oregon In February, 1919,
to provide money for highway con-

struction. The late Loyal M. Gra-
ham, the legislator who
the tax measure, said he never
thought the Idea would spread.But
by 1929 every slate and theDistrict
of Columbia had gasoline taxes,
nnd the federal governmentJoined
them In 1932. The averagestate
gasoline rate today Is 6.8 cents n
gallon; the federal levy 4 cents.

Total state and federal motor
fuel tnx collections for 1969 will
come close to $9 billion more
thnn the revenue derived from any
other commodity. The cumulative
total during tho past half century
was more than $120 billion.

Pnrndlchlorobenzcnccrystal, or
naphthalene flakes nrc effective
against both pests provided the
container In which the article, ore
stored Is absolutely air tight. The
mere odor of tho chemical docs
not repel the Insects.
Insecticide, containing DDT,

Strobane or Pcrthonc
nrc fine for protecting clothe, and
blanket,.

Rugs nnd carpets may be treated
with n 5 per cent DDT
every 12 to 13 months, uslnc 114 to
2 quarts of spray on a 9 x 12 rug.
Special attention should be given
to the parts of a nip or carpet un-

der furniture not often moved nnd
around heat registers nnd under
radiators, emphasisethe entomolo-
gists.

Furs should be stored only In
commercial facilities where they
will receive professional care and
can be Insuredagainst damage.

THE ENTOMOLOGISTS recom-
menda spray containing 2 per cent
chlordane, 3 per cent premium
grade mnlathlon or one-ha- lf per
cent dlazlnon for the treatment of
surfaces over which Insects may
crawl. These andother recommend
ed sprays may be purchased In
rcady-to-us-e pressurizedcontainer?
or as liquids for application with
n hand sprnyer. All hnrd-to-clca-n

places should he sprayed. Closets
may be treated niter clothing has
been removed.

The entomologists advise clean-
ing the home often enough to pre
vent the accumulationof lint, dust
and hnlr. Close attentionshould be
given to rugs and carpets, drapes,
upholsteredfurniture, closets, base-
boards, cracks and moldings and
other hard-to-reac-h areas. Rota-
tion, If possible, of rugs and car-
pets Is suggestedsince Insects us-

ually feed under heavy furniture
where cleaning Is difficult. Woolen
nrtlcles In the home which are not
worth protecting should be remov-

ed since they often harbor Infesta-

tions which can spread. Tho vac-

uum cleaner, say the entomolog-

ists. Is the best tool for doing most
of the necessarycleaning.

It's the Law
.MURDliR UY AUTOMOBILE
Although cars kill more than

50,000 Americans every year, we
soldom think of n car us u murder
weapon. Nevertheless, with grow-
ing frequency, motorists are being
convicted of the crime of murder '

by automobile.
The key Ingredient, lipping the

offense from mere manslaughter
to murder, Is malice Ami n Jury
may find malice by logical deduc-
tion from the circumstancesof the
killing. For example:

A man who was rebuffed by his
girl friend pushed her out of the
cur, rnn her down, then backed
over her prostrate body. In this
behavior n jury found ample evi-

dence of malicious intent, and
brought In n verdict of murder by
automobile.

Even if a driver has no specific
Intent to kill anybody, he may still
commit murder If his conduct is
reckless enough to Imply malice.

Thus, in another case, n man
decided It would bo great fun to
drive up close to pedestriansond
make them jump. After playing
this little game several tlmos, he
misjudged his dlstnncc and struck
down an Innocent victim.

Tried afterward for murder by
automobile, the man pleaded n

lack of any Intent to kill. But the
court found him guilty ns charged.

"Malice," said tho Judge, "does
not necessarilymoon an actual In-

tent to take human life. It may
be Implied, as when an act Is done
so recklessly ns to manifestdepra-

vity of mind and disregard of hu-

man life."
Still, however wrongful, n driv-

er's conduct, he is not guilty of
murder If there Is no causal con-

nection between his bad driving
ond tho accident Itself.

