Care
and cleanliness should be used In
the preparation, cooking nnd serv-
ing.

1. Failure to adequately cook
foods.
2. Not keeping cold foods cold and

hot foods hot.
3. Lack of cleanliness.
Frozen poultry should be cooked

promptly nfter thawing. Use chil-
led poultry within 1 to 2 days.
Completely cook poultry at one
one time. Never partially cook,
store and finish nt a Inter date.

Sometimes alter you have thor-
oughly cooked a chicken, the meat
around thebones will nppcar red-
dish brown. It's safe to cat. The
fryers were marketed young
bctore bone marrow had fully har-
dened. The red blood cells have
seeped in to the meat causingthe
color.

Always cook poultry (as well as
all other meats) at low modcratcm
temperatures.This provides max-
imum tendernessand juiciness with
less shrinkage. It also helps make
sure the center U fully cooked
without the outside being overdone.
Over-cooke- d protein food toughens,
making digestion difficult.

Checkout computers
for grocery stores
being demonstrated
COLLEGE STATION A com-

puter for checkouts at the grocery
store, which would mean speedier
checkouts and savings for the r,

has been demonstrated for
the U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture, announcesGwendolyneClyatt,
extension specialist in consumer
marketing.

The computerized checkout sys-
tem was demonstrated by Virginia
Knaucr, presidential assistant for
consumer affairs, at the agricul-
tural Research Service Olfflcc of
the USDA. It Ls the first w o r king
trial model.

The svstem consists of nn ecr.
trie scanner, held over the product
that reads the code label and re-
cords the Dricc. nnmn nmnnnt nnd
other Identifying data about the'
item. The customer receives a dc--!
tailed list of Items purchased, pric-
es, tax and number of stamnsHuf
The computer records this informa-
tion and maintains an Invcntorv bv
name and automatic ordering i n- -

lormnnon tor sheir replacement. It
does not, however, handle fresh
produce Items such as lettuce or
unpackaged carrots.

Both time In the checkout lines
nnd consumer money can be saved
by Installing the computers. A I so,
the system will save clerks

time and may encourage
lower food prices.

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WHAT'S IN IT?
By CHARLES DIDWAY

EVANS
The Welsh were much later

than other nationalities in ac-
quiring surnames and when
they did, most of the names
were patronyms family
names derived from the given
name of a father, grandfather
or other ancestor.

Evans, one of the commonest
Welsh surnames, Is a patro-ny- m

meaning "son of Evan."
Evan, which meant "young
warrior," is one of the Welsh
forms of the name John. The
"s" was added toEvan to de-

note "son or descendant of."
Evan was a popular personal

name in Wales long before it
developed Into a surname. In
England, however, Evans be-

came a hereditarysurname as
early as the 14th century,
which came about through in-

dividuals named Evan migrat-
ing from Wales to England
where the personal name soon
evolved Into a surname.

Sevan, Oevin and Bcvlns are
other Welsh surnamesderived
from Evan. In Wales, "ap"
meant "son of," and "ap
Evan" often became Bcvan,
Dcvln, etc.

Evans Is the eighth common-
est surname in England and
Wales. It ranks 3!Hh among
surnames In the United States,
when it is estimated that 316,-00- 0

persons are named Evans.
In (he Cardiff, Wales, telephone
directory, Evans is the fifth
commonest name, topped only
oy Jones, Davis, Williams and
Thomas, in that order.

Christmas Evans, born on
Chrjstmas Day, 1755, was an
eminent Welsh churchman.
The American Oliver Evans,
who died in 1319, invented a
machine for making the card-teet- h

used In enrdtng wool and
cotton, and also Invented a
high pressure steam engine.
Tho English novelist Mary Ann
Evans wrote under the pen
name George Eliot.

One of the first of the name
If. America was John Evans,
an early settler of Roxbury,
Mass.

There are towns named Ev-
ans in Colorado, Florida and
Indiana, as well as a number
of places In tho U. S. with
such names as Evansvllle and
Evanston.

Block, Inc., America's largest tax
service.

White collar workers frequently
have felt somewhat neglected In
past years when they filled out
their Federal tax returns. Many
tax saving deductions which were
available to other kinds of workers
were denied to office employees.

Although provisions granting re-
lief to white collar workers have
been In effect for some time, there
are many people in this category
who are not taking advantage of
their rightful tax deductions. While
these deductions are available to
all qualified taxpayers,they apply
primarily to white collar workers.

Deduction for Training
If tho goal is right, cost for

special educational training can
be deductible. If the training is
primarily to increase your profici-
ency In your presentJob, or if It
is required by your employer, your
costs will probably be ductlble,

For example, an office worker
is In charge of programming com-
puters in the accounting depart-
ment. His employer expects him
to keep up with developments in
tho computer field, so he takes
a special course. The cost of the
course, to tho extent it is not re-
imbursed by his employer, would
be deductible. A man In the sales
department in the same company
wants to get into computer work,
so he takes the samecourse. The
cost of the course would not be de-
ductible for him because it does
not apply to his present post.

Mayt Car Expense
An office worker cannot deduct

his car expensesfor transportation
to and from work. But if he is re-
quired to run errands for his em-
ployer or to drive his car between
Job locations and he is not fully
reimbursed for these expenses by
his employer, they would be de-
ductible.

Deduct Subscriptions
Offico workers can also deduct

subscriptions to professional jour-
nals relating to their work, mem-
bership fees In professional organ-
izations, and of course, any char-
itable contributions made at work.
Fees paid to employment agencies
to find employment are also de-
ductible.

Moonlighters
Many people take second Jobs

or "moonlight" in order to supple-
ment their income. Such moon-
lighting can createspecial tax sit-
uations that are often misunder-
stood. For purposes of withheld-Inc- .

each employer is required to
withhold taxes from you as if that
were the only Job you held during
the year. This Is true even though
you may do maxing only CO per
week. On a job paying this amount
there would be no withholding for
Federal income taxes, Your annual
wage would be only J1,00 and

Of course in your case this mon
ey Is added to thesalary you re-
ceive on your regular job and the
total amount is taxed.

In any case the best procedure
to follow is to sit down, estimate
your total income and deductions
and calculate roughly what your
tax liability will be at the end of
tne year. Then, after figuring your
total withholding from your reg-
ular job, it is a fairly simple mat-
ter to determine how much addi-
tional tax should be paid to the
government.

Another point to remember is
that If your regular job pays you
more than $7,800you may have a
credit for excess F.I.C-A- . The
maximum amount that can be
withheld from your pay for social
security is $374 40 (4 S per cent of
$7,860) Again, each employer
