Story Of Cotton Outlook For 1955

COLLEGE STATION (Spl.)
Support prices and acreage al-

lotments tell the story of cotton
production In Texas for 1955.

The state's share of national
production next year must come
from 7,612,779 acres, which Is the
55 allotment for Texas. This is
compared with 7,621.000 acres
harvested, this year. National
production for next year Is set
at 10,000,000 balesof upland and
30,000 bales of long staple cot-

ton.
The support price for upland

cotton will range from 82.5 to
90 per cent of parity.

John G. Mcllaney, extension
agricultural economist says the
total carryover of cotton In the
U. S. on Aug. 1, 1955 about the
time Texasfanners harvest tholr
new crop Is estimated at 9,200,-00-0

bales. This compares with
u carryover of 9,600,000 bales on
August 1 this year. Total cotton
supply for 1951-5- Is estimated
at 23,000,000 bales, Including the
carryover.Last year's total was
22,000,000.

The economist says domestic
mills are expected to consume
more cotton this year. Exports
aro predicted to Jump 700.000
bales over last year. Smaller
foreign stocksand a higher rate
of consumption abroad are the
