Do you have a right to adver-
tise whatever you please In your|
local newspaper, so long as you
are wiling to pay for the space?

No. As a matter of fact, ads
waorth millions of dollars are re
jected annually by the nation's
press, usually on grounds of bad
taste or dishonesty

To the adveertiser who Is turned
down, this may seem o be an un

lawful exercise of power on the
part ol the newspaper. One mer-
chant, whose ads were found un

ncceptable, ralsed that fssue In a
court test
