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Texas needs a new Family Code
While the emphasis is on taxes In this now

session of the Texas Legislature, there is consid-
erable other Important legislation in the mill.
For Instance, a law designed to deal more ef-

fectively with the problems that beset children
and their parent in a troubled time.

The State Bar of Texas is sponsoring the bill
.which. If passed, will complete the enactment of
a new modern Family Code for Texas.

Specifically, the proffered legislation deals
with the support, custody, and visitation of child-
ren whose parents are divo.ied, with adaption,
juvenile delinquency and areas of the law re-

lated to these.
We like the proposed law because its provis-

ions dtaling with suppo.t, custody, and visitation
are aimed at eliminartng the flaws and gaps in
present laws much of which dates backto Vic-

torian time.
As lawyers and Judgesknow, when murriugos

break up. the children are often not only the
spoils but the weupons in the battle between the
spousos.Undtr present law these private "wars'
can go on almost Interminably und sometimes
simultaneously in several courts. The result has
often compoundedboth bitterness and expense.

The new provisions would streamline the
procedures for handling such cases. The new
statuteswould make clear that only one court
could hear any such case and which court that
Is. The purpose is to save the parties money,
time and inconvenienceand reduce the likelihood
of some of the more undesirable incidents such

The dog bounty method of going after stray

dogs which worked so well the first time it was
tried here last year is going to be tried again,
beginning Friday, Jan. 22.

The mayor and city councitmen had tecelved
so many complaints about stray dogs in many
Instances, packs of them that they decided at
the Januarycity council meeting to da something
about it. Since the payment of dog bounties Is

about the only thing that has ever been made
tp work here in reduc ng the stray dog popula-
tion it wus decided .o go that route again.

WHAT'S IN IT?

By CHARLES DID WAY

COOPER
When surnames began evolv-

ing in medieval times it was
natural for a man to take his
name from his trade. These oc-

cupational names, which in-

clude the name Cooper, form
one of the four major classlfl-Hon-s

of surnames.
A cooper was one who made

or repaired wooden casks,
buckets or tubs, the word It-

self being a derivative of tho
Latin "cupa" or "cuppa" (a
vessel). The name first appear-
ed in written records as Robert
le Cupcre when an Individual
of that name was listed In the
Pipe Rolls in Surrey, England,
In 1176.

The popularity of the name
Cooper may be attributed to

In
the universal use of ale, beer
und wines in the Middle Ages
by people of nil classes. This
created a considerableneed for
the makers of casks, tubs and
barrels in which to store the
liquid refreshments.

Cooper is the 28th common-
est name in K n g 1 a n dand
Wales nnd Is also quite com-
mon in Scotland nnd Ireland.
It ranks 52nd among surnames
in the United States with an
estimated 250.000 persons nam-
ed Cooper.

One of the earliest English-
men of the name to attain pro-

minence was Thomas Cooper,
who died in 1594. His greatest
work was a thesaurus, general-
ly known as "Cooper's Dic-

tionary," with which Queen
Elizabeth I was said to be
greatly pleased.

The most famous American
of the name was the novelist
James Fenimorc Cooper, fam-
ed for his vivid stories about
Indians and the sou. His fath-
er, Judge William Cooper,
founded the village of Coopers-town-.

N. Y.. which today is
the site of the Baseball Hall of
Fame.

Peter Cooper wns an Ameri-
can manufacturer. Inventor
and philanthropist who in 1859

founded Cooper Union in New
York City to provide free in-

struction to working men and
women In urt. applied sclonce
nnd technical knowledge bear-
ing on industries and engineer-
ing.

NATION'S CHEMISTS REPORT
ON POLLUTION SOLUTION
The United States could do some

thing about pollution now It It
would really use the sc 1 entitle
knowledge already available. This
Is one of the overall conclusionsof
a 260-pag- e reporton "Cleaning Our
Environment The Chemical Das-I-s

for Action," which was made
public recently by the Ameri c an
Chemical Society,

The report, which pres e n ts
a comprehensiveand ac-

count of the currentstatusof man's
knowledge of the chemistry of en-

vironmental Improvement, Is t h e
result of an exhaustive threc--y e ar
study by the Society's Commltt e c
on Chemistry and Public Affairs.
The technical content, covering air
and waterpollution, solid waste dis-

posal, and the role of pesticides,
was assembled by a task force
made up of 26 of the nation's lead-
ing environmental scientists and
engineers.

Far from offering a single cure-a- ll

for the nation's complex pollu-

tion problem, the Chemical Socie-
ty's report contains a total of 7 3
recommendations, dealing with
such things as automobile exhaust,
pesticides, fertilizers, mine drain-
age, industrial discharges, jun k ed
autos, and numerous problems as-

sociated with trashand sewage dls-pos-

and water and air purifica-
tion.

The principal e mp h a s I s w a s
placed on the immediate applica-
tion of existing science and techno-
logy which, according to report, is
not being adequately used.

