Lessening the body stressor the
cows encouragesweight gains that
arc necessary for n large percent-
age of the herd to eventually pro-
duce calves of an adequateweight

'loverly .mid that females in mod-ernt- e

flesh following cnlvlng should
be gnlnlng one-fourt-h to one-hai- r

of a pound dally, while cows In
poor condition should gain up to
three-fourth- s of n pound a day.

Production requirements of t h c
mature cow Includes nutrients for
body maintenance, lactation, n n d
rebrcedlng. Ucvcrly pointed o u t
that early w c n n I n g. creep
feeding, or holding calves off the
cow for part of tho day con lessen
lactation stress.

In herds where the cows hu v e
been with bulls before the early
weaning time, pregnancy testing
may be desirable. Unbred females
can be ted to stimulate reproduc-
tive activity. Females pregnant at
the time of early weaning may
be put on n maintenance diet.

Feed saved here can be used to
maintain other cows or It can be
fed directly to their calves. In the
overall picture this means mo r c
cows enn be carried per acre, and
bettor use of low quality forages
can be made. Hevcrly pointed out.

In early weaning (after
days of age) the calves c n n be
pennedand allowed to nurse twice
dally. Putting cnlvos in a relatively
small pen with a palatable fe u a
available will stimulote early eat-
ing.

CARTER

In medieval times' when sur-

names were just beginning to
come into common usage, n
man's trade was Important,
and the name Carter was first
applied to Identify someone
who was "n maker or driver
of carts."

By modern standards,there
were few vehicles in the Eng-
land of the Middle Ages, but
those few were Important. On
every manor of any size there
would have to be n cart of
some kind, a primitive nffnlr
but valuable for drawing heavy
farm produce or casks of nlu
slowly over the muddy lanes.

Great lords and barons who
frequently moved from one
castle to another with a vast
amount of paraphcrnntia hud
carls as well as pack horses
to bring their baggage.In such
n world the carter, managing
his team of oxen or horses in
conditions that today would be'
thought impassable, was at
least a well-know- n character.

Carter is one of the common-
est of all English surnamesnnd
is found in all portions of the
country. Becauseit is of the oc-

cupational classification, how-
ever, many personsbearing the
name may have In common
only that their ancestorsshared
a common trade.

In frequency of occurrence,
names In England and Wales
Carter ranks 50th nmong sur-an-d

is nlso found in Scotland
nnd Ireland.
