Almost two thousand years ago the ears
of the Master heard the words, "Sir, | have no
man . . ." (John 5:7) These words fell from

the lips of a man who had suffered from a phy-
sical infirmity for some thirty-eight years. He

was a man who had been carried daily to the
pool callsd Bethesda with the hopes of being
healed. It was the belief that at a certain sea-
son an angel moved the waters of the pool, and
the first person to enter into the troubled wat-
ers would be healed of his malady. As Jesus
approached the pool and saw the man lying
before Him He asked the question, "Wilt thou
be made whole?" In answer to the question
the impotent man said the words that concern
us at this time. Those words being, "'Sir, | have
no man, when the water is troubled, to put me
into the pool: but while | am coming another

steppeth down before me."

Now almost twenty centuries later those

same words are falling from the spiritual lips

of mankind as they are suffering from an infirm-
ity of soul, and are unable to help themselves.
This inability to help one's self in a spiritual
way is no fault of the individual. It is the sinful
nature of man, and only another person can
help them find the healing that their soul de-
sires. The Christian is ever passing in review of
the souls as they cry in distress in the many and
varied ways the cry comes forth, but most of
the time we never hear the cry for help. And,
the needy, afflicted soul of mankind outside of
God continues %o cry, "'l have no man” even as

we pass and do not hear his call for help.

We do not have to go far to find the sick
soul, for many times it will be under our own
roof in our own household, next door, across
the street, or across town. It is an indictment
against every Christian if that sick soul can
say, "'| have no man to put me in touch with

the healing waters of the pool, Jesus Christ."

territory when food was scarce
even after he became agricultural
and sedentary, he now can adapt
his environment to his needs in
stead of the other way around

But man has retained the adap-
tive mechanisms — including vio-
lence and aggression -— derived
from a long history of mammalian
and primate evolution. Violence
and agression show up as inclina-
tions to fight in a time of emer
gency. Unfortunately, today this
fighting response Is not always the
best response to social, cultural,
and psvchological stresses

Human beings are uniquely en
dowed, both biologically and cul-
turally, to adapt to their environ-
ment, and although we are capable
of consciously determining the na-
ture of our environment, our out-
moded adaptive behavior — our
violent aggression — according to
Drs. Giula and Daniels, prevents
us from doing so

Current examples of violence and
