Moreland, who is gencrnl su-
perintendent for Brown Brothers,
Et Al. said 05 per cent of the
Industry's crude oil Inventories,
10 per cent of Its light products
and 12 per cent of its residual
fuel oil are unavailable for sale
continuously, becauseof this
factor.

He said the value of crudeoil
and major products tied up in
this process is substantially in
excess of one billion dollars"

cessity of a runoff election, and In 1921, Mn
Ferguson defeated Felix D. Robertson, 413,-75- 1

to 316,019.

DAN MOODY WAS THE WINNER In the
1026 runoff, beating Ma Ferguson, 495,723 to
270,595, and in 1930 Ma enteredthe Texaspoll,
tlcal picture again by losing to Sterling In the
runoff, 473,371 to 381,402, after loading him In
the first .primary.

THE YEAR 1932 BROUGHT THE "tight"
runoff election betweenMa and Sterling, and
In 1931, JamesV.
