"I can’t really say a person
inherita cancer directly. In.
stead, some people inherit a
predisposition or higher risk
for cancer,'' explaine Dr
Louise C. Strong, director of
the Medical Genetics Clinic
at M. D. Anderson

For almost every cancer,
she adds, it is believed that
there are at least two forms
one with inherited implica
tions and the other without

factor varies in significance
for sach cancer site, in almost
every instance those heredity
related cancers are in the
minority, she says

New weed
poses cotton
field threat

LURBOUK A weed scien
tist with the Texas Agricultur
al Experiment Station says @
tough. prolific new weed post
is invading Wes! Texas colton
{ields, and may be as tough to
live with as any weed (armers
have encountered

Dr John Abernathy says the
weed, Rough Blackfont, s a
native of the Trans Pecos area
of Texas, and has been
steadily moving up the state
over the last three vears

Aecording to the Experiment
Station scientist, there were
rveral infectations  of
the weed in Hockley county
mear the Whittharrel commun
ity, where it sometimes
called Duckwesd

During the past year the
plant has spread eastward into
Lubbock county where several
plants were seen along roads
north and northwest of the
city,”” Abernathy says

‘Rough Blackfoot is & very
prolific seed producer,”” he
adds. “Equally important, the
seeds are resistant to the
preplant incorporaled herbi
cides normally used in cotton '

Rough Dlackfoot can emer
ge etther early or lale in the
growing season, depending on
available soil moisture.”” he
says. ““The flowers on the
plant are wvury distinctive in
that they appear as yellow
clusters at ine junction of the
branch and the stem. The
plant can become [our or five
feet tall by harvest and turn
very woody upon maturity
This can severely interfere
with the siripper harvest of
coltan '

In research tests conducted
by Abernathy and his research
assistant, Wayne Keeling, the
only treatments giving accept
able results for controlling the
weed pest were herbicides
such as Caparol and Sancap
when applied peremergence
and in combination with a
preplant incorporated herbi
cide. However. the researcher
cautioned that enough rainfall
must occur to aclivate the
preemergence herbicide treat
ments
Farmers should be aware
Hough Blackfoot and do
everything possible to dispose
of isolated plants.”’ he says
