A representativeof a city plan-

ning firm told Post's city council
Monday night that a city plan now
would save Post both money and
trouble in the future.

A complete city plan, which
would require from six to 18
months of engineering studies to
complete, would cost about $9,800
of which a federal agency would
pay half, he explained.

The city planning representa-
tive, Guy L. McCraw of the Dal-
las firm of Homer A. Hunter As--

jSoclates, consulting engineers,told
Mayor Powell Shytlcs and the
aldermen In his presentation:

I "In the next five years if you
i don't double your population some-
thing Is wrong with you."

He declared that a city planning
survey prepared for the city of
Lubbock m ID 17 is estimated to
have saved Lubbock to date some
$50,000,000 through planned growth.

category except one, he declared.

In a lettor to Rep. Kilgarlln, the chairman of
the Kansas state corporation commission wrote
that . . . "the SouthwesternBell Telephone Co.
makes a tremendousprofit out of its Texas pro-

perties (or the simple reasonthat they are deal-

ing with numerous municipalities and one with
one centralizedagency. When they come in to us
for rate Increases,we notice that of all the states
in the Southwestern Boll system,their Texas pro-

perties show tho biggest profits."
The state commission, under terms of the

bill, would be financed through a tax on utilities
which would raise $3,250,000 this year if enacted.

The proposal drew the fire of the chief of the
Texas utility lobbyists, as expected. It didn't
draw too much sympathy from the
of the legislature, which finally conducted the
hearing after twice cancelling it.

A state utilities commission for Texas still
appears a long ways off. And until people gen-
erally understandthe proposal and stand up and

eases: virus, bacteria, protozoa
and worms; the sourceof theseor-
ganisms (sick people, people who
are carriers, and sick nnimals);

Dr. I, M. Atkins, nnronomlst In
charge of small grain research,
says tho new wheats, resulting
from crossesof n dwarf wheat
from Japan with hard led winter
wheat varieties, grow to 25-3- 5 In-

ches tall, rather than thn' 35-4- or
even50 inches attained by present-
ly planted varieties.

In tests conducted by Dr. Ken
neth B. Porter nt the Southwestern
Great Plains Field Station near
Amarlllo, the top strain of short
wheatproduced75 bushels per acre
compared with 54 bushels by two
widely planted varieties, Concho
nnd Wichita. At the Denton Sta-
tion tlie new strains lodged less
than 5 per cent while producing
high yields. Commercial varieties
lodged up to 80 per cent under the
samegrowing conditions at Denton.

Production of short wheats will
meanmany advantagesto farmers,
Dr. Atkins points out. Higher lev-el- s

of fertility might be used to
producemore grain per acre with
out lodging. The short whealsalso
appearto be more efficient In their
use of fertilizer, increasing their
yield without nn excess production
of strnw.

Quality tests also an-- promising,
Dr. Porter says. However, wo will
do much more tcstlnu for qunlitv.

vvlnter-hnrdines- diseaseresistance,
nuapiation to combine harvesting
nnu outer characteristics so the
wheat will prove itself beforu re
leasing seed to fnrmeis.

Icm of storage of furs.
Remember that mouton is fur,

and thus Is of animal origin and
subject to attack by clothes moths.
For that reason, these coats must
bo protected from clothes moths,

Like any urtlclc made from ani-

mal fibers, it should always be
cleanedbefore storage. This will
destroy any larvae which may be j

in the fur nnd also the eggs that;
will hatch at a Inter date. It Is j

the larvae that does all of the j

damage, and not the adult moth.
After the coat has been thor-

oughly cleaned, it should be
in a mothproof bag or stored

in a cold storage vault at the
cleaners to prevent udult moths
from getting to it nnd luying new
eggs in the fur.

The moth proof container that
is used for storage of the coat
may be u plastic bag securedfrom
the cluuners, u box that is free
from moths, or other containers
that can be sealed completely. In
sealing the container, pay special
attention to the opening for the
hanger. The best practice is to
use scotch tape and seal around
the hanger. Moths can enter thr-
ough a very small hole, so they
should all be sealed. If your stor-
age bag has a zipper, seal over
the zipper with scotch or masking
tape. Moths can enter througn
the zipper. A bm can be sealed

; with masking or plain brown tupt'
Just be sure that the box has no
moths or larvae it it before using
it. Any storage container thut
has been in the home can be dust

led or sprayed with u five ptr-jce-

DDT dust will brush out of the

Any garment or
household article made from these
fibers needs this protection, if
the article is all of animal origin
or is a blend containing 4 small
amount of animal fibers

Post have come to realize this
and have already started search-
ing for ways of Improving Indus-
try.

