that there is wide misunderstand-
ing of how this mail Is handled
and of the difficulties encountered
in its delivery.

These campiaints, incidentally,
are far fewer than the number re
ceived durmg the First WorW
War, although the volume of mail
is much larger, according to
veteran postal officials who have
directed postal activities in both
wars.

Mail Ior mertibere of Ute armed
forces is delivered by the Postal
Service to Army and Navy author
ities at post offices convenient to
camps or stations in this country
or to ports of embarkation when
addressedto personsoverseas.The
Postal Service then has no further
jurisdiction over the mail, and re-

sponsibility for its delivery from
that point on lies entirely with the
Army and Navy. Likewise, the
Army and Navy handlemail from
members of the armed forces until
it is delivered to civilian post of-

fices in this country, and the Postal
Service has no juriatUcUon over
the mail until to received.

April 1 To Reclassify 18-3- 7
Year-Ol- d Registrants

Brig. Gen. J. Watt Page, State
Selective Service Director, an-

nounced today that, affective
April 1, Texas' local boardshave
been directed to reclassify all
physically qualified registrants,
ages 18 through 37, who arc en
gaged in activities or occupations
designated as by
the War Manpower Commission,
without giving consideration to
their dependency status. He said:

"The majority of all registrants
of military age are now deferred
on dependency grounds without
regard to occupation, and a great
number of these registrants aa
employed in activities or occupa-
tions not essential to war produc
tion, agriculture, or civilian acti
vity contributing to the home
front. The continuing need for
men by the armed forces demands
that henceforth greater emphasis
must be placed on occupation than -

on dependencyas a basis for de-

ferment.
"The War Manpower Commis-

sion has published a list of 29 ac-

tivities and occupations as non-deferra-

and not entitled in time
of war to share manpower with
the armed forces. This list (attach-
ed) will be amended andextend-
ed from time to time as the need
for physically qualified men

General Page emphasized that
registrants who arc engaged in

activities or oc
cupationsshould consult with then
local United States Employmcni
Service office before leaving theii
homes in searchof war jobs. Thi
United States Employment Ser-
vice, he said, has been mobilized
to assist men with dependents,
who are affected by this order to
find work in essential Industrie--.

"It does not follow, "General
Pagesaid, "that a man of military
age ongaged in any of the

activities will be liable
for induction unless he gets him-
self a job in a war plant. Unfor-
tunately, that seems to be thc
prevalent, but mistaken, interpre
tation of the new policy. A great
many areas in the country have
no war plants. It is not the pur-
pose of the order to encourage
massmovementof workers to busy
defensecenters,which are already
overcrowded and where housing
and food supplies are a serious
problem. Insofar as possible, war
plants should bc manned by peo-

ple living nearby.
There are many occupatior

useful to the war effort and
to the maintenance of the

home front besides working in a

war plant. For instance, a man
living in a farming area would b"
making a valuable contribution U
the war effort by switching to h
farm work. A list of essential ac-

tivities, published by the War
npower Commission, is avail-

able at any United States Em
ployment Service office."

General Page pointed , out that
since the new policy does not be-

come effective until April 1, ample
time is allowed for a systematic
and orderly transfer of manpower
from non-essent- ial to essential ac-

tivities. A grace period of thirty

have been buying shoes at a rate
faster than manufacturerscould
make them and at the same timr
keep our soldiers and sailors sup-
plied and the armed services,
which require a huge number of
shoes,come first. In the last six
months of 1042 one out of every
10 pairs of shoes manufactured
in the United Stateswent to men
in the military forces. Every sold-
ier who landed in North Africa,
for example, was outfitted with
three pairs of shoes and the con-
voys carried additional reserve
supplies. A pair of shoes doesn't
last a soldier as long as a civilian

they must be used on the harsh
mountain trails of New Guinea
and Tunisia, in muck andwater of
South Pacific islands, on the burn-
ing sands of North Africa, or in
the snow and ice of Alaska and
the Aleutians.

Under the shoe rationing plan,
three pairs of shoos will be made
available during the next 12 or
13 months to every man, woman
and child in the country. Stamp 17
In War Ration Book One is good
for one pair of shoes until Juno
15, and stamps may be transfer-
red from one member of a family
to another. Anyone who needs
shoos but has no Stamp 17 in his
own book or in the family books
may apply to his "local ratlonlnn
board for a shoe purchase certifi
cate. The stamp must not be pre
sent loose but must be lorn out
in the presence of the nerson
making the sale. In the case of
salos by mall order, the stampmay
do torn out and presented with
the purchasing order.

facilitlos, and In certain
areas approved for Irrigation, to
drill wells and buy pumps and
other equipment or to purchase
water rtock in existing irrigation
companies.