Suppose, for Instance, that a
drunken driver Is traveling down
the street when ho suddenly has n

blowout. If the car jumps the
curb and kills a pedestrian,solely
becauseof the blowout, the driver
could not bo convicted of murder

TV SETS AND TORNADOES

Dear Editor:
The use of a television set to

detect tornadoes isnew and easy
to understand.

I live In Gage,Okla., which with
much of the rest of Northwest Ok-

lahoma, lies in what has some-
times been called tornadoalley.

We are fairly well accustomed
to possible severe weather warn-
ings, possible tornado anddamag-
ing wind warnings and tomado
sighted warnings. We know that
tornadoescan, with about SO per
cent accuracy, be picked up and
locatedon radar. They can also be
picked up on an Instrument called
an oscilloscope and be partially lo
cated dlrccUonally and as to place.
Othervery sophisticatedequipment
Is also available for making a tor-
nado's presenceknown.

Certainly one should pay heed to
warnings being made using some
of the methods just mentioned.

Within the past three years an-

other method of knowing a tornado
is In the area and close has been
discovered.It was first announced
Sept. 23, 1968 and was discovered
by Newton Wcller of West Des
Moines, Iowa. It is called the Wcl-
ler Method after him It makesuse
of televisionand works on the prin-
ciple that lightning and the severe
electrical disturbance associated
with a tornadoare nearthe 53 meg-
acycle frequency found on Channel
2 of one's television set.

This methodhasdetectedthe pre-
senceof a tomado as far away as
30 miles, though 20 miles is usually
about maximum and five miles

should be considered average. It
has warned of the presenceof a
tornado when no other warnings
of any kind have beengiven. Using
it onehasn maximum of 15-2-0 min-
utes to reach shelter. It will work
with any television set, black and
white or color. It will work with a
set using a high antennaor with a
built-i- n "rabbit ears"type antenna.
The higher the antennatho farther
away a tornadocan be detectedis
all.

To use this method of learning of
the presenceof a tornadoone first
turns the set to Channel 13. which
is 211 megacyclesand as far from
the frequency of lightning as is
possible on most television sets.

I and turns the brightness control
down to the point that the screenis
black Then he turns to Channel 2
and if there Is no storm In the area
Channel 2 should also be black.
Lightning will be seenon this chan-
nel. If the lightning of an approach-
ing storm produces wide white
bandswhich linger on the television
screen, the storm approaching
should be considered dangerous
enough to seek shelter. If the
screen becomes completely white
a tornado Is definitely In the area
and one should seekshelter Immed-
iately. This is true whether there
are programs on channels 12 and
2 or not.

A portable batteryset Is probably
most satisfactory tor use in warn-
ing of the presenceof a tomado
because It will remain on even
though there is a power failure.

One should, of course, pay at-

tention to severe weather warning

' Congressmen, they will find them-
selves having to subscribe and
pay for the samo typo of television
progrnms they now receive on
free television.

"The objective of the national
committee," Hopkins declared, "Is
to join with local, civic, fraternal,
labor, social, old age, school, hos-- j
pltol nnd other groups in soliciting
n minimum of 25,000,000 signatures
on petitions urging their Senators
and Congressmen to take immed-
iate action to preclude the FCC
from authorizing Pay TV, In any
form.

' "There are many people In our
community," he added, "who de--1

pend on free television ns their
main sourceof entertainment, re-
creation, education and Informn-- I
tlon, who would be unable to pay
for programson Pay TV. Some of
thesepeople arc shut Ins, agedor
sick. In some cases where there
are children In the family the par-
ents would be hard pressedto pay
the children's viewing bills, no less
their own. These people ns
well as all membersof the public,
havethe right to the free airwaves,
which should not be usurped for
the benefit of special Interests.

"We are collecting signatureson
petitions at our theatres and wel-
come the participation of all pub-
lic minded citizens who wish to
Join In this campaign to keep tele-
vision free," Hopkins concluded.