At a public ceremony in the
Rayburn House Office Building in
Washington, D.C., the report was
presented to representatives of
Congressand the executive deport-
ments and agencies of the federal
government. It was mailed to state
and local officials in all parts o f
the country, and to executives, ad-

ministrators, and scientists in i

and universities.
The nation alreadyhas approved

many of the legal and administra-
tive measures required to clean up
the environment, the report says.
What Is needed now is Increased
application measures. This will rc

the cooperation of many
people from a variety of disciplines
such as law, sociology, politics, and
economics, as well as science and

to get a better understanding of the
pollution problem. This researc h
must be startednow, so that It can
provide the knowledge necess ar y
to solve the new problems of t h e
near future. The report focuseson
areasthat appearmost advanc c d
and recommends thespecific areas
in which more work must bo done.

In the long run, the cost of pollu-
tion and its control will be p a I d
for by the Individual citizen, I n
taxes used to administer control
and solution-seekin- g Investigations.
In return, the citizen will gain a
lot for his investment. D e 1 1 er
health, cleaner lakes and ri v ers
for recreation, cleaner laundry in
the back yard, longer life for th e
paint on houses,and less corrosion
and breakdown of appliances and
other equipment arc among the re-
wards.

Cost, the report concedes, "1 s
probably the most powerful con-
straint that the nation must d c al
with." The report urges biochem-
ists, biologists, an d other 1 1

researchersto seek radical
innovations and more workable sol-
utions.

Other recommendations call for
researchon the main contaminants
of the atmosphere and measure
ment of the movements of pollut- -

. i - i , tmux in uruun anu reRiunai areas,
developmentof methods for remov-
ing sulphur from fuels and utility
stack gases, and a concerted r

program on the ecologlca 1

effects of air pollutants.
The technology is available to up-

grade sharply the handling and
disposal of city refuse, but it is be-

ing applied only to a very limited
extent, the report states.

Minimum use of persistent pesti-
cides, the development of bctt c r
biological and cultural methods of
fighting insects, andeducation o f
pesticido users in safe methods arc
recommendedas ways of obtaining
economic control of pests on crops
and animals with minimal adverse
effects on nature.

Certainly, the American Chemical
Society's report is an import a n t
milestone forthe pollution solution.

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70 cotton crop was
strongeston record

LUBBOCK The 1970 cotton,
crop from the Texas High Plains
was the strongest ever record e d,
had mlcronalro readings equal to1

the best since 106-1- , graded better
than any yearsince 1965 but had
tho shortest average staple length
since 1966.

These facts camo last week from
the final report on cotton quality
for the season, released by Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc. The r e port,
Issued periodically during the har-
vest season each year since 1957,
Is used by PCG as a tool for the
promotion of High Plains cotton
sales to textile mills both in the
U. S. and abroad. It is supplied
without charge to textile mills a
round theworld, to the cotton trade
and others as a "catalogue"of the
qualities and quantities of cott o n
available from the Plains area.

Strength of the High Plains fiber,
as measured on the zero gauge
Prcssley, in 1970 averaged 84,900

pounds per square inch, 2,900 psl
above the 82,000 psi record estab-
lished In 1968 and equalled again
In 1969.

The 1970 mlcronaire average of
3.7 was tho same as the average
for 1969 and equal to the same high
established in 1964. The percentage
of the 1970 crop falling in the pre-
mium 3.5 to 4.9 mlcronaire range
came to 68.3, also about the same
as 1969.

While the 41.2 per cent of the
crop grading "white" in 1970 was

considerably better than tho 24 per
cent in 1969 it still fell well short
of the 1965 crop when 61 per cent
was In the White category. Light
spotted cotton for 1970 totaled al
most 45 per cent of the crop,
as compared to 48 per cent the
previous year and only 36 per cent
in 1965.

Staple average for 1970, accord
lng to the PCG report, was only
31 1 thirty-second- s of an inch, the
shortest crop since 1966 when area
production had an average staple
length of only 30.4 "thirty-second- s,

This was the second consecutive
year of declining staple on t h w
Plains. Staple averages for 19 6 7,
1968 and 1969 were 31.6 thirty-second- s,

32.3 thirty-second- s and 3 1.5
thirty-second- s, respectively.

The rise (from 1966 to 1968) and
fall (from 1968 to 1970) of s t a p le
length on the High Plains is a n
exact reflection of marketing con- -

dltlons for the different staples dur
ing the period. In 1966 and 1967,

when High Plains farmers were
growing predominately short
staples, long staples were the darl-
ings of the textile world. They sold
for substantial premiums over
government loan values while short
staples sold barely above, or were
committed to, the loan. Mill people
at the time were telling farmers
that the lonitcr cottons were d c--
f nltely tho cottons of the future.

Cotton producers on the P 1 alns
took them at their word and In 1968
produced almost 68 per cent of
their crops In staplesof an inch or
longer. But the market premiums
they expected were not forthcom-Inc-.

Since 1968 tho longer cottons
have sold at loan price or barely
above, and short staples have
brought tho premiums above loan
values.

I Physical p r I c e s for the h I gh
grade. longer staplesarc situ nign
er than physical prices for low
grade, shortstaples. But these lat-

ter cottons have been In greate r
demand and have sold significantly

; above loan values. And it appears
that farmers, when selecting varie-
ties, have given more weight t o
"premiums over the loan" than to
physical prices.

If they continue to do so, and If
the shorter staples continue In de-

mand, no Increase in stuple length
on the High Plains can be expect-
ed In the near future.