Post really Is an unusual town.
However, nothing is perfect and
Post certainly has some places
whero Industry can bo Improved.
Hero arc a few things I think
would do a lot toward making a
better Post.

Perhapsthe most important aid
to Post's Industry has already
beenstarted. It Is the White River
Dam Project. Natives and oven
short time residents of this area
rcallzo tho Importance of water In
this country. The White River
Dam will furnish water that Is
badly neededfor tho Industriesand
the surrounding country. With
plenty of water on hand, new In-

dustries which depend on water
will be encouragedto begin com-
panies or branch companies in
our nrcn. It will also make It pos-

sible for the Postex Cotton Mill
to havo a "dye room" added to
their presentplant. There is no end
to the Improvements that are
mado possible with the White
River Dam Project.

Tho biggest Industry In Post Is
the Postex Cotton Mills, Inc. The
mill, ns It is commonly known, has
saved many people from failure.
It has furnished Jobs for hundreds
of people in and aroundPost. Dur--
ing the seven-yea- r drought from
1951-5- many farmers would have
had to sell their forms und move
if they had not been able to get a
Job at the mill. However, Improve-
ments could bo mado nt Postex
Cotton Mill, too.

About three miles west of Post
lies a Caprock. After climbing to
tho top, you will find that almost
all the country is farmed and
most of the farms are of cotton.
Until now, Postex Cotton Mill has
been purchasing their cotton from
Tennesseeand other Southern
states. However, now the farmers
nround Post have Improved their
cotton and its staple enough that
at least some of it could be used
at tho mill. Tills would enable
the.mill to buy at n lower price
or give the local farmers n high--
cr price. It also keeps the money
in our area and that naturally

j helps all industry,
Many of the farms around Post

ihnvo irrigation wells, and many
' of the farmers could be encour--,
aged to grow truck crops. How-
ever, if any one would grow some
thing like tomatoes,he would find
that ho could not sell them to nny
local merchant. It would bo neces-
sary for him to ship his produce
to a distant market which would
profit less money too.

If local merchants would buy
produce from the local growers
many good things would result.
First, the merchants would re-
ceive fresher products. It would
not have to be shipped from some
distant place so it would bo fresh-
er. Second, It would save money
on shipping cost. Third, it would
save money because the local
producers probably would not
charge os much as tho distant
ones anyway. Fourth, such an ex-
change would keep tho money in
our district. If the people around
hero receive the money, they will
bo more likely to trade with local
dealers.

Here are only four things that
would result in tho merchants
trading with local growers. It
must bo realized that only in cer-
tain seasonswould there be a crop
or item for sale. But I think that
most merchants will find that a
little more trading with tho citi-
zens will bring a lot more trade
for them by tho citizens. Also
there are some things that would
bo ycar-aroun- d such ns milk, but-
ter and eggs. Buying und selling
products in the manner I have
Just mentioned would save money
all the way around becuuse it eli-

minates the middle man who gets

Another Industry that has not

occn incu in post is mat or a
hatchery. A hatchery In Post
would provldo not only people
around Post but from other

en fnrms. This would fumlth mnr.
chants and citizens with poultry
ana eggs at lower prices. It would
also bo another industrv which
could brine in nrafit frnm nlhnr
parts of the country too. Thcre--
lore, n natcnery would bo an aid
to industry.

Another Imnortnnt nnvlurt frnm
the land around Post is n rather
precious substancecalled oil. It
has already provided Jobs for
many pcoplo and brought new
rcsiuents into I'ost. During the
last ten years the oil industry In
and nround Post has cxDcrlcnccd
n continual growth. It has grown
from a small trickle to a produc-
tion that placesGarza County near
tnc too OI tne list in nil nrrulnr.
tlon. Shell Oil Company reports
mat more nnu moro pcoplo nre
turning toward Gnrzn County with
high hopes for n future In oil.