Mnny existing farmstead water
facilities can be repaired,enlarg-
ed or extended to moke better
rse of water for livestock pro-
duction, vegetable production and
o forth. Farm Security loans arc

available for these purposes.
"Uncle Sam," said Welch, rural

rehabilitation supervisor for the
FSA, "cannot afford to miss any
rnportunity to Increase the na-
tion's food supply in 1943. We hope
to increase production this year
by moking water available to
livestock and fcod producers who
othorw'se could not attain maxi-
mum production."

Mr. Welch said water facilities
loans are made for a period of
time to cover the life of the facil-
ity or up to 20 years, at 3 percent
interest. He asks all farmers in-
terested in improving their water
supplies to contact him soon nt
his office in the courthouse In
Post.

1942, must bo declared, minus one
pound for each person whose age
stated on Book 1 is 14 or over.

For each can of rationed food
over five cans per person listed
on the housewife's Declaration
when she goes to apply for Book
Two, one eight-poi- nt stnmp will
be removed from the new book.
For each pound of coffee in ex-
cess of 1 pound for each eligible
person in a family unit on the
base date, one stamp will be re-

moved from Book One.
The fact that an applicant for

War Ration Book Two may have
a large quantity of canned ration-
ed goods on hand will not indi-
cate that that person is a hoarder,
and the removal of stamps for
oxcuss supplies is not done as n
penalty. The stamp are removed
only to even up supplies and give
everyone an evon start.

Persons who are not living as
members of thoir family group
must make their own Declarations
and get their own ration books.
Domestic help is not a part of a
family. .

The Official Declaration form
in this paper (on page G) should
be clipped and tisod for making
the formal declaration. Be sure to
write In all the Information asked
for on the Declaration. Every per
son who applies for War Ration
Book Two must fill m this Decla
ration evon though thoy have no
excess on hand.

Remember to take Book One of
all parsonslisted on a Declaration
to the registrars when applying
for Book Two. No Book Two can
be issued unless Book One is
presentedat the place of

(Contlnued From Front Pago)
post offices in this country, but
they nre not under the jurisdiction
of the.Postal Servlco, being main
talnod and opornted by the Wnr
and Navy Departments nnd man-

ned by military nnd navy person-
nel. For Instance, A. P. O. --234,
co Postmaster, New York, N. Y.,
would be n branch of the New
York post office, although It mny
be located with troops In Africn
or elsewhere. Mall deposited In
that post office for delivery in
this country would carry tho re-

turn address of "A. P. O. 1234,
New York, N. Y.," although 1

came from abroad, and tho post-

mark on the envelope Is placed
thereon at the overseas location
and not at Now York.

Directory service, through which
improperly addressedmail is rend-drcss-cd

and forwarded, Is provided
by the Army and Nnvy.

Delays In the mall to the armed
forces may be caused by various
factors. Transportation of the mail
sometimes must be postponed so
that more urgent needs for nrms,
food, or more military and naval
personnel may be filled first. Al-

though malls arc dispatched at
evciy onporttinity, at times the
overburdened facilities cannot ac-

commodate all the mail and It
must be held until shipping space
is available. Ships must travel In
convoys. In the interest of safety,
and n convoy can start only when
the last ship is loaded and can
travel only as fast as the slowest
hip In the group all of which

consumesmuch time. Transfers of
personnel from one point to an
otheralso addto the time required
for mail. to catch up with the men
shifted. Censorship,which is done
by the Office of Censorship or
military authorities, may also
cause some delay, although this
Is held at to a minimum. The Post
Office Department docs not have
jurisdiction over the censorship
of mail.

Ship sinkings by the enemy ac-

count for much of the lost mail.
Many thousands of letters and
packageshave been on ships lost
by enemy action.

Many postal patrons have wond-
ered why there is more rapid and
regular mail service from the
armed forces overseas than to
them. This is because less mn5l
comes from overseasthan goes to

from the Marino Corps Headquart-
ers, Navy Department Building,