All the different oil rnmnnntna
are working very hard. For In-

stance,one comnanv la tint mm.
pleting a great undertaking. They
nave sinncu at the west sido of
the county with a seismograph
crew and nre now finishing going
across tho entire county with It.

It seemsthat Post has n great
future In oil. We must encourage
this all we can. Perhaps tho best
thing we can do Is build nn oil
refinery. This would really be an
aid to our city nnd Industry. It
would not only create a greater
Interest, It would also furnish Jobs
for people, winch would encourage
moro people to come to Post. Tills
in turn would bring more busi-
ness.

One very important thing that
wo must enlarge along with the
growth of our town Is the law en-
forcement. Stops havo alroady
been taken to Improve it. One!
suggestion is that n nnUm fnrrnl
be organized. Such an organlzn-tlo-n

would bo welcomed by the
merchants. It would encourage
business and lend a spirit or feel-
ing of security. There nre sev-
eral suggestions that could be
mado In this line but the most
Important thing Is this: Wo must
make our law enforcement grow
along with our town. In this case,
what Was cood for
not good enough for tho time In
wnicn wo live today.

These nre simply suggestions
that could be consideredIn decid-in- g

what our town can do to
industry. Many of theso are

helps to tho country nround Post
unu noi in we city itseir. still, It
can be used as Improvements to'

Iho Industry of thn rltv nf Pni
However, wo must realize that

these or nny other Improvements
do not take placo over night. It
Is a continuous process with on
aim which is gained only by hard
work and planning.

In the spring It s no trick to
catch spottnlls In n net or trap.
They are near tho surfneo and
cnslly seen In elenr water. They
like swift water with n rocky or
sandy bottom, for the spawning
season.

LET ME remind you now, how-
ever, that there arc nil kinds of
local laws about capturing nnd
transporting Texas minnows. So
check with your gnmo warden If

you propose to take n large quanti-
ty nnd move them across county
lines.

In off sensons that Is, when the
minnows nrc deep nnd enn't be
readily tnken, you snvo tlmo by
buying Mexican, Oklahoma and
Minnesota minnows from the bait
shops.

Some fishermen don't like these
minnows, for one reason or an-

other, but my experience is that
fish will strike them nil, or nny
of them. Frankly, I don't think
when a fish is hungry, he stops
to look up a minnow's pedigree.

To catch minnows, tho seine Is
an ancient and still effective arti-
cle, the use of which Is too fami-
liar to be explained here.

A more recent tool Is the drop,
or umbrella typo net, which is
handy becauseone man can use
It. I've seen commercial baltmcn
tnko thousandsof spottalls out of
streams with this kind of net.

There are various kinds of min-
now traps. All nro effective when
placed in a good spot where min-
nows live, nnd especially when
baited with cracker crumbs. When
you fall to catch minnows by these
methods, there's always the tack-
le and bait shop.

Whereveryou get your minnows,
tho big problem Is to keep them
nlivo and transport them to your
favorite fishing hole. That may be
miles from whero you live.

IN COLD weather, this Is not
much of a problem. Dut when the
hot summer sun bolls down, your
minnows will start to turn belly
up If not handled properly.

Your best bet is to use the
"porous" bucket. It allows

a certain amount of breathing, or
aeration, In tho water. Keep the
top on. Minnows will live n long
time In this kind of bucket. In
case of doubt, drop in n few Ice
cubes. They glvo off oxygen ns
they melt.

One caution about porous buck-
ets. Never dip one Into the water.
If you do, it will lose Its breath-In- g

ability. From then on, you
might as well haul your minnows
in a lard can.

When you select your minnows,

keep In mind tho kind of fish you
will seek on the current trip. It
goes without saying that big min-
nows are for big fish. Small min-
nows arc for small fish.

If you arc after crapplc you
want minnows about two Inches
long or less. If bassis your game

white or black the minnow
might bo between two and thrtc
inches long. If you're going to bait
n trotllne with minnows, tho big-

gest ones you can get are the
best.

I use a medium sized minnow.
Tho little fish can't take n big
minnow, but a big fish will take
n smaller minnow. Using a two-Inc- h

bait, you stand n chance to
get nnything that comes your
way.

NOW, HOW do you hook youri
minnow?

Hold a minnow in your left hand,
bottom side up. Take the hook in
your right hand. Insert the hook
just where the gills come together
and pull upward and outward, so
that the point of the hook emer-
ges between nnd forward of the
minnow's eyes, missing the middle
of the head.

For a long time, I hooked mln
nows through the back. Thatt is.
behind tho dorsal fin nnd Just deep
enough to miss tho backbone.The
minnow stays alive that way.l He
Is free to swim around li jyou
give him some latitude in the way

minnow Is through the Hps. This
method permits you to give the
minnow n more natural action
when you lift your rod. The mln
now moves forward, head first,
when pulled in. Such a method nl
so permits the minnow to stay alive
lor a long time.

Artificial 1 u r o manufacturers
strive to get the action of n wound-
ed minnow. Dut here you have the
real thing, You're offering the
fish a real, live, wounded minnow.
(You wounded him when you
strung him on tho hook.) This
kind of bait Is about themost at
tractive of all to a fish.

ABSENCE OF weight will give
the minnow more freedom to be
natural. It will Increasehis charms
to the fish. (If you use a lead
weight, use asmall one and place
It two or three feet above the
hook.)

If you should get caught In the
rocks, or brush, nnd you arc us
Ing a light wire hook, such as an
Aberdeen, you will discover that
tho wire hook will give enough to
let you pull tree more readily
man you couiu with a stiller hook,

Keep the minnow moving.
To begin with, If he Is a free

swimming minnow (no lead weight
attached to him) cast him out
whero you think he will drift
down Into bass territory then
give mm slack and let him swim.
When vour line shows that he hn
reached bottom, or some other
refuge, lift the rod so ns to move
him sllehtlv. Pretty soon. Iiv thi
direction your line is leading, you
can locate him.

Lift the line ncaln. centlv. to
give him a natural action. Keep
working him your way, even
though you think he mny not have
reached the spot whero you
thoucht the fish mieht be. You
could be wrong. Work him In slow--

ly. niljustinE your sichts. and cast
again.

This will give the Social
Security Administration and the
person claiming benefits time to
get the information and evidence
together to establish his rights to
the payment before the time his
first check is due.

Generally, evidence will bo re-
quired to prove the oge of the re-
tired person and the age of his
wife. This may be a birth certifi-
cate or other record of age that
Is old and reliable. Also, evidence
of the worker's earnings In the
taxable year that ended before he
plans to retire Is necessary.This
may be n copy oft he Income
tax return for per-
sons or the W-- 2 forms for wage
earners.

Wooden derrick
to be exhibited

at oil exposition
Wooden derricks that once dotted

tho oil fields of tho nation are n
thing of the past, but therewill be
one of them at the International
Petroleum Exposition in Tulsa,
Okln., May It will be n re-

plica of the Drake Well, drilled nt
Tltusvllle, Pa., 100 years ago. In
the tradition of covered bridges of

that era, this derrick was boarded
In from the derrick floor to the top
of the mast.

Later came the open derricks,
such as coveredfamousSplndlctop
nt Beaumont,Tex., nnd for mnny
years In Oklahoma, Texas, Califor-

nia and the other oil states. The
rig builder wna rugged and rowdy,
but an Important mnn, drawing ns
much pay ai the driller himself.
The wooden derricks were erected
at the drilling site, and when the
well was complete, either dry or
as a produce, the derrick remain-
ed right there.

At the forthcoming Oil Show on-

ly steel derricks will bo seen.
Almost one nnd n half million

pounds of steel arc neededto drill
and completea 10.000-foo-t well to-

day, Including drill pipe nnd cas-
ing.

Portable derricks, also to be
shown at tho IPE, and portable
well servicing units, have eliminat-
ed permanentderricks nt oil wells.

One petroleum engineer predicts
that oil well depthswill reach 50.-00-0

feet by 1975. He estimated the
cost of such a well at more than
$5,000,000. In the early days of
wooden derricks n whole new oil
field could be drilled for that.

This year an estimated 50,000
wells will be drilled In the United
Statesand everything that goes In-

to that operation, ns well as the
subsequenttransportation, refining
and marketing of the product will
be graphically portrayed at the In-

ternational PetroleumExposition in
Tulsa.

But tho only relic of tho "old
days" will be the weather-wor- n

wooden replica of that first com-
mercial well that Col. Drake drill-
ed 100 years ago.
